According to promise, I give you a short ac-

count of the second day's Regatta at this place.
The race to-day was free for all boats of the
first, second and third classes, and beautiful
prizes for each clae.

In the first class were the Fairy, the largest
and most beautiful yacht in the South, the
Stingaree and Secret, both second class boats.
In the second class the Venture and Edith, the
former the winner of the gold cup yesterday.
.n the third class the Bertha (late Picayune)
and the Whisky, the latter not coming to the
scratch ruled the former out, as, according to
the rules, it required two boats in each class to
make a race.

The race was the same as the day before, fif-
teen miles, two and a half triangles. At the
time of starting the wind was from the N. E.,
blowing a fair breeze. The start was beautiful.
In rounding the first stake the Fairy was one
minute and fifty-eight seconds ahead of the
Stingaree, the Edith third, the Venture
fourth, and the Secret fifth. In beating towards
the second stake the Stingaree passed the
Fairy to windward, and weathered the second
stake ahead, and also passed ahead at the wharf,
the other boats still holding their positions. In
rounding the first stake, the second time, the
Fairy beat the StingareC one minute and four-
teen seconds, the other boats not altering their
positions, except that the contest between the
Edith and Venture was very exciting, both
~oats being nearly side-anud-ide during the race.
As they neared the winning stake the excite-
ment increased, and bets were freely offered
that shovel-nose (Ntingaree) would beat the
Fairy, and the result proved the fact that the
battle is not always to the strongest, "for the
moth beat the mammoth," as the result will
show.

The Fairy was the first boat in, but being a
boatof thirty-six tons, and the Stingaree about
three tone, had to allow her according to the S
Y. C. rules two seconds per foot per mile-the
Stingaree according to the rules being compelled
to run as measuring twenty-six feet, a first class
toat, although only measuring twenty-five feet
four and a half inches. Taking all things into
consideration, I think this one of the most extra-
ordinary beats of the season, taking the allow-
auce of time, which was but seven and a half
minutes between a boat of thirty-six tons and
one of three tons. I tell you that the shovel-
nose cannot be beaten in a breeze of wind. The
Venture came in ahead of the Edith, but not
sufficient to win the prize. The Edith, the first
prize of the second class-the Secret, nowhere.
The champagne is taking a little effect upon my
brain, ad I must close this in haste.

The yellow fever, which, a few weeks since,

gave our citizens some alarm, has entirely dis-
appeared from the locality in which it origin-
ated. During its prevalence it was confined to
a very limited district, embracing an area of
not more than six hundred yards in length, by
i two hundred in breadth, and comprising a
neighborhood by no means populous; but in
many cases the houses are confined and filthy,
the Delaware Avenue, which fronts the locality
on the East, is defective in surface drainage,
and at all times in a muddy and filthy state,
and the cellars of the houses damp and subject
to periodical overflows from the water of the
river. The whole number of cases during the
prevalence of the disease was thirty-eight, the
deaths about ten or twelve. In no instance did
it spread beyond the limited locality described.
Its origin, there seems no room to doubt, is to
he traced to the arrival of the bark Mandarin,
from Cienfuegos, with yellow fever cases on
board, and its continuance to the impure and
unhealthy locality in which it first took root.
Srhese are facts which seen to favor the efficacy
of quarantine regulations in preventing the in-troduction of the epidemic, and the availability
of cleanliness in preventing its spread.

BATTLE OF NORTH POINT-RAILROAD IMPROVE-
MkNT•-~PROSPECr• OF TTDn, ITC.

Sntespnbe~t at a the rlat.
BALTIMORE, September 12.

Our city to-day has presented quite a gala
appearance on the occasion of the celebration of
the anniversary of the battle of North Point,
on September 12, 1814, when the British inva-
ders were ignominiously repulsed. As a day of
local remembrance and patriotic pride, its re-
eurrence is always joyfully welcomed. Flags
have been displayed during the day from every
quarter, the streets are thronged with people,
and the air resonant with the musical clangor
Of the constantly passing military bands. The
Association of Old Defenders, embodying a rem-
nant of the heroes of the day, took the cars at
an early hour in the morning and rods out to
Calseyeville, where they have spent the day in
their usual spirited manner; one of the observ-
ances being an oration from one of theis num-
bar, the venerable Samuel Barnes, for many
years, and until lately, the esteemed editor of
the Baltimore Clipper. Several volunteer com-
panies from Washington have also been here on
