that he ungupd never to return—ithis is re-
garded ns doubtfal. To this sentencs of hanish-
ment--for such is the true charaeter of the ox-
pulsion from Turkey-- Anstria guve her consent :
i truth, it was the result of her efforts to pro-
cure their extradition, and was sceepted by her
as o fubstitute for it Bhe had agents or com-
missioners at Kutahia to attend to their embar-
kation, and to ker the lagal consequences of this
not ave the same as if it had been done directly
by berself, snd not by the ugeney of the (itee-
man Forte.  Kossta come to the United States,
and selected this country for his fature ieme.

Un the 31st of July, 1852, he made a declara-
tion, onth, befers u proper tribunal, of
bis intémiion to Beeome s citizen of the United
Swntes, and rencunce ull aliegiance to any other
dtate or sovervigm.

After remaining heve for oze year and elevon
months, he returned on nooount, nd is alleged,
of private business, of & temporary churacter, Lo
Turkey in an Ameriosn vessel, claimed the rights
of a naturalized American citizen, sod offered to
place himself under the protection of the United
States Coosul at Smyrna, The Conenl at first
hesitated to receive him as such; but afterwards,
and some time before his seizure, he and the
American Charge 4'Afaires ad interim ot Con-
stantinople, extend protection to him, and
lurnished him with Tizkereh—s kind of
Pm or letter of safe conduct, nsually given 1.y

oreign consuls in Turkey to persons to whom
they extend proteetion, as by Turkish laws they
bave a right to da, It is lmpurrnnt ta ohsarve
that there is no exception taken to his gonduet
sfter his return to Turkey, and that Austria
ias not alleged that be was there for any politi-
eal ahject, or for wuy other purpose t’hnn th
irananction of private business.  While waiting,
1818 alln& fur AR opportunity to return to
the United States, he was peized by n band of
awless men--freely, perhaps harshly, charas-
terized  in dispatches we *'ruffians.” = Greek
lirelings,” * robbers"—who had mot, mor did
they pretend to have, any eolor of anthﬂril:
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Under these circamstances it is evident that
Austrig, in advanee of noy clsim upon ue for
atigfaction, and in & manner wholly unwar
rantalle, has arraigoed the government of the
United Btates before the tribunal of the other
great powers of the world for the condeet of it
sgents in the affair of Koszta, This exrraordi
nary proceeding hes ieft to the Presiden
no other courss than st cnce to give o the
world the fessons upon whica he rests the
vindieation of the Ameriean functionaries, ani
the views applicable to this ease uprn which his
poliey is busad. To the end thas & just and im
partial judgment may be formed upon the whole
conlroversy, it is deemed proper st the same
time to publish the Austrian view of the trans.
netion, as set forth in the diepateh of Mr. Hulse-
manm.

The protest of Mr. Hulseman opens with n
statement of the Austrisn view of the facts,
unid says:

There are iwo distinet questions involved in
this dispussion. One is the moin question rela-
ting to the dispute sbout the rights of juriedic-

n which has risen between the logations of
Austris and of the United States at Constanti-
nople. eoncerning Kosta ; the other question, at
least fully as important, is that which has refar-
cnct to thoso formalities in virtue of whigh the
agents of the United States have desmed them-
selves authorized in urging their pretensions,

Mr, Hulseman declares, in regard to the first
question, that the imperial govermment adopts
entirely the views of Baron de Brock; “In our
opinion, Kossts hos never censed to be an Aus-
irian subject, Everything combines to make
the imperial government persist in this estimate
of the matter. Thelaws of his country are op-
posed to Koszte's breaking ssunder, of his own
aceord, and without having obtained permission
o expatriate himsell from the authorities of
that conntry, the ties of nationality which bimd
him to it. The very declaration of that refuges
on bonrd the “Hussar," in the presence of the
American consul snd of the commander of the
8t Louls,” shows that he still consilers him-
sell himeelf as a‘subject of the Emperor. In
short, even according to terma of the law of the
Union, such a declaration, suppased to have
been gigned by Kossta, and from which Mr.
Brown hae pretended to infer his naturalization
in the United States, is not suflicient to produce
rhul. effect. The undersigoed thinks he may
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g inte uny further details in re-
gard to this qnmion. secing that the Depurt-
men of State of the United States constuutly
refuses to grant passports to individuals who
find themselves in this eategory, nnd that official
publications have been mude from time te time
to that effect,”

Mr. Hulseman assames that on these grounds,
the Coneul-Genersl of the Emperor ai Smyrou
was without doubt perfectly justified, when, in
virtue of those treaties which suhject Austrian
subjects in Turkey to consular jurisdiotion, he
seized the person of Koszta within the pale of
his jurisdiotion, and coneludes that sugh being
the ¢nse, the imperial government trusta that
the government of the United Stated will hasten
to ingtruct its consul at Smyrna not to interpose
any ohetacle 1o the extradition of the aforesaid
Koszta by the Consul.General of Fraoes to the
Crmsul-Greneral of Auetria st Smyros.

e then proceads to notice **the net of viclenee'*
committed by the commagider of the sloop-of-
war, Bt. Louis, against the Austrian lrig
Tussar, ond designutes it as an “set of war,”
“eommitted in full pence, in & nentral port, the
ftal efferts of which were only averted by the
prudence and moderation™ of the Austrion Con
wnl-General at Smyram, and which he saye con-
stitutes au ontrage upon the principles of the
Inw of nations; and (says Mr. Hulseman} the

imperial g bug no doubt bmg that
this net, viewed in such light, will bhave been
copdemned by the goverument of the United
dtates, sabl government being itself interested
in preventing the repetition of similar oepur-
rences.

These points ave thusdizcussed with referenge
to the principles laid down by the writers on in-
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ional law, and the protest closes with the
tu]l-lwlng parngraph :

Mr. Marey next proceeds to disouss the fques-
tion whether Koszta was o pubject of Austria
at ihe time he was geized.  After detuiling the
monner in which the Hungarian refogees were
expelled from Turkey (and smong them Kossta)

ded with the Turkish suthorities, with the Auns-
trian Consal- Bmyrna, and the com-
mander of the Ausirian brig-of war, for Lis re-
iease, ou the ground of his Ameridan nationali

To support thik dlaim, Koszrn's original ﬁe’rtli
ente af having made, under oathiyin a conrt in
New York, o declaration of intention to heeoms
nn Amerioan citizen, was pm-m.-nf gt Bmyrna,
and sn imperfact copy of it placed in the hands
of the imperial Austrian interndneioat Constan-
tinople. The application to these offieers at
Smyrna for his liberation, as well as that of
Mr, Drown, our Chargd d'Affuires, to Baron de
Bruck, the Austrinn Minister at Constantinople,
was fruitless, and it beeame notorions at Emyros
that there was a settled design on the part of
ithe Austrinn ofiwials to convey him clandes-
tinely to Trieste—n city within the dominion of
the Emperor of Austria. ortunely, the
United States sloop-of-war, the 3t. Louis, under
the command of Capt. Ingraham, arrived in the
harbor of Bmyrna before this design was exe-
cuted. The communder of the St. Louis, from
she representation of the case made to him, felt
it to ba his duty, as it unquestionably was, to
inguire inte the validity of Koszte’s claim to
American protection, H'; roeeeded with delib-
erution an prndmuﬂ- anid disonvered what be

il for into Kogs-

ta's glaim to he discharged on ncoount of his
Ameriean natisnality. During the ¥
of this inquiry he received notice of the d ign
w0 take Koszta elondestinely, before the question
at issue was gettled, into the dominivos of the
Emperor of Austria, As there was other evi-
denge of bid faith besides the discovered design
ot evading the inguiry, Captain Ingraham
munded his release, and ntimated that 58
should resort to force if the demand was not
complied with by a certain hour.  Fortunutely,
however, no foree was used. An arrangement
was made by which the prisoner was deliverad
tu the custody of the French Consul-general, to
be kept by hum ootil the United States and
Austrin should agree us to the munner of dis-
posing of him.

Mr. Marcy mnext proceeds to present the
views of the President in relation to the manter
in question, and his reply to the seweral de-
mands of the Austrian govermment, and suys:

His Imperial Mujesty demands that the gov-
arnment of the United States shall direat Koszta
to be delivered to him ; that it shall disavow
the conduet of the American sgents in this of.
fair, eall them to & severe necount, and tender
satisfuction Pl‘opnmonale to the eulrape,

In order to arrive at just conclusions, it is
vecessary o ascerttin and clearly to define
Eodzta's political relation with Austrin amd
with the United States when he wae seized at
Bmyroa,  This s the first point which naturaliy
presents itself for consideration, nnd perhays the
HEL 'smFursul!t one in its bearing upon the
merits of the ease.
