We have conversed withf
several intelligent plantee, .who infeorm as that
the cotton crop is more backward this year than
it hav been for many years past-so much so
that they have not been able to get out as many
bales as they had out this time last year by one
third. The army worm has made its appear-
ance on most ofthe plantations in this parish,
but it is thought they can do little more dam-
age, the season being too far advanced. The
sotton has greatly suffered with the " rot," but
snee the dry weather has set in it has oerted
its ravages, and the remaining boils are open.
-ng and maturing well. It is estimated that
the cotton crop of this parish will fall short of
about 5000 balbs. The cane crops are good on
uore places, but it ts the general impleesion
that the yield will be lessthan it was last year.

but, were the cane equal in suibstance, it should
far exceed it, a much larger quantity having
been planted. If there is any reliance to be
placed in reports, the yield will bIe very unequal
throughout the parish; some planters hobling
favorable opiniona, while others speak dislr-
agingly, sataing that the crope will be very
short. The latter we can hardly credit tbr want
of sufficient evidence The crops we have seen
look well, and we have no reason to think so
great a sectional difference should exist in the
parish. What the actual yield will be no one
can tell. Some of our planters intend to com-
mence grinding on Monday next, which will
shortly throw more light on the subject.

We have been shown a letter from Brandon,
dated the ith, which says that two deaths from
yellow fever had occurped there on Saturday
night, and great apprehension prevailed among
the citizens. We also learn that the fever has
broken out with violence at Washington, the
pleasant little Natohez No. 2, to which many of
the citilens of Old Natehez had fed for safet,
and that a general stampede had taken place.

A-amt.--The Montgomery Advertiser and
Gasette, of the 16th inst., speaking of the health I
of Moatgomery, says :

The yellow fever panic here has died out. Ast
far as we mn find out the town is resaarkably
healthy, and the few casesm of siekness the physi- 1
cians have, receive double attention in bone- r
quenoe of the scarcity of patients. For the last 1
ftw days we have heard of more weddings than
dsaths, and the few who put on long faces be-
cause they had foolishly some to the conclusion I
that yellow fever was "bound to rage here,"
now look oheerful, and are lively and pleasant. I
Though the city does not present the buslness
appearance usual to this season of the year, yet
our meberants ale daily receiving and opening
large amounts of goods, and their counters are
well attended with customers.

Building ieas not flagged for a moment, and a
large number of handsome tenements, both for
business and residence, have gone on steadily
to completion.

As we have frequently said before, no disease
has, as yet, prevailed iere to an extent to jus-
tify the alarm and stampede which has taken
place. When the time comes for a calm investi-
gation of the matter we shall present the facts,
front which it will not only be seen that the
papers have represented truly the state of the
ealth of Mongomery, but that there has been

some very hard lying done in the premises by
the "lovers of the marvelous."

NasUVit.e -It Cuapitol.-The editor of the
Charleston Advocate, in a letter from Nashville,
thus speaks of the new building now being
erected by the State, in that city:

The Capitol, one of the most magnificent
buildings in the world, is now nearly completed.
It is built of solid limestone, quarried near the
hill on which it stands, and covers exactly an
acre of ground. The architecture is of the
lonic order, and the ornamental part exceedingly
rich. Its roof is of Tennessee copper. and the
platform for the Speaker of Tennessee marble.
The cost of the edifice is a million ot dollars.
From the base of the dome a striking panorama
meets tihe eye. The city lies below on a bend of
the Cumberland river. t a distance of a hun-
dred miles the blue peaks of the Cumlorland,
mountain rise above the horizon. An amphi-
theatre of bills sweeps around the city, the
population of which approaches twenty thous-
and. Coming down from our noble "post of
observation," we passed the house formerly oc-
capied by President Polk. It lies at some dis-
tance fromt the street, and has in front a monu-
ment erected over the remains of the late states-
man. Many of the houses of the town are
built with elegance. It is the fashion to paint
in oil colors the brick houses, and these colors

being generally light drab Ihere is en air of
freshues which we miss in the Chirlest
houses.
