The
hectic flush and the brilliant eyes proved true
prophets.
The Minerva was the only work of the servant

Maria ; who died on the twelfth of Mayeighteen
hundred and one.

.JtLLIEN's EXTna•nIONtiY Di EL.-Jullien

was first noticed by the public as leader of the
concerts at the Jardiu Ture, at Paris, since
built over. A hlouse now stands where he once
stood, as we have also often seen him in London,
with primrose gloves and shirt-cuffs turned up
to the elbow, wielding the sceptre of king of
the orchestra. It was during his reign at the
Jardin Turc that, according to M. Lecomte,
the following accidenth happened to him : "" lie
had an extraordinary duel, unprecedented,
save among Ariostu's fabulous heroes. One of
his musicians, who had been linoing-master in
a regiment, lhal a dispute with hism, and sent
him a challenge. lullien askeal a week to pre-
pare for the duel, and the request was granted.
At the end of that time the encouuntr took place
with swords, and he received a furious thrust
which ran him right through the body, and his
antagonist eaving naturally let go his swordl.
Jullien rushed upon him, and in hl. turn dealt
him a desperate blow, after which, having thus
revenged himself, lie remained erect, with a
s*ord sticking out of his back! Nobody daring
to withdraw it, hle himself had the energy to
pluck it from the wound. It had made itself a
passage which, wonderful to relate, interfered
with none of the organs essential to life. A
month afterwards Jullien had resumed his baton

I and his primrose gloves, and pallid and in elegiac
attitudes he once more presided over those con-
certs to which the fame of his adventure now
attracted all Paris. The circumstatuces which
decided him to quit Paris were, like every thing
in his life, singular and out of the comma o way.
laving some cause of complaint ogainst the

Con-
Sfuius did not dive into abstruse doctrines. lie
cintented himself with teaching the deepest love F
an I veneration for the Great Anthor of all he-
ing whom tie represents as the essenee of all
purity, and the source and fountain of all things.
Hlis providence is over all his creatures; and to
!lim all are responsible for their conduct. No

c* er thought, hlowever secret, is hidden from
him, and isa goodness and justice are such that
he can let no virtue go unrewarded, nor viue un-
punished.

The principal writings of Confucius remain-
ing to our day are " The King," or classial
Iooks, and the Szeshoo, or moral books. He
strictly forbade idol worship, andl the deification
of men ; nevertheless, his more ignorant folow-
ers persisted in deifying hism; and at the pres
ent day, according to Dr. Milne, on the authori-
ty of their own writers, there are more than
fifteen hundred and sixty temples, dedicated to

F him : and sixty-two thousand animals, chiefly
pigs and rabbits, are annually sacrificed to his
memory.

The most touching and interesting point in
the life of this great man, is the fact, in his dy-
ing moments, he encouraged his disciples, as he
had also done before, by prophecytng of the
coming of Christ. He predioted that "in the
West, the Holy One would appear."

A reference to this singular fact is frequent
in the Chinese writings. In the Cuntg-yeng,
written by a grandson of Confucius, is the fol-
lowing passage : " A good prince lays the basis
of his conduct in himself; he establishes among
his people the authority of his own example; he
regulates himself, thoughl without blind obsti-
nary, by the founders of the first three dynas-
-ties; he directs his aetions unceasingly accord-
ing to heaven and earth; he rules over milns,
and finds no reason fur doubt or inquietude,
,oaotideclly .p.crli"itg the Holy .oan, who is
