It will be seen'by tile Sexton's re-
port that the interments will average four per
day, notwithstanding the greatly diminished
number of those supposed to be liable to take
the disease. This is strong evidence that the
infection exists in this city with little or no miti-
gation of its virulence. Our hope for relief de.
pendis on a change of weather, which still con-
tinues warm.

The Indianola Bulletin says:
Mr. James M. Foster, of Indianola, is now

shipping large numbers of beeves to New Orleans.
Each steamer takes over about one hundred
head.

One of the lumber houses, Huck & Ogsbury,
in addition to corn, are arranging to ship oxen
and mules to Pensacola. They will shortly have
vessels enough in the trade to afford a good mar-
ket for those articles.

Too CRors.-Allowing for the very limited
effects of the cotton worm in some neighborhoods,
the crops of Western Texas this year will sur-
pass the yield of any previous season-hence, on
the restoration of health here and in Pert La-
vaca, we may anticipate a fine business.

The Galveston News says:
By a gentleman from Gonzales, we learn that

cotton-picking is progressing in the upper coun-
ties-the yield is large and the staple good.
Considerable amounts are now coming into this
city for shipmlent.city ror smipment.

The 8th Regiment Infantry left the vicinity of
San Antoinio on the 8d inst. The 5th was pre-
paring to remove, and is now doubtless on itsway to the frontier. No more troops will con-
centrate at that city.

The Austin Gazette of the 8th says the re-
moval of the troops from the posts on the North-
western frontier, has again turned the indians
loose on the settlements. The Camanches came
down below Fort Graham, and succeeded in
driving off twenty-five head of horses. Fears
are entertained that their sucoess in this in-
stance will lead to further depredations.

The San Antonio Ledger of the lith has re-
ceived dates from El Paso to the 27th ulnit., and
from Santa F6 to the 10th ult. Loud oomplaiuts
were made at El Paso of Indian depredations.

The election had taken place hut the Santa
F6 Gazette of the 10th could give nothing
official. It was rumored that the counties of
Taoo, Santa Anna, Bernabillo, Valencia, Socor-
ro and Dona Anna have gone for Governor
Lane, some of them by considerable majorities.
ihe counties of Santa F6, Rio Arriba and San
SMiguel have gone for Gallegos."

Later from California and th13 Sandwich
Islands.

By the arrival of the Texas we have received
dates from San Francisco to the 1st of October.
The news is of little importance. We gather
from the San Francisco Commercial Advertiser
the following items of intelligence:

The news by the last steamer from Europe
has had the effect of imparting confidence to
our merchants, and a more favorable state of
the markets is anticipated.

Joaquin has turned up again in several
places, but principally on the Monterey road,
between San Juan and Los Angeles.

We have intelligence from the lower country
(San Diego and Los Angeles) to the 2Sd of
September. Everything is quiet there, and the
quality of grapes, pears, melons and other
fruits, coming thence every week, attest to the
tourishing condition of the vineyards and
ranches.

The American whaling bark lHarriet Thomp-
son had arrived at San Francisco with intelli-
gence from the whaling fleet. Two American
ships, the Susan and the Liverpool, had been
lost, but the crews were all saved. Captain
Fordham thought that all further search for
Sir John Franklin was useless On the 15th
of August, he saw one of the ships of the ex-
ploring expedition, supposed to be the Plover.
She was in the Arctic sea, heading north.

The brig Arrow was seized in the harbor Ue
San Francisco on the 80th, and placed Vthe
custody of the U. S. Marshal. She is sup~i~
to have been engaged in a contemplated expedi-
tion to Sonora, and a large number of indivi-
duals are connected with the affair.

There had been more Indian troubles in Sis-
kiyon county, at the extreme northern portion
of California. Several hard fights had taken
place, in which the whites got the best of it.

SANDWICl ULtANDS,.
The news from the Sandwich Islands is to the

80th of August. It possesses more than usual
importance. The Commercial advertiser has
the following lgafitoant piece of intelligence:

We learn from private advoee received in the
city that a vast emigration of Russians, said to
be 12,000 in number, is in preparation for the
Sandwich Islands, under the immediate auspices
of the Emperor. If our information is correct
and we have no reason to doubt its truth, it will
be necasary for the (Government of the United
States to take immediate possession of the Islands
or they will falLinto the hands of some one of
the European powers. It is not probable that
the jealosy of France or England would per-
mit a lussian invasion of the Sandwich islands
under pretenceof eolonization. They will cen-
sejuently anticipate this movement, and in
doing so, ahticipate ourselves.

Benjamin F. Angell was olfcial]y received on
the 23d as Consul of the Unitec States.

The King has refusel to dismiss his ministers,
Judd and Armstrong. although . petition asking
it had been signed by 2•'• Americans and 11,400
natives. The refusal of His Majesty to comply
with this petition has caused much excitement
and ill-feeling.

The Nmws by the Atluatic.
Our New York exchanges of the 17th Instant

contain at great length the details of the news
by the Atlantic. The opinion that war had
been declared appeared to be very generally
adopted. The following highly Important dis-
patch was received at Liverpool on the 4th inst.
by submarine telagraph, and is the latest infor-
mation upon the subject:

VxIExA, Monday Evening, Oct. 3.
The Divan, at the Grand Counail held this

day, resolved upon a declaration of war against
Russia.

Against the advice of the Four Porers, the
Sultan has signed the declaration of war.

Report says that hostilities have rlready be-
gun.

Tile above dispatch was in part ces'veborated
by dispatches received by the Lo non presse.
The London Globe has received Intelligence,
which is well authenticated, that the Sultan
had, on the 27th nult., convoked a gran council
consisting of one hundred and twentyr of the
principal ministers, counsellors, pach as and
others; that the question of peace or rar was
submitted to them by him, and that thb.ey had
decided in favor of the latter alternative, which
goes to show that the main feature of the \ rienna
dispatch may be correct.

It is said that Prince Gortschakoff was mor-
ing troops towards the Danube, and he inte nded
to cross it for the purpose of attacking the
Turkish position at Roustchank.

The conference between the Emperors of Ilus-
sia and Austria at Olmuts had ended, an•i the
Czar has returned to Warsaw, whither the :King
of Prussia has gone to meet him, and the Em-
peror of Austria was to follow. New prolosi-
tions were concerted at the Olmutz meeting, and
particulars were sent to the English Gov,'rn-
ment direct from thence. Stronger hopes tof a
pacific solution were therefore entertained in
diplomatic circles.

A letter from London, (October 4, evenin.g,)
written after the news that the Sultan had de-
clared war against Russia, says:

"A cabinet council is to sit to-day-or, if
not, when all the ministers have reached Lon-
don to-morrow, and the question of active inter-
ference will be discussed. The resignation of
Lord Aberdeen is by no means improbable."

The French Government, notwithstanding
the large advance in breadstuffs in other Eu-
ropean markets. insists on keeping the price of
bread down to 40 dents per kilogramme.

The Moniteur publishes a conventlonbetween
France and MaYico for the payment of all mon-
eys due French subjects.

A Brest paper mentions that under the re"
cent deree lowering the import duty on salted
provisions, large orders had been sent to Cen-
tral America.

MI. Francis Arago, the celebrated French as-
tronomer and politician, is dead.

A royal decree extends the permission to im-
port all sorts of grin into the Two Sicilies duty
free, up to the end of May, 1i-34.

Fnox Bo 'os AYR1e.-The N. Y. Journal of
0 Commerce has received files of the British Packet
e with dates to the 13th of August:

As a consequence of the wanton devastation
of cattle by the "late" rebellion, the Packet
says, thousands of families will be obliged to
abandon their erratic life of herdsmen, and adopt
the pacific life of the husbandman. A great
social change, the editor adds, " forced upon us
by a crude and unsavory means."

Free and unrestricted commerce in corn is
one of the terms which, the Packet says, the
Government is ready to grant to those unfortu-
Snate families.

The new Legislature would be installed on
the 11th September.

In reference to the condition of things in the
Interior Provinces, the P'acket says, the system
of isolation continues as rigorously as during
the recent siege. Rumors were current of a
change of Government in Cordoba, but nothing
definite on the subject was known.

The Constitution promulgated by the Congres.

and sworn to in the interior.

Litter of Secretary nthri to Judge
Bronson, Collector of New York.

WarrsiNTO., October .
Dear Sir : Since the conversation we had up-

en the subject of the unfortunate division in the
I emocratic prty in New York, I feel more and
more cornneed that the present disorganisa-
tion cannot fail to endanger the success of the
principles of the party there, and to prove in-
Jurious elsewhere. But the separation is efi
fectel. A conviction has forced iself on my
mind that, by democrats plegedl to each other
upon a common platform of principles, she I
division could and ought to have been pre-
vented.

You are aware that to the principles of the
Baltimore Convention and the policy intimated i
in the inaugeral address, the President and his-
constitutional alvisers standi pledged before the ;
werll. They have been and are united as one
man pon these principles andthat policy, v d
had reason to believe that all gentlemen whoconsented to accet office under the Adminlntra.
tion stood pledg to the same preiepea and
policy.

As the President undeirtande the prineiplee
avowed as the platform of the party at Dalti-
more, all democrats who joined in upholding
and carrying out the same were entitled to be
recognized as worthy of the confdence of theunited party, and eonsequently eligible to offi-
cial station. That all could not obtain ofhce
was manifest: and that the distribution could
not be exactly equal amongst the different see-tions of the party, was equally certain. Yet

Reply of Judge Bronson,
NEW •ast, October 17, 1853.

Sir: The pressure of official business and
confinement to a sick room have prevented an
earlier answer to your letter of the 8d instant.
