Baltimore Letter.
ODDS AND SENld OF NEWS FROM TH:E MONtMEN-

TAL 'ITY.
-- errespatbent of tt Estratnt.

BALTIonRE, October 19, 1153.
An intense degree of excitement has been oc-

casioned here to-day by the withdrawal of Mr.
Joshua Vansant, the regular democratic nomi-
nee for Congress in the third district. Mr. Van-
sant was nominated almost unanimously in the
district, which is largely democratic, and is op-
posed only by William P. Preston, an independ-
ent or irregular democratic candidate. Such,
however, is the condition of the democratic party
here, split and riven by dissensions, that the
success of Mr. Preston, with the aid he will
secure from the whigs, has been rendered almost
certain, and Mr. Vansant has not the nerve to
meet the defeat he saw before him. This decli-
nation was sudden and entirely unexpected,
and such a hubbub as it has occasioned in the
democratic camp I have never seen excelled.
The managers are beside themselves, and de-
nounce Mr. Vansant is unmeasured terms, as a
betrayer of the trust reposed in him. The war
is a " hard" and "soft" affair on a small scale
-the combatants being those who " did," and
those who " didn't" get office. It is not impro-
boable now that a regular whig candidate may
be nominated in the district and elected. All
these difficulties are improving the chances of
the whig candidates on the State ticket, and if
the party can only be thoroughly aroused and
brought up to the voting point, Maryland will
rejoin the small but honorable minority of whig
States.

The rumoAtndustriously circulated from
I Washington of the intended appointment of Mr.

McLane as Minister to China, may be put down
na all fudge. It reflects, undoubtedly, his
wtishes, but not the intentions of the Adminis-
tration, andi wo. l h, undleniably displeasing to
the great bulk ot'the democratic party in .Mary-
lany, with wh,m Mr McLane is in the worst
possible odor Perhaps, however, that will be
reason with the ('abient for his appointment, as
they have so far dispensed the federal patron-
age in a manner calculated rather to offend
than please the masses.
The prevalence of a malignant form of the

hillious fever among the German emigrant
boardling houses on the Point, has given rise to
exaggerated reports of the existence of yellow
fever here Some ten or fifteen deaths have us-
curred, but the disease is already abating, and
no fear has at any time been entertained of

at an extreme point of depression. Nearly the
satime old Board of Directors have been reelected,
and all hopes of improvement in the working of
the road has been abandoned for the present.
There is, however, an inherent strength in the
position of the road and its geographical advan-
tages that may be relied on for eventually
bringing it out of its difficulties.

The holding of our Mechanics Fair and the
opening of the Exhibition of the State Agricul-
tural Society next week, are attracting the
usual concourse of spectators to our city. Bu-
siness also is brisk, and altogether our little
village is getting along bravely.

Philadelphia Letter.
NATTERS AND THINGS IN PUILADELPlIA.

(errtspaonlntr ot t~, Ertscrnt.
Pll.ADF.rLPHnIA, October 18, 1858.

The triumph of the Legislative Reform ticket
at the late election in this city over loth the
regular democratic and whig tickets, is a potent
remonstrance on the part of the people against
the Fire Department as it at present exists, with
its ever recurring riots and lawless deeds; and
will probably lee ellictual in producing its total
reiirganization; an abandonment of the volun-
teer system, and the substitution of a paid or-
ganization similar to that sustained by lBoston.
This was one of the main questions on which
the contest turned, and the popular assent
givenl to the proposed reform is a cause of con-
gratulation among the lovers of law and order.
So great has been the evils arising from the
present organization, that during the last year
nearly one-third of all our fire companies have
been declared out of service by the Court, and
their houses and apparatus taken possession of
by the State officers. This curative, however,
has proved but partial in its effects Though
deprived of their appartus, these companies still
keep up their organization, and at almost every
fire bring their disputes with some other com-
pany to the arbitrament of a riot. Tile proposed
change will not, however, be brought about
without much opposition, and at the expense of
great ill-feeling.

The La Pi•re House., a new and splendid
hotel, rivaling the St. Nicholas of New York in
magnilicence, though not in size, has been opened
with great eclat, and every prospect of success.
It is situated in the western part of the city-
Broad,near Chestnut-and will compete with the
Girard House for the fashionable patronage.

The project of converting the Girard property,
occupying the block bounded by Eleventh,
Twelfth, and Market and Chestnut street, is still
pressed on the attention of the city authorities,
who hold it in trust as executors of Girard's
Will, and the plan will probably soon be adopted.

Lhiladelphia will probably soon lose the
long squares of market houses that have for
so many years formed one of the distinctive
features of the city. The Committee of the
City Councils, yielding to the demands of busi-
ners, have decided on the remoral of the entire
range of market houses that now occupy High

street from Front to Eighth streets, a fullmile. i
High, or Market street, as it is more familiarly
termed, has become the centre of the business
part of the city, and the bulk of the private
residences are yearly tending away from it.
This makes it inconvenient for our citizens to
attend these markets, and besides, trade de-
mands the street for a railroad which shall
unite the Central railroad with the waters of
the Delaware. The market houses therefore
are doomed. Private market houses, of which
one or two have already been erected, will
supersede the public structures.

The sum of $40,000, necessary to secure the
charter for our new opora house, has been sub-
scribed, and an eligible lot, at the corner of
Locust and Broad streets, selected as the site
of the proposed building. The further amount
of 41. 1,000 has to be subscribed before the
directors are permitted to contract for the
building. Whether this will bhe obtained, and
whether the building can be sustained when
finished, are both problematical. New York
has not yet been able to support an exclusive
opera house, and it may be doubted whether
our quieter and less densely populated city can
The building proposed is to be of magnificent
proportions and capable of accommodating five
thousand persons.

The Rosin. Association here, started and
maintained by pious and philanthropic ladies,
is doing good service in reclaiming the nymphs
of the pave from their immoral lives. Since
its organization, three hundred and six of these
unfortunates have been rescued from lives of
profligacy and restored to respectability aln
usefulness.

Quite a chapter of accidents have occurred
in the city during the past few days. The last
and most shocking occurred on Saturday, and
resulted in the loss of the lives of seven men.
The unfortunate men were laborers in the
employ of the Camden and Amboy Railroad
Company, and had been engaged in clearing
out the dock below the Walnut street landing.
Two scows, loaded with mud, had been made
fast to the stern of the steamboat Washington,
for the purpose of being towed to Camden.
Nine men were in the scows. Just as the
steamboat and the scows reached the channel,
the swell from the former swamped one of the
scows, and it instantly sunk, sucking the other
down with it. Seven of the men sank with the
boats and were seen no more. Only two men,
who acted as captains of the scows, were saved.
They were preserved by clinging to some matter
which remained afloat.

A, colored family residing in Camden, op-
posite this city, came near losing their lives a
few nights sines by their indiscretion. Before
retiring they filled the storve, which is inside
the room in which they slept, with coal, shut
the draught off, and lifted the cover. The con-
sequence was, that in the course of the night
the room became filled with gas, and the entire
family, consisting of five persons, the husband,
wife, and three children, were suffocated and
rendered insensible. They were discovered in
the morning almost lifeless, and although medi-
cal assistance was immediately obtained, it is
feared that the attempt will yet prove to one or
two of them very serious, if not fatal. QUtz.

Things in New York.
The propeller steamer South Carolina, now at

Liverpool, has been sold to a New York house
for 519,000. She is intended for the Amster-
dam trade.

The exiles of the city have taken measures to
form what they call a volunteer legiol, under
command of Major Leonard T. Terzucanowski,
to proceed to Constantinople to offer their servi-
ces to theSBltan in case of war with Russia.

A tragical affair occurred in Lewis street on
Wednesday, the 19th. The wife of Frederict
Offer, keeper of a grooery store, died on Tues-
day night, in consequence, it is alledged, of the
husband putting small doses of arsenic, for a
week past, in her victuals, at each meal; and on
We•nesday morning he put an oen to his own
existence by swallowing a dose of the same
poison.

Philadelphia Items.
Alex. If Gill was, on the 1ltth, convicted of

the seduction of Susan W. Emmons, and sen-
tenced to the penitentiary for two years and six
mouths.

Louisiana Interior,

The Pointe Coup6e Echo of the 22d has the
following :

Since our last the weather has been dry and
clear, with cold nights that are rapidly ripening
the sugar cane. This crop will yield finely this
season if nothing untoward occur before the
end of the rolling season, which may now be re-
garded as fully commenced under the most fa-
vorable circumstances. We are informed that
the cotton crops in the upper part of the parish
is turning out to be much better than was an-
ticipated, and that it may be regarded as an
average one.

The Trinity Advocate says "many intelligent
planters assure us that a light half crop of cot-
ton will be the maximum production, while some
would take one-third of their reasonable expec-
tations when they planted."

A correspondent of the Ouachita Register
writes as follows:

Two days since I returned from the examina-
tion of a neighboring place. The owner plants
seven ha4etred acres, and when cotton is exube-
rant, his force would be able to gather 850 bales,
and this on the last day of June, barring acci-
dents, he surely calculated on. Last year at
tilts time he had housed 130 bales, with some-
what less force than he now has. lie now has
58, and hopes against strong probabilities that
at the end of the season he may raise it to 350.

I know another planter, who has four hun-
dred acres. Within this month the hands went
over the whole place and gathered eight bales.
Last year at this time there wias at least half a
bale to the acre open.

This state of things does not alone exist here,
but as far as I can learn pervades the whole
bottom land region of the two States, with the
exception, perhaps, of some of the sandy lands
of the Ouachita, where, in a good year, from
2,500 to 4,t)00 bales a year are grown.

The Opelousas Courier says :
tOn Saturday last, 15th instant, our Sheriff

proceeded to the execution of the negro-man
Jack, sentenced to death, on Wednesday last,
12tth, for the murder of his master, Mr. Olivier
Latleur.

At twenty minutes belbre 12 o'clock, at., he
was taken out of jail to go to the saaflold, erect-
ed in the yard. The Sheriff invited him to ad-
dress the crowd or some one, if he thought pro-
per, but only a few unintelligible words came
out from his lips. At about 12 o'clock, M., the
justice of men was satisfied.

From all accounts the yellow fever appears to
be very generally abating. The cases are not
of a very malignant type and the number of
deaths are comparatively few.

We copy the following from the Ouachita Re-
gister :
MatI.ANCIOI.- ArCCIDEvr.-Michael Pervis, a

youth of much promise, aged about 12 years,
son of tleorge Pervis, Esq., of New Orleans,and
nephew of C. 1I. Morrison, Esq., of this place,
was killed by the accidental discharge of his
gun on Monday the 10th inst., while hunting on
the plantation of Josiah Mason, on Bayou De
Seiard. The circumstances, as near as we have
learned them, are as follows: He had shot a
duck, and placed his gun (one barrel of which
remained loaded) against a log, while b.e went
after the duck. Upon his return to the log, he
caught hold of the muzzla of his gun ap,4 drew

it towards him, when it fired, the load entering
just below the breast and killing him instantly
It is supposed that the hammer of the gun
caught on the log, which drew it back and caus-
el the explosion..

YELLow FEvan AT ALEXAD~eIJA.-From the
Alexandria Democrat of the b1th inst. we copy
the following melancholy account of the ravages
of the fever in that section:

We are tired of the subject, and wish t to d;•
we could drop it, forever. But this cannot be
done. The epidemic is still sweeping its victims
to the grave; and, if there he any diminution
in the number of cases in this town, the falling
off is to ha attributed solely to the want of sub-
jects. Those attacked have not no good a chance,
for recovery as in the earlier stages of the
scourge, it having become more virulent when
we might reasonably anticipate an abatement.
In the country its ravages are summary and
fearful. The attacks are insidious, and the
progrese exhibits treachery and incertitude that
laughs to scorn the skill of physicians quite as
able as any who ever wrestled with it. We
have lost some of our best citizens within a short
time-Sosthene A. Baillio, Thomas Iltckman,
Willis Bonner, H. M. Neal, James T. Flint.
Eoqrs., and others whose names do not now oc-
cur to us.

These victims who have just paid the debt of
nature were highly respectable citizens, the
heads of families, whose loss will be severely
felt. How many are doomed to follow them to
the land of spirits, time alone can proclaim. We
had a heavy rain , Friday night and Saturday
morning, which we hoped would veer the wind to
the North, and bring about the frost blushes of
winter. The weather since has been warm,
sickening as a marsh nsun. Disease appears to
riot on every breath of air we inhale. We must
have cold weather and a succession of purifying
frosts, before weoan count upon a return of
health.

F•vea AT NArorToivin..+.-From the Natchi-
toches Cronicle, of the 15th, we copy the follow-
ing:
After having been spared for so long a time,

our citizens had become impressed with the idea
that their town would not be visited by the epi-
demic which has made its appearance in almost
every section of the State But their expecta-
tions have been disappointed, and disease and
death are now in our midst.
For the last two weeks the town has been a

constant scene of death and dying. The nod-
ding plumes of the hearse bow at almost every
turn, and points the way to that narrow home,
where alone disease no more attacks. Those of
our citizens who have escaped the fever, are
pretty well worn out and exhausted with watch-
ing and attendance upon the sick.
An association for the purpose of nursing the

sick has been organized, and has done and is
doing much good.

YEL.LOW FzvIe AT SDELM.--The. Sentinel
of the 19th gives the following sombre picture
of the state of things at Selma:

Never since the existenee of Selma has the
place presented so gloomy an aspect as it has
since last Saturday morning. After the report
was put in circulation of the two deaths by
yellow fever on Friday morning, during that
day and the following, we have never witnessed,
and we hardly presume any one else ever wit-
nessed, such a scene of terror and consterna-
tion.

By 12 o'clock on Fridtay, every vehicle of ev-
ery description, herse, mule, oxen, and we have
understood ene fellow hitched in his milch cow,
(through mistake of course) was in requisition
for the purpose of getting out of town. Parts
of families would go, frightened within an inch
and a quarter of their life, while other portions
of the same family could not get away. Per-
sons living in the country who had negroes
hired is town came locking in like caravans,
demanding the delivery of their servants, and
in some instan•ee forcing them off, leaving fam-
ilies destitute of servate to cook and wait upon
them. Ose general pani was weated in a fe~
hours, and scenes of terror were depicted in ev-
ery direction. This state of affairs continued
until literally " every body and his wife "' and
children too had made some arrangements to
get out of town to some place, no one or them-
selves knew where.

1ur town now presents a most solemn gloom.
The place is completely desolated. Dwelling
houses are closed everywhere; stores and places
of business, in many instances, areshut up, and
but few persons are met with on the streets no
one from the country is to be seen, business is
at a stand-still, occasionally a funeral proces-
sion is seen passing through the streets, convey-
ing to its last resting'place on earth, the re-
mains of some unfortunate victim.

Those that have remained and are enjoying
full health are not sufficient to give the sick that
attention they absolutely require, and we are
apprehensive that numbers of the persons that
are sick will die for the want of care and atten-
tion. The sick that are here want aid-not
pecuniarily, hut some one to nurse and give at-
tention.
In several instances we learn that families

that had negroes hired to do housework have
been deprived of their servants, are e:ek and
unable to wait upon one another. These are
the classes of families that are now suffering
most, and ought to be looked after by the be-
nevolent.

There can be no spot upon the face of the
earth more exempt from sickness of any kind
than our town is now. We believe it to be lit-
erally a fact that not a single case of sickness
exists within its limits.

TImE FEVER Atr MoST;sitoiy.-T'here have
been six interments during the last three days
-four of fever--heing an average of two a day;
none on Friday, and two on Saturday. We hear
of several eases of fever still lingering--some
of which are considered dangerous, and some
convalescing. [Montgomery Journal. 24th.

Toe FVEnR AT DEMIPIooii., AI.AtAIo.-The
Eutaw Whig of the 20th publishes several letters
from Demopolis, which represent the fever to be
increasing. The epidemic was fatal to about
one-third of the whites that were attacked.
Nearly one hundred cases had occurred. There
was little hope for its cessation until frost comos.
