THEP WAR OF JURISDICTION.
A meet etertainag controvertyAas sgrung

up lately W as Second and ourh Dis-
triet mu inrviig a oaonlat of juriedlietion,
and that hereafter give r1e to no little
conusien and difficulty.

The Judge of the Fourth District Court hav-
ing allowed a suspension-appnl from i judg-
mentdiesolving an injunction previously granted
against ertain members of the Board of Assist-
ant Aldermen, on the ground that the injunc-
tion war wrongfully sued out, the defendants
resolved to set in the matter in Committee of
the Whole, as though no injunction was pending.
Thereupon the defendants were ruled for con-
tempt in disobeying the injunction, and'everal
of them, a conviction, were entenced to twenty-
four hours imprisoment. The Judge of the See-
ond Distriet Court, having concurrent but not
appellate jurisdiction in respect to the Fourth
District Court, issued a writ of habeas corpus
at the Instance of defendants, and discharged
them from custody on the ground that the oon-
tempt committed, if any, was a contempt of the
authority of the Sepreme ourt, in which Court
the ijeunction was pending on appeal.

Assuming, for the purposes of argument, that
the injunction had passed from the jurisdiction
of the Fourth District Court, and admitting
(which is denied) that the Second District Court
has a right to supervise the decisions of the
Fourth Court, the judgment of the Second
Court has the sanction of the highest authority.

The power of a Court to punish for contempt,
is one necessarily inherent, as noeessary to its
existuene as a Court. It is a power subject to
no control whatever from any other Court,
whether of concurrent or appellate jurledic-
tion; beoause no Court could preserve its own
precincts from the invasions of disorderly per-

seons, or iteown mandates and officers from con-
temptueus interference, unless this power was
exclusive, and free from any right of revision,
even by tie Supreeee Court of the State.

Thi s has been the law of England and of this
country from the foundation of our Govern-
ment. The power to commit for contempt be-
lengs to every Court of competent jurisdiction,
as well as to every legislative body. What is
or not a contempt, is for their decision, and is
lnas. This matter is clearly decided by the

Supreme Court of the United States in the case
of Kearney, 7 Wheaton p. 88, in which Judge
Story, in support of this doctrine, quotes the
Ianguage of Justice Blackstone, vis.: ,, All
Courts, by which I mean to include both Houses
of Parliament and the Courts of Westminster
Hall, can have no control over them in matters
of contem•pt. The sole abjudieatien for con-
tempt, and the punishment thereof, belong ex-
elusisely and without interference to each
respective Court. Infinite confusion and dis-
order would follow, if courts could, by writs of
habeas corpus, examine and determine the
emieupts of others"

Judge Story says, in the case of Kearney,
"When a Court commits a party for contempt,
their ae0rldoation is a conviction, and their
eommli*sat is an exeeution.

Amauling the law as laid down to be incon-
trovertible, several questions are forced on our
condderatio.

If by the appeal taken to the Supreme Court
the injunction had passed from the control of
the Fourth District Court, the coatpmpt com-
mitted was solely against the authority of the 1
appellate Court, and the Judge of the Fourth e

District Court had no right to Imprison the de. t
fendants therefor. If the case had not passed b
t the appellate urisdiction, we would be forced I

io the contrary ecolusion, to-wit: that the e'
judgment of the Court of the first instance was I
orrect. But in either event we cannot perceive Ii
how the Judge of the Second District Court g
can be juetifed, although his decision was w
strictly in conformity to law and to adjudged H
eaes. The Seond and Fourth District Courts ri
are of concurrent jurisdiction, and there is no v
law giving either the power to revise the deci- i'
sions of the other. The Becond District Court I
has no appellate jurisdiction with respect to the I
Fourth. Such being the law and the facts, we
are at a leo to conceive on what grounds the
Judge of the Second District Court proceeded.
Let the sevans decide it.

THE COURIER OXN MR. DU•BBAR.
