THE POLICE BOARD. v

The Act of the Legislature, at its last session, 
h

constituting the Mayor nsud four Recordera of
the City of New Orleans a Police Board, with
certain defined powers, is one of the most odious, o
tyrannical and anti-republican measures that o
vas ever foreed upon a comminity. a

The dcircumstances under whioh it was cou- p
ceived, the time at which it was pasesed, and Il
the motives which prompted it, command our t
consideratioi. That the design of it was, by c
conoentrating patronage in four demooratio Re-
cordero, to give an undue influence to the Police,
so as to control our city elections, and to take d

that power out of the hands of the people at i
large, we will endeavor to show. To secure a

democratie asoendeucy in this city throighont
ail time was, doubtiess, the design of the demo- E

cratio legislators bho framed this odious law. t

A more perfeet adaptation of unfair means to t

an anti-.republiean and oppressive end, could c

not have been conuceived by the moest determined i
absolautiste. i

We will give some of the provisions of the law 1

creating this Police Board, and our reeders may c
judge from itf fatures what the effects are it 5
will hbe Ikly to produce, and in what manner c

it will influence the right of the people to elect c

their own publie serrants and their own rules. E
And fret, in order to prove it to have been a s

locofoeo measure, designed for forwarding po. 
I

litical objecte, we need only to show at wiat
time the law was paesed.

A draft of a somewhat similar law was drawn
up in the early part of the session, embracing
certain liberal provisions, which were to be re- -
tained or expunged, according as the then ap- 1
proaching city election should result in the suc-
cese of the whigs or of the democrats. If the
whigs should hbe successful, the liberal provisions
were to hbe retained; if otherwise, they werc toi
be expunged and replaced by the odious features
which now characterize it. At any rate it was
determined that the aotahouldnotbecomc a law 1
until the city election was over, and it was not
passed until after the ocr.rreuce of that event.

The city elections came on, and the result
was that a whig Mayor was elected and four
locofoco Recorders. The concern now of the
framers of the law, was how to take ail power
out of the hands of the whig Mayor, and to
place it in the four democratie Recorders. The
thing was well conceived and admirably ex-
ecuted. The law was passed and its chief fea-
tures are as follows:

The Mayor, " together withi the Recorders of
the city of New Orleans, shall hbe, and compose
a Police Board, a majority of whom shall aset,
and who Bhall make and conflrm ail Police ap-
pointments, to wit : the Chief of Police; the
Wardens, Underwardens and employees of the
Work-house; the Superintendent, Wardens or
Keepers and employees of the City. Prison,
House of Refuge, and Keepers or Commisaries
of the Markets, and ail other officers now nomi-
Snated and appointed by the Mayor, and con-
firmed or appointed by the Common Council!"

By the act of the Legislature, ail the power
and patronage which had heretofore bcen lodged
in the Mayor was taken from him, and by one
sweeping clause transferred to the Recorders, to
hbe by them useWd for base and solieh ends, and

- for the purpose of controlling ail sucoeeding
elections. It will be seen that a majority of
this Board are empowered to astindependently,
and that the four Recorders, being ali demo-

1 orats, can outrote the Mayor; thus being in-
veeted with absolute power, and the Chief Magia-
' trate of the city bing thereby converted into a

, more pupput, without eitherinflmence or weight

t in the management of municipal affaire.
By this law it will be "ee that the Police

Sforce and other city subordinates, numbering
in ail about six hundred men, are made abso-
lutely dependant on the Recordera for the places
which they hold. The Recordera may suspend

Sor remeoe them " for cause;" and it in not to be

s Bupposed that any cause, however frivolous,
arged against a policeman by a Recorder, will

Sbe strictly scauaned by hie oslleagues, who are
Sequally intereated in sustaining each other, the

botter to carry out their individual purpoces.
' Formerly the Common Council, freh from the

people, and represunting the public wish, had
the power to rejeut or conirm thee appointees
of the Police, ad& under this state of the law
there was some probability that men would bc

Sselected as public servante who would be ac-
ceptable to the people. This odious law took
Sthe power of confirming them fiem the people's

representativeo, and placed it in the handsof a
seleet few, to hbe used for private or pelitical
ends. The Mayor, who now by a strained fiS-
tion of the law is th. head of the Police, has
no voice in the appointment of the men compos-
ing it; nor can he oven dismiss a refractory or
unfaithful offioer for cause. In order to do so
ho must have the coacurrent votes of at leaset
two of the.Recorders, who, being of op te
politics, will not be likely to aid him in ridding
the oity of an unworthy offiowr, whose vote
may bh made available by that party to which
the msjority of the Board of Polio. may belong.

There il another feature in the law sufficilent
to coudemn it in the estimation of every lover
of fair play. Should it become necesary for a
citizen to prosecute a member of the Police for
malfeaanoce, he may ask in vain for justice.
The Police Board has the power to decide on ail
grievanoes, of and against the Police, finally
and without appeal. The Police being the crea-
' tures of the Recorder, and th Recordera de-
pending on th. Police for the perpetuation of
their power, It la Dot probable that a oitizen
oan obtain justice before a body having suhb a

1i great interet ia rendering to their supportersI aid aud oomfrt.
i buch a law, conoentrating such a gigantic'

power in th. hands of a small >ody of men,
who may asd doubtlese do use it for

of corruptiom. bould call down from the oom-
munity a Cry of diapprobation against that

party uundr whose rulaie it was ftsatened upon us.
The object of the democratio Legislature in

paseing the law wuas, by meanu of the patronage
et the commaad of the Police Board, to make it

a political engine for the controlling 6f city

elections. With six hundred men, holding their

offices by auffrance, and compelled to do the
bidding of their masters, it uight vell have

bina predicted by this corrupt Legielature that
the objects of the law would be fully carried out.

But the subject grows upon as and in withal
so full 6f matter provocative of indignant com-

ment, that we cannmot dispose of it ain the limits

of a single article.
Seeing that the luat demoorsle Legislature

bas folMted upon ns a lav so utterly odious and

tyrannimeal, it becorg the comunmity to misit
upon the candidates of that party, now seeking
to become law-makers, their indignant repre-
hension. Let them elect legislators who will
repeal a law ao subversive of public rights, and

who will not make ase of their high mission for

party purposes!
