& lbefore them were. The "Young America" of
today, mset, aooording to itself, be the "Old
loyis*m" of to-morrow. How is it "'to stop ?
Bow not propagate a newer and therefore wiser
Yoong America? What new secret of rejuve.
neessece has it discovered? Does it propose to
stop at itself that amasing "march of mind"
whitek l at legely promise? Unless this can
be sgled, Yonag America itself must be obso.
ite forthwith; and if every thing is to be

o breghtto astand, in order that Young Am ri-
se may eetinse wise, what is to become of that
mighty afair,that supreme object, " the Pro-
geese ? Oh, paltry theory! Oh, lack-brain
system! In all the multitudinous annals of
hesag eademeihpest was ever as trashy as

ea? If all the conjoint tanners of the earth
were to collect their commodity and mould it
into eae broad round mass, it would be a leather
medal quite too small to be presented to Judge
Douglasia honor of his invention !

Our hastier readers may, perhaps, have be-
galto ask themselves if this is not a deviation
-em Literatare into Politics ? We answer, not
at all. We are fallen into a Young America of

Lotters They proceed upon the same grand
ideas both weald abolish the Past: and wisely
tom,we grant, asto themselves. For who could
believe in their politics or read their books, that
knew of any other ? Besides, he who would un-
derstad in its esaues and in its truth either
the Plltico r the Literature of a country or of
an Age must study them as not only intimately
connected, but as largely one. For both are but
expresmions, under different forms, of the same
thing-the being, the mind, the soul of the coun-
try that produces them; and the Letters of a
land will always be found to be a eflection
hom its greater shape of existence, the political.
If any body wants tosesa barbarous literature,
he has only to look for a people who have a bar-
baran civilpolicy. Their ideasof how they are
to divert and how they are to govern themselves
will be found just upon a lev1l. There never
has existed any literary excellence apart from
social soundness. If, ther• fore, you would raise
the genius of either your own country's Letters
or Government, apply yourself to elevating its
morals and its religion. Treatises on Rhetoric
or Statesmanship will never do it. Letters
like Liberty come from the heart more than the
heed. Base souls are capable of neither. Sla-
visah souls rill make for themselves a servile, a
licenttous people a depraved literature. Books
are but imnages of the men who write them and
of the men for whom they are written. They
will be Jacobinioal in a . acobinical age. Let
any one, therefore, who wants Locofocoisem to
govern us coaesider how he would like it to make
our literature ? But we will return to our more
immediate subject, this book "' Pynnshurst."

It is decidedly a clever andl a pleasant one,
on which we are sorry not to have earlier fallen
But we are awkward critics snl never in our
lives were able to give any body half so goo 1 an
idea of an author as by letting bim do it for
himself. If he is wise, he cas best show it: if
he is a dunce, he always knows how to convince
you of that, if nothing else. We will, then,
pluck out a passage from Pynnshurst. It is a
little tale. He has many such. This is toll
him at Havre, by an old French barber, on
whom he stumbles.

o crime of Ingratitude, the blackest of all. How-
