nMd•rrast ln their Government. Yet what
is more to be distrusted For, in the first
pla•e.these eaa never, In a popular government
like oars, be ahy just occasion for large reforms,
exeept out of preelsely the causes which leave
it hardly possible that a real reform will be ef-
.ited. For when, under such a Government,
there have come to prevail wide and flagraot
corruptions, how oan this be but because the
people ha• for a series of years, preferred bad
maen to good: that is, the people have chosen to
at badly and foolishly themselves. Now, when
they have been habitually doing this, with their
eyes open, merely to indulge their party or
their mob passions, where's the likelihood but
that they will continue to do the same thing ?

Ina demooracy, the Government must of neo
arelty be a complete refleotion and represeu-
tatioa of the deliberate public taste and will of
those who elect its agents. If, then, the represen-
tative is bad or foolish, hoew can he be so, but be-

ause a knave or a fool is most to the popular
liking, and therefore will continue to be so ?

Your reforms, then, can only be accomplished
by good men: and to get these, you must go
back farther sad begin by reforming the pub-
lie m•d.

For these reasons, looking on, in New York, a
year ago, when the present movement of City
Reform, that bh.. uow ended in the " glorious
victory," began, we viewed it, certainly, with a
strong oonviction of its needfulness, but with a
melancholy pere•asion, that it would probably
fail in the hands of those to whom it would he
entrusted, or that, if rightfully made, it would
speedily fall back into the old practices and
have to be re-reformed. In truth, the very city
government which they are now reforming, is
itself a reform of not many years' standing.
Demagogues, who had no other recommendation
but that to the popular affection, had gotten
posesemion of the old government; they have
now got possession of the present government;
they will get possession of any future one. ln
a word, there has been and there will be no real
change until the people itself shall correct its
own follies, refuse to obey its own passions
When it shall have done this, it will get a true re
forma until it shall do this, it will have a gov-
ernment no better than itself. Indeed, what
right hs it to expect that ? elow is a govern-
ment bound to be any better than those over
whom it is set, and who, if they have not cre-
ated It, can change it at their pleasure? Let
the people, then, in this country at least, be
told the truth and learn that they themselves
are reponsible for all that they lay upon others.
They mast get wise and good, if they want to
be well-governed. If they pre not wise and
