Baden-Baden.

After locating ourselves in the Hotel d'An- I
gleterre, we went forth in tle cool of the even- Ig
ting to see Baden-Baden. i1111 and vale. pal:ce
and cottage. splendor and poverty are rmixe up
together. So steep are some ot the streets as to
render them difficult of ascent on foot. A dense
fLrest skirts the town, netted by beautiful
walks, which adds greatly to the attractions ,,
the place tOpposite to our hotel, and in the
background of a large green, rose the 'tonver-sation Hlouse, devoted to the various purposes
,I haii, card partie , eating, drinking, smoking
awl gtambling Antd we saw men nild wotmen
eng.tged in these pursuits• even to the smoking
and gambling '! Very large trees throw a
dense hatle over the part of the green in front
of the house, and huulreds were sittiagieneath
them, of all ages aui L1 exe, sipping wine, toffee,
and ire. in great glee, anl apparently very
happy.

But the lbee which mlat attracted our at-
tention here was the famous gatobling room, of
which we hol heard much, and whicii we re-
solved to see for ourselves

This room is connectel witit the Conversation
ilouse, and is finely frescoed and lurnIL-ed.
There are no green blinds or curtains to conceal
pier-u- from view. It is on the first floor.l, beau-
titully lighted, and expo-ed to public view. It
is open to all--all may enter it, but all save
thiso who venture are fot idden to take seat-.
We stood at ieast an hour to witness the opera-
tion, atld to s.udy human nature. Piles of gll
:,nd silver lay on the table, and by the elbows
of a man called "t the banker."

A mrachinle was th'ere, which wa\ turned rap-
idly round, out of wneil a small :ll slloon drip-
pc I upon a boirt hbelow, which was squared :
:hose e lu:tres were vsariusly culorel and nutu-
hired. An t A would seetm that whether thii
player woo or lost was doterminedt by the square
and tile number in which tile ball reposlt As
I di.d not underctand the game, I cotimencci i
reading the gaimblirs. The '" banker" uttered
not one syllable during the time I stood there
lie twatched the ball, and, as he wov or lost,
threw out or raked in. tile gold or silver. There
was no convers ition above a whisper oanounl,
the table. There was no appeal-no scoldintg.
IOne maln threw down a Napoleon : he loot it-
then two-then three-then five: lie lost thetmtall, ant iretirel obviouily disappointei;l but not
a word ,lil he utter. .n old man threw ,dowun
five gold pieces: he lt-i them, andl retired. A
man in mid life with jaunty air threw down
tltee lpiece.s: the bankerpail over: three more
he won again and again lie retired with cheer-
ful countenance : and, as he retired, the leaden
eye of the banker tell upon him; but not a
word was uttered. Some women were seatel at
the table, with all the soul they had, both ~s to I
quality and quantity, in the game; but they
did not play during our stay there. That they
do play is notorious, and eome of them even stake
their virtue when their mtoney is gone! But
such must have lost their virtue beft're their
money. The winner of such virtue gains a
very doubtful prize.

This was such a sight as 1 had never previ-
ously witnessed. That cold-bloodedl banker,schooled in crime and in the att of neceptton,
watching fur victims os a spider for tlics-passion
rising andl filling in his lace as he won or lost.
and as quietly as mercury in the thermoometer:
those victims throwming down their mon.ey in
hole, losing it, and going away in despair;
thloe women, with fingers sparkling with jew-
els, witnessing anul abetting the whole. U. it 1
have even -cer fiends in human form. 1 believe
it was roundl that swindling Mlachllnein Haden.
laiden And this gambling house belongs to
tile I)ke of Ilade-n. who ela.,II aii mionUoj.ply inl
gambling., aul wlh i ftriis his hiouvpoly to :

company in Paris at anl etolrmus yea:rly rent!
Itow humiliating, that such rubbers and black-
legs should rank :laolag princs ! This is a town
beautiful for situation, but its moral atmnosphere
is contamlinating.

The hot springs of Baden form iits great at-
traction anil curiosity. The inil-il -pting isauces
rioml the side of tile moiountin, which rises over
the town, andt which is surulll-,ntto'c by the pal-
:ee of the reigning duke. Over this spring is
erectel a large buihutig. in which is a Ltrge
ibaoint the tle reception oft the wa:ter. wlhose heat
as it isues from thie rok is 154 dI,'grees. The
rteam that rises trola it is conveyed into apart-

nlllts fir steal baths. wherllue it is rolle I to tile
requirer l "int. 'rmi thii reservir it is con-
veyed inl pipec- iver tlhe whlle townl, and at c ery
'arner you .-c tlhe pouple drawin_ hlit water
Indeed, it is onveyed acros tlhe river that flows
through the town to a line builJing, called the
iDrink-hall, where people resvort tir tle taters
In the morning. as they do in .arLtogi to theo t
Congress Spring, tandl where it retains undimin-
ished its hea:t and virtues.

T le use of the-e waters is regulated by law,
an-l none are permtitte-d to bathe in them with-
out an order from a tphysician. Unless the sys-
tem is in a state to require them. bathing in
thenl is "re-atlv injurious. A single bath gave -
to a travelingl tind ait pair of black eyes, front
I which Ie did not recover for weeks. One cup
a at the Itrink-hIall fully satisfied us. The water

taste.

1b e made a morning call at the new castle of
the duke, whicl surmounts the hill, and were
shouwn through all its apartments.

When condemned, they were com
manded to kiss an image of the Virgin in the I
apartment: in the movement they touched
springs which caused her to embrace them, and
in the embrace to pierce them through and
through with daggers. Then a trap waseprung
beneath their feet, which let their body fall
upon a wheel armed with knives, which was
kept in constant revolution by a stream of
water: by those knives they were cut into
pieces, and the mutilated fragments fell into the
stream below.

And there we were, receiving this awful nar-
rat.re in the very apartment where these atro-
cities were committed in the nameofjustice and
religion, with the tunnel above us through which
the holy inquisitors descended, and with the
tunnel leneath us through which the bodies of
their victims were let down f,r mutilation, so a-
to be beyond the reach of recognizance! For a
moment our bl•o. ran col-d, and we were filled
with horror! Oh! if those stone seats, and those
walls of solid rock could speak-if the injune-
tion of perpetual secrecy were removed by IHim
who upheaved the mountain, what awfulnarra-
tives they would give of the scenes of treachery,
hatred, and blood there perpetrated in the name
of God and religion ! What wailings were there
uttered under the tortures enjoined by priests!

The stone door swung open, and we groped
our way through a labyr•nth of chambers and
passages, dark as midnight, into the open air
We all breathed easier, and a feeling of fear gave
way to one of security. We were soon after on
the railway for Frankfort-an-the.Maine. deeply
impressed with the iutty and wickednes ,of
Baden-Bladen, an 1 thankful that its days of feu-
