The etablishment of a Savings Bank, by
opening a safe repsiteory for the small gains of
the industrious clases, would arrest many of

the great evils to which those claes are sub-
ject. It would prevent extravagance and im-
providence by transferring from the possessions
of the masses their mall earnings to a place of
security and profit; and it would prevent dissi-
pation by taking from the thoughtless, in their
moments of reflection, the meansof its ready in-
dulgence. There are thousands inthis city who
are able to spare from their superfluity small
sums, which in the course of time would lay the
foundation for fortunes. These small gains they
spend in dissipation, and are thereby rendered
pests instead of useful members of society. A
Sarings Bank, while it would improve the mor-
als of the many, would add to the general
wealth. The earnings of the laboring classes,
instead of being squsadered in greg-shope and
brothels, would be husbanded for investment in
real property, thus improving the condition of a
the depositor and creating an independent class
of property owners, interested in the welfare of
the city and permanently attached to the soil
In the present state of things, all the extra t
earnings of the poor go to the support of coffee-
houses and sinks of iniquity, and while there is
no prosperity among this particular class, they
are constantly fattening the cemeteries or peo-
pling the fellons' cells. Misery and degreda- s
tion flow from one state of things, while from the
other would arise virtue, happiness and general m
prosperity.

There is a way to establish such institutions ti
and to bring about the wished for results. Let
those philanthopists who have the good of the v
masses at heart undertake some such scheme,
and thereby prevent much of the misery they tc
are now called upon to cure. Let such a me a-
ore be headed by men whom standing in society tt
and the purity of whose past lives would be a J
guarantee of their good faith, and a confidence in
the experiment would at once be established
that would procure for it all the advantages ,t
which we have set forth. The neccesities of t
our vrat population require some such institu-
