On Saturday last a gallant compsay asm bled at Al-

gler, In eompliawme with an invitation fom the SIperl-
tendent, to participate in the fetMvitias attending the
opening of the NewOriae& Opelouss and Onre Western
Railroed. The gucst, numbering about two hundred
emprled members of the city press, presidents of the
dilefmetralroads, members of the Legislature and of the
City Connell, citiensa gnerally and disting•lahed stran-
ger. Among the number we oblerved the commanding
figure of the Meidoan General Robles, of ea-Chief Justice
George utiet, enemral John L. Lewis, and that Nestor of
the bar, Co John It. Grymee, tgether with other notable
Aaues not Ia dlltinguiebed for their talents than for
their important public crvnie.
At a few mlante after Ito'olock the company left the

foot of Cal street on a ferry boat provided for the nerr.
aloe, arenaded by a bren band, and arrived at the depot
at Algiers. There a few minutr leiure wa ofered to
examine the extensive buildings of the Company, which
are ld out on a gnd Meal. The depot ie spa plous
buelding and I laid of with a view to a very large bmi-
nao.

At a few minutm after 12 o'clock the order of "all
aboard" was given sad the train moved of The natioeal
flag was hoirted, and the band struck up "The Star.
spangled Baonor, to the great delight of the Algerlaees.
As the looomotive wu plaerd on the track revrerd. and
was only guided by its liange. the engineer did not think
it advisable to move t a very rapid rate. The distante.
however, of seventeen miles was asoomplished in about
foroy-five minute, including stoppage. On the way the
train stopped at the little tows of Gretna. where there is
depetstablished. Along the irst two miles of the road.
ad a blfmile back from the river, the land ileow and
marnby. Beyond Oretna the ragion of plantations com-

ducts of whihb daily supply the city markets. The green
and loxurnt apparanoce of the cane fiehlds. tretchlog
away to magnifient dlt-ane, afforded a pletsant relief
to the eye of the long peat up denizen of the town Spa.
eioes and commodliou dwelling houses dot the river shore
in front of all the plantations, and thee are flanked with
the white cottages of the black laborers, and vurr,uoded
with orange groves, covered with a pr'.fosin of ripe and
delicious fruit To the right of the road and some tea
miles sabve the city Is the Dotraban plantation, with its
mag•ldfient mansLon, eoltructed in the Golthic style. with
toew and turret. reembling those straog trueltur,,
of feudal times we read of in black letter volumen.ond
conjuring up odd fanolcies of mailed warriors, ladies on
white pslfres, troubddours Jingltiug love fanocies to ntll.-
Imtal miera, of eroscbows twanging from the cartl
hep, and of bood and wounds. From thescenes of cul.
tunre the thundering train pamsd rapidly to the reglon
of swamps, where the cyprss hangs its slemn drapery of
mes ; sud then agln into broad patoehn of marsh, ten-
