The new relations which will be produced between our
Government and the Emperor, that is to be. wilt reoelve
a certain degree of nnavoidable complication from this
rather extraordinary event. for Santa Anna is alredy re.
gerded with any thing but populhr favor in this coutry ;
and as we have Gaovernmnt'that is guided by the popu.
lar feeling, we are likely enough to be embroiled in our
diplomatic rehttions with Mexico by this unpopular pre-
