The Libraries of Pare.

From the introduction of Christianity into France to
the time of St. Louis the few books existing in the King-
dom belonged to the numerous convents which had been
succetssively eetablished, and were confined to copies of
the Bible, treatises of the fathers' eanons, missals, and a
few Greek and Latin authors. St. Louis caused copies to
be made of all theme manuscripts, and had them all ar-
ranged in a room by themselves. This collection the
King bequeathed to several monasteries. From his reign
down to that of John, no such thing as a royallibrary was
in existence, for the whole collection of the last named
monarch did not, we are assured, exceed eight or ten
volumes. Yet. I suppose these we read and re-read till
the worthy sueesesors of Charlemagne had thrown, as
Frenchmen say, "au 6 ut dsoighs." Charles V, who
succeeded John, and who was quite a patron of literature,
kept a corps o scribes constantly at work copying and
translating; and he thus, before his death, had accumula-
ted a library of nearly one thousand volumes. This was
deposited in a tower of the Louvre salled the Tour de la
Librarie, and consisted of illuminated prayer-books and
other religious works, legends of miraslee, lives of Saints,
etc. Literary persons had at all times the liberty of con-
sulting this library, and, to save their eyes and otherwise
aid them in their studies, we are positively arured that
a silver lamp was kept burning night and (probably) day
at the expense of the Crown. This collection was partly
dispersed under the reign of Charles VI, and the remain
der was purchased by the Duke of Bedford for 1200 francs
and sent to England. This remainder mst have been
very insignificant it point of numbers, or in intrisie
value, though the franc of that day was worth much
more than its modern representative. But what would
good King Charles have said could he have looked ahead
a few hundred years and glanced at a few statistics of the
book-trade in the aineteenth century-could he have
mad. for instonoe, as he sat sipping his tea and glancing
over his morning paper, some such faut as this, which I
lately saw recorded in an English Journal : Mr. Wiffen,
the translator of Tamao, has been for a long time industri-
ouely engaged in examining the family papers of the
noble house of Rutsel, and has just completed a history of
the said family, which is a curiosity to its way. Each
member of the family has been painted by Harding. The
paintings were then engraved, and the proof-shees, to-
gether with the letter-prees, have been collected in a large
folio volume to be deposited in the library at Woburn
Abbey. No other copy of the wrk wiU ever be published, and
the expense of this one is 3,000 guineas. Louis XI. collect-
ed t e bookt scattered through the various royal palaces.
to which he added several other collections; and. printing
having been invented in his reign, he purchased copies of
all the books that were published. The Princes John
and Charles d'Angouleme, upon their return from Eng-
landafter a captivity of twenty-fire years, founded two
libraries-the one at Blots, the other at Eogouleme, con-
sisting of books collected during their residence in Eng-
land, including most of these carried off by the Duke of
Bedford. Charles VIII, in 1495, added to these cellec-
tions the books he had brought irom Naples after the
conquest of that kingdom. Louis XII. had the good
fortune to obtain Petraseh's collection, and also the li-
braries of the Sporra and Viscenti from Pavia. In 1554,
Francis 1. had the whole removed to Fontaineblean, and
the catalogue of that date gives us the total of the collec-
tion-1890 volumes-amongst which were 900 printed
volumes, and about 40 Greek manuscripts brought from
Naples. This monarch added greatly to the royal library
and first began the formation of its celebrated Cabinet of
Medal,. aenry II.. perhaps, promoted more the interests
of the royal library than any ef his predecessors by deorea-
ing that a bound copy on vellum of every book printed
should be deposited therein. It is well known that a
similar law is in force in Franc at the present day. It
is without question an admirable method of collepting in
course of time a large nationalcollection of works In every
department of literature: for the tax on the author or
publisher is merely nominal ; but if a careeni muter hand
could be employ, d in winnowing the chaff from the
wheat, the interests of letters would not, I opine, suffer
very materially. In 1514. the confscation of the effects
of the Constable of Bourbon added considerably to the
value of the Bibleotheque Royale. but it suffered greatly
from the spoliations of the Lig~eurs, who carried off some
of the most valuable manuscripts. Catherine de Medicis
bequeathed to the Royal Libeary a collection of medals
and manuscripts which she had brought from Florence.

In 1594 lienry IV. ordered the library to be transferred
from Fontainebleau to Paris. and placed in the College de
Clermont, now the Collige de Louis le Grand. which was
left unoccupied by the Jesuits who had recently been ex-
pelled from France. Under Louis XIII. the library was
enriched by many valuable collections: and removed to a
spacious house in the Rue de Ia lHarps; it then consisted
of about 17000 ireolmes of manuscripts and printed works

During the reign of Louis XIV. and the administration
of Colbert and Louvois the treasures of the library were
enriched beyond anything previously known, and it was
then for the fret time thrown open to the public. The
extensive collection, daily augmenting by presents, pur-

chases, etc., were found to contain at the death of Louis
XIV. in 1715 more than 70.000 volumes. On the failure
of Louie's great financial scheme in 1721, the IIotel de
Vevers where his bank was established being left unoccu-

pied, the regent determined to transfer the royal library
to it, and there it has remained ever since, the buildings
of the Hotel de Mazarin having been annexed to it upon
tberemoval of the Treasury in 1829 to the Rue de Rivoli.
Under Louis XV. the collection was greatly augmented,
the number of printed volumes at his death being more
than 100.U00. Upon the suppression of the monasteries
at the revolution, all the manuPcripts and printed
volumes belonging to them were deposited in the library,
which took the title of Biblioth•que Nationals. During the
Consulate and Empire it was enriched by treasures from
the Vatican and other famous libraries of Europe. The
occupation of Paris by the allied armies in 1815 eaused
the greater part of these to be restored and the library,
then ealled Bibliothiu,,e lmpreiale, resumed its title of
Bibliothique du Roi. An annual grant is made by the
government forthe purchase of books, manuscripts, maps,
engravings and antiquities. The building itself is desti-
tute of all external ornament, presenting little more to
the street than a dead wall. Its length is about 530 feet t
the interior is occupied by a court 300 feet in length by 90
in breadth, surrounded by buildings presenting two styles
of architecture, one that of the ancient Intel de Nevers,
the other of more modern date. The Bibiiotbi•quoe Royale
is divided into five distinct sections: 1. The library of
printed works; 2. The manuscripts; I. Medals, antique
gems etc.; 4. engravings; 5. antique marbles. On the
first floor commences tile public suite of the library. In
the frst room is the model inbrouned plaster of Iloudon's
admirable statue of Voltaire, which ornaments the veti-
bule of the Theatre Franuail. Tile second contains a
series of specimens of ancient ornamental book-bindings
In the third are displayed specimens of printing from its
invention down to the present day; among these, and
the most curious, are an apocalypse printed from solid
blocks of wood, with colored cuts; a folio bible printed by
Guttemburgh, and a psalter printed at Ments by Faust
and Schaeffer, the frst printed book bearing a date.
Passing to the transverse gallery, you will notice two
models in porcelain brought from Canton and presented
to Louis XIV. They represent the celebrated porcelain
towers of China. There is also a beautiful piece of sculp.
tare in bronze. called the French Parnassus; its summits
and slopes are covered with figures in classic attire, repre-
senting that host of men of genius who have conferred
an undying fame on the literature of their country, each
occupying an elevation proportionate to his merit. Next
is the publie reading gallery, which is generally crowded
by the studious of all classes, among whom may be seen
several ladies. Tables oecupy the centre. The visitors
provide themselves with pens and paper.and no conversa
tion is allowed. No book can be taken from any of the
publio libraries in Paris except by special permissio.
The galleries are heated in winter by stores placed in
isolated cellars to avoid the dasger of fire. The number
of books in the library is ltemght to be more than 1.400.-
100, including pamphlets and duplicates. The collection
of manuscripts isarranged in galleries on the trstand
second foors; those of the first Boor alone are open to
the public. They consist of about 125.009 volumes in
Greek. French. Latin. Oriental, and other languogee, in-
cluding about 3 000 which relate to the hiotory of FPrance.
The catalogues of the nmanuancripte alone ill 24 volumes,
with ample supplements to each. Among the most in-
teresting of theoe manuscripts are those of Galileo,eome
letters from Henry IV to Gabrielle d'Eetrees, the prayer-
books of St. Louis and Annea of Brittany, and one whleh
belonged in succession to Charles V, Charles IX. and
Henry III, and bearing their signatures, all beautifully
written n m veellm and lluminated. There is also the

maauseript of Telemaehus to Fenelon'e own hand; sate-
graph memois of Lode XIV; a masnewript of Joaephno;
and to cown all, a voluame of some 800 pa , e.ontal•ino
the names of all the victims of Bobeseplere. The moat
aelent mannsrelptn now existing Is this collection are
some missals of the flth and sixth centuries. Among
the foreign uannerfpts are some Persian, Indian, Ethio-
plan, Arabi, Japanese, etc.; a colleetion of ategrapbh
letters of Henry IV, Loula X V, Trennes, Madame do
Maintenon, Voltaire, Racine, Moltlre, Bolleau, Boesnet.
FrPnklin, etc., etc., are arranged under glae frames for
the Inspection of visitors. But if I have not fatigned
jou with this long commnaieation I have myself and o,
addio. B.

THE BCots OF TBe NAVAL CO•FLICT.

The following notice in its topographic aspect
of Sinope, where the recent battle was fought be-
tween the Turks and Russians, will, at the pres-
ent moment, be read with interest:

A stroll on shore to see the place and sketchb
it from the circling beach agreeably filled by a
long lovely evening. The sun had veiled his
bloodshot eyes behind a dark bank of clouds,
leaving lurid tints of purple and yellow to per-
vade earth, air and water. The wind bushed;
the bay was frozen over; town silent as sleep or
death, not even one twittering bird to break the
stillness of our walk; fishermen drawing their
nets languidly, pendent sails wooing the breeze
in vain, and lazy oars unmoved along boats'
aides; all Sinope the embodiment of calm repose
in its highest ideality. The temples, palaces
and porticoes, erected by a powerful line of
kings, have been leveled withthe duet. Nought
remains of so much magnificence save a dirty
oriental town of a thousand wretched houses,
surrounded by crumbling walls, and tottering
towers of Byzantine construction. Almost
equally a wreck is the enormous hull of an em-
bryo two-decker, which stands unlaunched on
the stocks, built here where timber and work are
cheap; never finished; allowed to rot. Does
this fact elucidate the subject ? Alas for Si-
nope.

The ancient capital of Pontus under that
great man Mithridates Eupntor, and the birth-
place of that great beast Diogenes the Cynic,
originally a colony of the Mi!esians, and deri-
ving its name from an amphibious young lady
who was the unnatural offspring of a river and
town, the Asopus and Methone, after she eloped
hither with a third element, Apollo or the Sun,
shows, indeed, but few traces of such illustrious
antecedents. Many fragments of ancient archi-
tectural art, however, such as broken columns.
mutilated cornices, and half-defaced inscriptions
on architraves and sepulchral stones, have been
made use of in raising these feeble fortifications,
and they still attest what Sinope once was;
while the quarries above the town,whence one of
the calcareous beds in the trachytic rock over-
laid by a black volcanic formation seems to have
furnished its building materials, tell an eloquent
tale of its sudden down fall; for large blockalie
there hewn and ready for removal, some sculp-
tured, and some actually on their way to the
city. We also saw the picturesque ruins of an
aqueduct, designed by Pliny the younger, to
supply the 8inopians with good water from a
distance of sixteen miles; and the ancient mole
can be distinguished under the sea, enclosing a
considerable space along the shore, and leaving
only a narrow entrance for galleys, but many of
the great square stones composing it have been
worn and displaced by the action of the waves
with the aid of that universal destroyer, Time.

The subjoined description of the place regards
it in a strategetical point of view:

The position of Sinope, about half way be-
tween Constantinople and Trebizond, and the
promontory at which it is situated, and which,
on the land side, may be said to form its harbor,
or rather open roads, mark it as a site of impor-
tance in a naval war on the Black Sea. This
was perceived by General Sebastiani, Napoleon's
Embassador to the Porte in 1808, and who
showed the same promptitude in commencing
fortifications at Sinope, as in improvising de-
fenses at Constantinople. Since that period,
the defenses of the place have never been com-
pleted; and those which were constructed have
fallen into decay. It so happens that Sinope
never was attacked in former warsbetween Tur-
key and Russia, upon which seems to have been
founded the somewhat gratuitous assumption
that itnever would be. This assumption was
natural enough for Old Turkey; but it may be
hoped that Young Turkey, aided by Western
strategical counsels, will practically repair the
error with a view to the future. Nothing can
be less surprising than what has now occurred
in an open roadstead, covered by no sufficient
land defenses. Six ships of the line walked
with perfect ease into the ramparts and shipping
of such a place. Its importance, besides its
commanding situation on the coast, consists in
the fact that it is the site of the only Turkish
dockyard, for the construction of vessels of war,
except Constantinople. The oaks of the neigh-
boring mountains supply timber more durable
than the Russians employ for their perishable
craft at Sebastopol. In every point of view it
is of the first importance to put the place into a
state of defense; though this has been unfortu-
nately deferred till it rather too much resembles
"shutting the stable door after the steed is
stolen."

What to avoid on the Continent.

Avoid all disturbances, and especially all re-
ligious and political discussions, which are the
sure forerunners of them. Avoid all cheap ho-
tels, as they are the dearest in the end. Avoid
going into churches, if it is only to turn into
fun the ceremony that may be going on there
Avoid talking too much English, or expressing
your remarks too freely in that language, as
more English is understood now-a-days on the
Continent than you may probably imagine
Avoid disparaging everything continental to the
glorification of everything English, as it only
shows a narrow spirit, and besides, the stand-
ard of comparison is not always a true one.
Avoid laughing at everything you do not under-
stand, for the laugh may occasionally be turned
against you. Avoid leaving your name behind
you wherever you go, as the Anglican name of
Smith is sufficiently known by this time on the
public monuments abroad without needlessly
increasing the circulation. Avoid condemning
a language you are not acquainted with as
" gibberish," as an acquaintance with that
same " gibberish" would tend materially to the
advancement of your own pleasures and com-
forts; and moreover, you should recollect that
English, to the car of a foreigner, is not the
most musical language in the world. Avoid
taking English servants with you-male or fe-
male-as they will only grumble all the way,
will be a source of infinite trouble, expense and
annoyance to you;' and besides, you will have
to wait upon them instead of their waiting upon
you; and more than that, you might as well
have left them at home, as-depend upon it-
you will have no peace or enjoyment in travel-
ing, until you have sent them back again.
Avoid as many extraordinary costumes as you
can, for it has been found by practical experi-
ence that they only excite the risible faculties
of foreigners. Avoid all angry disputes with
otficials, or remonstrating indignantly with
custom-house officers, as you will not gain any-
thing by the process, and the chances are they
will do all they can to retard you on your jour-
ney. Avoid all dinner experiments with the
carte, as you will, probably, get something with
a very fine name to it, but which, upon tasting,
is anything but agreeable to your Britannic pal-
ate. Avoid all joking, verbally or practically,
with foreign gentlemen in uniform. Avoid
changing too much money at once, as the coin
