All prudent

men use it, in their private affairs, as usually

almost indispensable: how comes it thatopublio

consers should never find need of it? i g war,
let your adversary be admitted into all your

plans, and in what operation will you ever sue-
seed? No secrete in diplomacy! Why, you

might as well talk of improving the game of

chese by compelling the adversaries to disclose
to each other, at every move, its object. Until
the Mlfenneum shall oome---and of that we can

really. se no immediate prospect---men are cer-
tain, both as individuals and as nations, to have
much counsel of their own to keep. They who

can afford to tell all they are doing must not

only be amazingly honest, but will have to con-

fine themselves to such undertakings alone as

are t be opposed by people equally angelical.
Ali this kind of prate, one may at times hear,

in that mighty school, the U. States Congress,
wherae one may get, according as his taste goes,

no much sense or so much folly. There have

we often listened to the invectives of demagogues
against the concealment of anything under our
Government. The two noisiest of such were
Roaring Bill Allen of Ohio, and his less empty

but less honest colleague, Tappan the abolition-
ist. As to Allen, he was justly reputed to utter

nonsense in a vaster quantity and with a more

prodigeous vehemence than ever did man before. e
We have laughed to see the fellow bellowing, in
the Senate, against its holding secret sessions on
treaties or nominations, when we knew that he
wtea fresh from a secret caucus of his party.
He understood the advantages of secresy for r
party operations, well enough; but was per-
feotly willing that the country should, in omat-
ters a thousand times more momentous,

As for the other great denouncer of secrecy,
Mr. Sentor Tappan, it is enough to say that he
was so aident an apponoent of diplomatic and
senatorian secrecy that (as everybody knows)
he once stole a treaty that was pending before
the Senate in Confidential Session, sold it to
the New York Herald, and when the fact be-
came fixed upon him beyond denial, had the
effrontry to stand up in the Senate and defend
his breach of duty and faith as prompted only
by the sternest patriotism !
Not only, then, are these new theories of

blabbing and stealing by no means clever in
themselves, but of a personal origin that by no
means sheds honor upon them. If the Quar-
terly would have its countrymen imitate us-
as in some things it might be well to do-we can
assure them that, in the first place, they are
wrong in their idea that our diplomacy has
adopted any such principle of publicity at
heme; for though our Department of Foreign
Relations be, like all the others, a very leaky
concern, still it at least professes to be discreet.

In what it says of our personelt of diplo-
macy, the Quarterly must certainly be laugh-
ing at us, very cruelly. It surely knows enor-
mously little about the body of envoys which
we have, for many years, been accustomed to
send abroad.

Letter from Clinton.

Eotrtepon•t•trr of tle Gesecrit.
CLINtroc Jan. 1, 1854.

Notwithstanding the town was deserted during the
prevalence of the epidemic,it has assumed quite a busl-
ness-like appearance, and the merchants are making
amends for their want of patronage during that eventful
period. The streets are crowded with wagons loaded with
cottoni, destined for the New Orleans market, and exhibit
a scene of bustlesand animation seldom witnessed in an
interior town. Clinton, though its existence is of re-
sent date, is a place of considerable business, and its rise
from the forest to its present importance is within the
recolleotion of many of its inhabitants.

Perhaps, there is no parish in the State where the
whig party is batter organised ; although there is a large
democratica acjority, the whigs succeeded in elyting all
their local ofleers at the last election, with the exception
of the Assessor. who was eminently qualiied for the office,

nd who had discharged his duties with great fidelity
They also succeeded in electing one out of the two Rep-
reentatives to the Legislature.

If the whig party were to pursue the same coursa In
other parts of the State: its star would soon bein the as.
cendant, and we should soon be blessed with a more wise
and wholesome system of Legislation, instead of that con-
lused and heterogeneous mass which at present disgraces

sur statute bocts. But unfortunately for the whig party
they suffer their personalpreferences to prevail over much
higher considerations, by which the most important
measuresare sometimes defeated.

I see that a bill has been introduced into Congress for
the purpose of making Senators elective by the people.
Thisle no doubt the age of progress, but it seems to me
thi is s extending the principle of popular rights rather
too tar. The Senate was intended as a deliberative body,
distinguished for their wisdom in council and their elo-
quence in debate, together with their experience in politi-
eal affairs. They are supposed to he exemptfrom the feel-
lgse which usually infiuenoc popular assemblies, amsana-
'lsg immediately from the people, and partakingin some
measure of their passions and prejudices.

Hence an unwise and unjust law which may h o passed
the House of tt•presentativew, in moments of excitement
usually meets with its quietus in the Senate, or is shorn of
its ohjectionahle features. To change this system would
be defacing one of the seost beautiful features in the theory
of our gornment.ad would be destroying that landmark
which the Constitution intended to erect between the
President and the Lower House of Congress.

A destructive fire occurred here on Tuesday last, the
27th instant. at 11 o'clock at night.

to (Capt. Lewis Sturgee, and whose existence is coeval with
that of the town.

known as Grover's Row, seriously endangering the court
house, which was only saved by the untiring exerllono of
the citicoos.
They were all frame Luildings. and though their des-

truction be attended with some individual loss, it will
eventually be a public boenet, as it will in ,uae the pro-
prietors of the vacant lots to erect upou them more per-
manent and substantial tenements for the future.
