TEN AMERICANIVS KILLED!!
allis3t of Another Expedltlon from San Franelteo.

The United States mail steamship El Dorado, capt. A.
I. Grey, from Aspinwall the evening of the 29th ult,
arrived at this port yesterday afternoon at 2 o'eclock,
bringing one hundred passengers and fifty-one thousand
dollars in specie.

The El Dorado was detained twenty-fourhoun•byheavy
northers.

The El Dorado brings the California mails received by
the Golden Gate which left San Francisco the afternoon
of thel th ult.
The John L. Stephens reached San Franeirco the 16th'

at 10 .. M. The other steamers had not arrived when the
Golden Gate left.

The steamship Uncle Sam, far Panama, and the Cortes,
for San Juon. sailed from San Francisco on the I6th
Oa the run down to Panama the Golden Gate beat the
Uncle Sam twenty-six hours, notwithstanding having
called at two ports on the way.
$1.32 545 in specie was shipped for San Juan by the

Cortes and $606,70 by the Golden Gate for Panama.
The health of the Isthmus still continues good.
The Panama Railrord Company now run the cars all

the way to the Matachine station, and Col. Totten, the

chief-engineer of the company. is making arrangements
for the transpoertation of prsengers from the latter place
direct to Panama, so that the time occupied in crosoing
from Aspinwall to Panama will not exceed eleven hours.

By the El Dorado we have received les of San Frne-

cisco papers to ths 18th ult. Highly important news had
beeu received from Lower California. An engagement
had taken place between Walkee's party and the Mexi-
cans, in which the Americans were defeated with a losm
of ten killed. Another account states that the American
party was wholly destroyed. The news created great en-
ciLement inSan Francisco and in the nterir. and a body
of three hundred men, wellarmed and provisioned, sailed
from San Francisco to the relief of Walker, on the 13th
unit. Another exppedition, numbering about one thousand
men. was to sail before the lst of January. The San
Francisco Herald says :
Ou the night of the 7th Deeember. Major Emery, Secre-tary of State of the new Republic, arrived In San Fran-

eiscu. simultaneously with the news of the battle of La
Paz, and the establishomeolt of the new Republic. IIis ob-
ject was to obtain reinforcements. The news was Imme-
diately telegraphed to different points, and the work of
enrollment commenced without delay. A number of
young men in the city, Stockton and Marysvill; exapressed
their ilignemse to join the expedition. and in a day or
two I rwas undertood that three oompanoies had beer
collected from the different points in this city. Theee
having the matter in charge issued script.upon which, is
oddition to voluntary contributions, an ample supply of
prorilone, arms and munitions of war were obtained.
Three movem-nte were conducted quIetly and without in-
tertfrence from any quarter. IThe British hark Anita hab-
ing elererd regularly at the custom house on lMondsy.thes12th ontant, with forty passengers, it was pretty werll uo-
derestood that she would he the bearer of the Expedition-
eirts either that night or the following. as the moot active
preparations could he discovered in certain quarters. O(n
the morning of the 121h, however, the steamer Southernc
arrived from San Diego. bringing startling news, which
had the effect of hastening operations. A courier hadarri.-
ned at San Diego on the 7th from Guadeloupe, in Lower
Calafornia, of an engagemenlt which was said to have ta-
ken place a frew d.ry previous between a smatl party of
Walker's men and a party of Califortcians. under Meleo
dery. in which the firmer attempted to surprise the lat-
ter. but were themselves surpri'ed byen n ambucade. in
which ten ut of twenty were killed and two takes
prisoners The entagrment is said to have taken plaeein
a pass of the mountai. bertween Euoenada and San Tomas.
It was also ropnrtLd that a few days previous a few

The expedition was made up of
young tren, mostly from San Francisco, some of them
rather wid, but many of them highly respoctable eiti-
zens A great many who had eo.rolled their names were
onable to gst off. but it is understood that they.

London Mechanics.

The condition of a mechanic in London is so
different to that of the American artisan as to
merit notice. Here, as a rule, workmen have
but few of the domestic comforts enjoyed by the
same class in the States. And in point of intel-
ligence and behavior, taste and manners, the
English mechanic sinks immeasurably below
the American. True independence is not often
exhibited by the English operative, and if hs
have inventive genius, he oftener psesit to enrich
his master than himself.

The spare hours of too many of the London
mechanmce are passed in gin palaces and low
theatres or discussion rooms. Their homes are
not houses but rooms, and in these, usually
termed apartments, their families dwell. The
furnitaue of such palaces is extremely meagre,
and, if there be a carpet at all, it is of the
coarsest description. Tie mother of a family
usually hasa sorry life of it, and her pleasure
is very often the gin bottle. One half, at least,
of the customers of the Londot git~p laces are
women, and they not only go theseand get the
liquor, but they frequently drink it raw and di
lated at the bar. Of these females, many are
mechanics' wives, and the majority are of the
working classes. The use of beer by thih por-
tion of the Epglish people is almost universal
and that beverage takes the place, very oen,
at their tables, of coffee and tea. It is given
to children unhesitatingly, and nothing thought
of the custom. By beer, I mean porter.

"Sunday dinner" is a phrase an American
may not exactly understand. To our ears the
term is likely to convey the idea' that he who
talks about a " Sunday dinner" gets no dinner
during the week. And that is its legitimate
definition. The poor workmen of this city, and
in fact of all the larger towns of England, buy
on Saturday night, if they can, a joint and some
vegetables, and have them prepared for a"Sun-
day dinner." That day is the mechanics' feast,
and the mug goes then once at least to the beer
Ch-p. The meal is about the only hot one en-
joyedtby the man during the week, ald hemakestk most of it

With sciaopeople there are but few comforts.'
They appear to be content with their poeitior,
and seldom make an exertion to rise above it.
Their rooms are cheerless, and to decorate er
improve them never eaters their heads. Infect
they act as if they thinkthey have no 1ight to
improve their condition, and many of themreal-
ly do think so. If they hveloossreathey are
of a coarse, unmeaning character,and in frames
of wood. Attempts to embellish theit abodes
are few and tasteless, and they live as their
fathers lived, in too many insstacee,' seiatbed
with their lot, or careless to improve it. To
hold a permanent situation is their aim. Once
in such a place, they are content. A desire is
rise rarely distinguishes one, and the condnct
of the majority except in extreme cases, is that
of servility to the ' masters," as all employ.
ers are very improperly, but commonly called.

The custom of lyving in rooms is productive
of evil The house is not under such rules as
are in force in Paris, where a porter is at the
gate to watch and keep the stairways and en-
tries cleanly. One of the tenants is principal
renter, and he sub-lets the apartments so as
often to get his own quarters free. His lodgers
pay their rents as may be agreed upon, weekly,
monthly or quarterly; and if they fail to meet
their engagements to the day, and cannot give
a good excuse for so doing, he ejects them in a
very short time. Turn-outs of this kind are
frequent. Many families have but two rooms.
In these they cook, eat and sleep, and often-
times work. Thus, what they call home is a
mere lodging, and their living is only an exist-
ence. devoid of enjoyment or the solace of re-
tirement and repose.

Nearly all the toed of this class is purchased
in small quantities. A few cents worth of tea,
butter, bread, bacon or flour, constitutes the
heaviest purchase in the way of provisions. If
a family of this caste were to get a barrel of
flour it would be trumpeted throughout the
neighborhood as a piece of unheard-of good
luck or extravagance. What they use of that
article is bought in very small quantities; Their
meals are necessarily limited as to variety and
even quantity. Breakfast is always made with-
out meat, and so, also, is the evening meal.
Coarse bread, coffee, or a cup of beer with a
herring, or something equally trifling, consti-
tutes one or both of these in the majority of
cases.
This may be considered a fair sketch of the

condition and mode of living of the mass of
English artisans That there are exceptions to
the rule cannot be denied, and where they oo-
cur, they are honorable. The well-informed
mechanic is generally a gentleman, and his
house is comfortable, but he is very rare.
The miserable state in which the masses live is
quite as chargeable to the master as to the man,
for the reason that the employer makes it a
point to keep his workmen in dread of him, and
inculcates, as far as possible, the doctrine that
a workman has no business to attempt to better
his condition, it being his place to be content
with his lot, be it what it may. He must honor
his superiors, fear God, and worship and dread
wealth and the king. [Philadelphia Register.

AmscruAw Hant••.-Bunnn in his new book
thus alludes to the habits of our people:

We have no intention to write a diatribe on
costume, nor to play punster by talking of cus-
tomary habits as ordinary clothes, or of aban-
doned habits as cast off clothes, and such like
ribaldly; neither do we purpose making any
reference to the organization of society, or the
general phases it presents. We herein only re-
fbr to the existence of certain peculiarities, an
we have met with them, whether they relate to
habit as dress, or habit as custom. There are
no beings under the sun who are more the crea-
tures of habit than the Americans; and in see-
ing one, you may say, in many respects, you,
see them all. To appearance, they are one and
the same person; they dress upon the same
principle and after the same fashion, especially
in the same style of hat, which they wear in the
same manner. They all smoke, they are all in-
dustrious, and ydt, (curious anomaly !) they are
all indolent to the last degree; they pefer the
same viands and wines, and have all the same
mode of eating and drinking them; thair car-
riages, horses and harness are alike, and they
all loll about in rocking chairs, the men using
extra ones to put their feet upon; and, as a fur-
ther oddity (which may enable them to do this
with greater comfort, the women wear no stays,
and the men wear no braces, generally speak-
ing. They know one another in every town, in
every State of the Union; they all disparage
one another, bht allow no one else to disparage
them; they are all " posted up," as they term
it, in every thing concerning their own country,
and are all of opinion that it is the first in the
world. There is no earthly reason why they
should not, for, upon the same principle that
"every crow thinks its own the blackest," the
people of every other think their own the
greatest. We only mention these bare facts-
not doubting, for a moment, that the americnns
can trace an equal amount of peculiarity in
us, to that we cannot avoid detecting in them:

INDUSTRY is TALEuT.-We often hear persone
explaining how one man succeeds, while another
fails in the same pursuit, by attributing to one
a talent for his business, but refusing it to the
other. Yet, without denying that some individ-
uals have a greater aptitude for particular avo-
cations than othecs have, we think that the prob-
lem in question could be easiersolved, by saying
that the successul man was industrious, while
the other was not

Bulwer, for example, is considered a man of
the highest abilities as a noveohst. Yet when
Bulwer began his career he composed with the
utmost ditliculty, often writing his fictions twice
over. He persevered, however, lnd now saands
almost at the heed of his class; his latest pro-
ductions, moreover, being regarded as the best
from his pen. Every school-boy is familiar with
the fact that Demosthenes became an oratstr only
by pursuing a similar plan. Nor are illustra-
tions of the great truth, thatindustry is talent,
confined to the higher intellectual pursuits.
When Girard trusted the customer without an
endorser, who carried his goods home on his
shoulders, the shrewd ohld Frenchman was acting
on this truth, deduced from his own experience
of mankind. All eminent p rsons, whether
mechanics, merchants, lawyers, or statesmen,
were industrious, from Watt and Norris down to
Thurlow and William Pitt. Washington, Frank-
lin, Marshall, Madison, and every other distin-
guished American, were busy men. Industry,
in short, is talent nine times out of ten. [Phil-
adelphia Ledger.
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
