BASTERN AFFAIRS.

The latest intelligence with regard to the Eastern

question is to the eoect that the allied feets entered the

Black See with the object of maintaining the armistice.

The Britlsh Government and Louit Napoleon are fully
resolved to use norcnion with Russia, and the admirals
eommanodlng their respective fleets have been Instructed
to seise the Russian ships found cruiding in the Black

Be, and foree them back to Sebastapol.
It is rumored that an engagement had taken place on

the Black sea, but nothing authentic was yet known at
London when the Canada sailed.

The Vieonnajournals state that the combined fleets had
entered the Black Sea on a peaceful errand, their objeot

being to prevent further collisions between the Russian
and Turkish nava-foroos.

The Parie journals have published a document purport-
ng to be the letter of instruotions from the four powers
to their Embanaedore at Constantinople. It behns rather
hard on Turkey in its terms.

The Sublime Porte ie reported to have refused to agree
to an armitice, but consents to send a representative to
the proposed conference.

The Emperor of Russia is also said to have consented

to send an envoy to the conference.
The loss on both sides inthe recent attaock upon Kalefat

is stated at 4000 men.

CHlnAt-The latest advices from China state that a

battle had taken place at Arridy between the insurgents

and the imperialists, in which the former were defeated.
They continue, however, to hold firm possession of
Ehanghai.

in a similar cause not long since) based his decision on

the ground of unconstitutionality ; but he sets forth the
trregularity of tho manner in which the election was or-
dered and conducted ; he quotes the 8d section of the

law of 1852. prescribing certain regulations and con-

ditions for the conduct of the election, and then remarks
that the evidence in this case shows they have not been
complied with, and, "oonridering that the checks and
guards prescribed in the law of 1852 were the only pro-
teotton to the property holder, who alone was to be taxed
for the railroads, he could not but come to the conclusion
that all the provisions of that law should have been rigor-
onuly complied with."

Judgment was therefore rendered in favor of defendant
against the claim of plaintiff, with costs.
