There is one thing of which we our-
selves are intolerant-of the country's permit-

ting its public peace and its laws to be thsn

overttrned by religious or by infidel disturbers,
no-matter who they be, of foreign or of native

birth: Naext to this, as a matter of domestic

concern, are the railroad riots at Erie, of which
the character and the objects are now develop-

ing themselves in a still more odious light thun

heofetofore. Of a still higher interest, because
we are ready to fight for that abroad which we
should hate at home, is the news from our be-
loved brother, the Suns cousin-german, the
Sultan, (that excellent friend of freedom) and

how he is getting threshed, by land as well as
sea. Last comes that still more attractive po-
tentate, patriot and warrior, President Walker,
with the news, from San Diego and San Frsn-
.blo. of the real mineaning of his expedition and

the event of his judioious attempt to make his

way adroes the peninsula, through dangerous
passes, in a hostile country, with a handful of
men, every one of whom is likely to be cut off.

Of all this, the details will be found in our col-
amns. There seem, too, to be lively hopes of a
grand pronunciamento, a riot in New York
city, still more formidable than its sister-exhi-
bitidns of the Progressive spirit in Erie and Cin-
cinnati. The papers from the first-named town
forebodeit, at the latest dates we have received,

exceept by telegraph. The sobsequent silence of
the last, however, argues that the thing hoa
blown over. Its occasion was the threatened
passage, by the Common Coucil, of an ordinance
creating a great railroad in Broadway.

On these several subjects, except the last, we
shall have some remarks to make under their
different heads.

THE SOJYOlRA EXPEDITIONV.

The California papers are rife with articles
about the Walker expedition, thenew republic,
and the succors that are going to its founders.
We should judge that the finding of such a small
body of men, along a coast so wide, was, whether

by friend or foe, an enterprise much like the
proverbial one of hunting a needle in a hay-
stack. The whole business has to us, indeed,
in all its circumstances as far as yet known, the

air of being rather the most hair-brained piece
of wickedness ever set on foot; and thus far it

isdifficault to say of which the itinerant and self.

created President is worthiest-the penitentiary
or the mad-house.

We are utterly puzzled to conceive why, in
order to get to the port of Sonora where he is,
Walker has sailed from San Francisco all the

way down to the gulf of California and then up
it nearly to its head (a distance of probably
2000 miles) in order to arrive at a place where

he expected to find no adherents; which was

not more inviting than many other points;
which is only about 150 miles by land from Son

Diego, in our own territories; and which he has

quitted, almost at once, in order to march across

the peninsula (there 120 miles broad) to the op-
posite (Pacific) coast, where he had no partiou-
lar object and down which he had sailed, in or.
der to get where he is. As little can we con-
ceive why the man lands and goes to fighting iu
Lower California, when the object of his expedi-
tion was, unquestionably, the seizure of Sonor-1
and its rich treasure-beds. What can have in-
duced this renowned Captain, instead of collect -
ing an efficient force atod sailing only when Lt
was ready, to take to conquering with only
about people enough , not for a serious fight, ihu
for apio-nie party ? Surely no man with a tea-
spoon-full of brains would have gno with tucl

a mere body-guard, to conquer a broad countort .
as if he expected no resistance and intended t.

hold with his mere squad two regions as large
as all New England, New York and l'ennsylva
nia put together. Of course, he could make nor
detachments. But why go to Lower Californib.
in order to take Sonora ? W hat effect could Ib
ginning there produce, except to give the Mexi
cans warning and time for preparation ?

We aresorry to say that the facts which now
appear in the San Francisco and-San Diego pa-
pere place the whole business in a still guiltiet
and far more serious light than before.

The San Francisco papers are evidently wel;
.disposed towards the enterprise ; no doubt be

cause the:press usually reflects the public fee;
ing and the enterprise is popular in California
The papers affbot to condemn it as illegal; but,
even in doing so, extol the finneness of the coun-
try and its mineral wealth. It may be jrdgei
which side of their discourse is listened to-thea
about law or that about gold. Well : it is per-
fcotly clear, from what they say, that the Unitet
States District Attorney and Collector at San
Francisoe have notoriously winked at the sniling
of Walker and are offering no hindrance to the
levying of recruits and sending them off to him.

. But this is far from being the worst of it: the
Alta California of the 16th ult. traces the whole
uadertaking to a regularly-laid plan, among
the fanatics of slavery, for introducing it into
WUaliornia, through the conquest of Sonora and
the adoption of it there, before annexation

lhia, then, is the key to the strange riddle of
President Walker's setting up there, by procla=
mation, the code of Louisiana. The Alta Cali-
fornia relates the history of the movement as
follows;

They will at once take

Captain Walker into their affections, and even

set us down as little better than an abolitionist,

when we tell them, that which we shall none

the less tell them, what is our solemn opinion of

this matter.
The South, with half the Union and all the

foreign world against her, has but one chance of

saving not merely her institutions but herself

from destruction. That chance is, to act with

prudence, with moderation, with loyalty to the

Constitution and the laws, with fidelity to trea-

ties and all the rights of nations. She must not

turn yet more against her the sympathies of the

good at home, by rushing into Disunionism,which
will never save her; and still less must she set
on foot guilty attempts like this of Walker,
thich are only fit to make her at once odious
and ridiculous to the whole world. Let her

once be perceited to be thus disposed to trample

upon the unoffending, the laws, all faith, peace

and humanity, in order to propagate Slavery,

and she will presently be put under the ban of

the whole civilized earth.

Nor is this quite all. Were this criminal en-
terprise in California to succeed, it would soon

he followed by an attempt to bring about the

secession of California from the Union. The

same plotters would speedily set about that new

mischief, sad probably find it, within five years,

easy work.

On the 3d Decmber, accordlng to the news aseelved
yesterday, they sent out a party of foragers, who took
provislone and stock from a anch. This incensed the
Calitornians, who attackeod the party, killing twelve or
fouorteen men, and drove them hback to oeennada, where
the whole party were besieged on the 6th December, one
weooek eago.and entirely cut off from thVeir Tsel We are
not informed how many persons were on board of the
C•tolioe, but probably not more than five or six. ner how
far she lay from shore. An account different from that
given by our correspondsent is given to the effet that tike
party of Americans started out from Eneenada for ian
Tomes twenty-five miles distant, with the intention of
capturing Negrets, the gefe polticno or civil chief of Lower
California, a position inferior to that of the military gov-
eroor. Such acourse would naturally suggest itself to
the filibhusters upon hearing of the feud between Melendse
and the s•fe ihllico referred to ii our correspodenoe.
Besides, is appears uureuanable that the libulntunre
ehouldbe so rtegrdleu of poliey, honesty, and Ameriean
honor, as to go outo o take, without pay, the property or
the ran heros.. iowreer, our correspondent is generally
correect, has excellent means of iformation, and his as-
count it consistenlt, end is given with full details.

If the aoount, as given, he oorrect, thnere are only about
thirty Americans left, of whom, perhaps, twety-flve were
beselgcd in the adobe house a wetek since. l this house
the party had but a small stok of proevisions and water.
not suffoient for more than four of five days at the ut-
most. The result of the siege is probably decidred hefor
this time ; either the whole party is captured, or they
have escaped to the Caroline. If the party are still Os
land, it is probahle that the vesel will be captuaed by the
Californians. The sucess of the Mexicane will inspire
them with confidence to continue their opposition, and
esarcely any ehasge can now he made with saything like
the p seeot force, which will nmake the expedition t failure,
so far as Lower Califernia is concerned. The accounts
wkich have resached us have arrivesd through Mexicans.
and may he very much exaggerated hbut there is little
reuases to doubt ihat there is Fome foundation for them.
Our norreepoadent seems to think that the party have al-
ready been reiforeed by the parties of stragglers who
would probably unite after penetrating a short distance
into the Mlxiosan territory
