It is a narrow, bowrhaped
itsland, with a sand bank at each end, NE and 8W, and
high samud hills which can be seen a considerable distance
at em. The island is about 85 miles from the main land,
and during the winter it is seldom that there can be any
eommunioation with the main land, so that shipwrecked
mariners and passengers are thus sometimes kept on the
island four months ;last year more than one hundred
passengers were thus detained.
