Letter from Florence.
gerrtesponbret of tft restrat. t

Frosreocr.n ec. 10,1853.
The political Intelligence which reaches this country

from America is often the most astonishing compound of 1
falsehood and absurdity that can posslbly be conceirved.
One would imagine, in reading it, that we were living in
the age of Nebuchadnezzar, and that no such things as
steamboate.railroads and telegraphs had ever been dreamed
of. It was but a shottime ago that the Italian publi wa
startled by the intelligene gravely stated in the columns
of the donitore Torsew, the oleiial paper of the Grand
Duehy. that a erdons ditsculty had taken place in the I
AmericoanCahbinet and that one of its most inluentil Ial
mmber, Mr. Broeeon, had been srmmarlly etplled. Not
many days thereafter. uwder the head of important intel-
tloene from America it was stated thatt General Smith or
Genoeral Jones or General Brown, I dan'lt recollect which;
had arrived safely in Washingtcn. Doubtless the Grand
Duke immediately nalled a Cabinet meeting to direut thtn
momentous question in all its bearinrg and to delberate
whether it would not be bet to send of a spelcal aourie
to the Emperor of Austriafor a reinforcement of troops.
Italian newspapers are a nullity, and where is the wen-
der ? Where there is no political independance there can
be noindependance of thought. The little Kingdom of
Sardinia is, perhaps, as well governed and happy as any
of the divisiona of the Peninsula. The King, Victor Eman-

elm, has been on the throne but a short time, but he has
already introduced many salutary reforms into the admin-
istration of the government, and seems inclined to profit
by the example of his ill-starred mlealeulating father,
Charles Albert. One thing is certain, that he is very much
loved by his subjects, and I do not wonder at it. But in
Tuscany the case is altogether different. Three yera age
there was not a more popular sovereign in Europe than
the present Grand Duae. He equaled Angusts in his
love of letters and his patronage of arnt. IlH subjects
adored him and his munificence not more than his affa-
bhlity, and the unostentatous ease with which he was ap-
proached won him golden opinions from all men. The
gloomy state-preon looking palace of the Pitti, the richest
in the world in the number and excellence of its works
of art, had never before thrown open its door eso easly
nor to more brilliant assemblages of beauty, wealth and
talent. The old man frequently paraded, or ratherwalked.
the streets of Florenoe, alone or attenaded by a single aid,
and dressed la the most simple, unostentatious manner.
Louia Napoleon, it is said, has also adopted this cutom,
and iti enot long since he drove out to the Champs Ely-
ale. unattended except by the Empressn, loitered round for
an hour or so, and took occasion justr when a'l eyes were
turned upon him, and the sky being rent with cries of
" irOe 1ENopeur, " to draw out a cigar from his case and
ask a ragged blouse near him if he would do him the favore
to give him a light You may imagine what a sensation
this created. I overheard a groupe of Fresnchmeshortly
after dieuosinog the matter, and the spokesman of the
party gave vent to the general feeling of admiration: by a
sentence, short but erim.full of meaning : . Oh ! 'est un
b bourgeois, vao!:' But Louis Napleon knows that every
time he thus walks out unattended he pats his life in im-
mlnent peril, and he must feel after such an exceursion, if
he has anything human in his compoetionn, much like the
perfomer on the tight rope after the performance of one
of his most daring and terrible feats. But the GCranod
Duke of Tuaeany at the time of which I speak, had no
such ncause of fear-in fact he had no caUSnae of fear at all
and his light from his capital is one of the most unsc-
countable and, at the same time, one of the most redie-alous facts in history. It has entirely dertroyed in the
minds of his suaects the prestige of that majesty which is
sald to hedge roundathrone,ran the man waho wasnformerly
beloved not less than he waes reepeotad, in now neither the
one nor the other. At present he never appars in the
streets except in a carriage attendod by a strong escort-
a precaution entirely unneceryl for I am persuanded
that not one of his eubjects would ever think of harming
him. The Austrians with their white uniforms distin-
gpi•hshble everywhere in the streetsr, the calils, and the
theatresr: are the only objects of implacable, well.digested.
but necessarily disguised hatred. Their uniform ie cer-
tainly the handsomest in the world; but this. I should
think. would hardly reconcile the berueay-lovin•g Tuscane
to tbeir hard lot.

About the only Amerieao papers senn in Europe are the
be IoHerald, Tribune and Times. But the Herald soepmso
to bear away the palm-why, it is ditocult to imagine,
neaept that it perhaps contains an much news as any
other, and has adopted a more enicient system for to
nirculation in the Old World. It is without any doubt
he dirtiest, (I speak new o1 externals.) worot printed,

illoest-looking American sheet that ever finds its way
ncross the Atlantic. It is with a well-printed, handsome
newspaper, something as it is with a handsome woman:
we pardon many things in both solely on account of their
good look ; but this idea seems never to hare drawled
bhrough the thin gray hairs of its nine times horsu-

whipped editor. Perhapo to take up my orignal figuro,
bis paper might aptly figure the ragged, unwashed,
unkempt harridan who stands at the corners of the
otreets and beamears with a never-flagging discharge of
beeneu corruption every passer-by who refuses to solaceher with a "

w little shillings." Notwithstanding this.

the HOerald is more quoted by the Europoan press than
any other American journal, for the Times is as yet
hardly known on this side of the water, and the Tribune.
with its thounaud and one crotchets. is by far too treeo-
upoken and independent. Indeed it is amusing-perhaps
disgusting would hbe the better word-to notice the im-
plicit reliance placed by the European press upon the
statements of what Mr. Greeley is pleased to denominatethel "

anic." Nor is a less high estimate placed upon
its supposed high standing and authority at home. It is
not many nweek ino the whole taris press was predict-
ing the immediate downfall of President Piercen Cabinet,
because the New !ork Iermld had at last, like Torkey,
decided upon a declaration of war, and fallen upon
Iranlin accordingly. A newspaper has just ben started
in Paris under the singular herodiog of the MoIurqunta.ir.
It appears daily, and is of course edited by Alexandre
Dumas. It is a purely literary paper, and will be filled
for the most part with the long.winded but always interest-
Ing romances of its editor. ile has adopted a new plin
with regard to boot and theratrial notices, wbhich ought
to be followed by every papor of the kind in Christendom.
He informs publilhers and tiheaotrical omangersr that he
bhlil never ell his criticismsn-that he shall purcrhso hisn
own books and bhi own tickerts. Th paper is frnishodi
at two sous a number--just half tlhe iiurl lrice of the
Paris dailies. Though some of them are much moreo
nexpesino. Oalignaui Maessenrger. foer instance, costs ten
nou -or about two cents less than the gre•t Londoa
dailies.

The Natives of Aubtralia.

A writer in Fraser's Magazine, who has been
" prospecting" among the nativesof New South
Whales, gives some curious aeecounts of their
habits and customs. After referring to their
dexterity in throwing spears, he desci•bes their
agility in climbing trees, which they perform in
thefollowingnovel manner : "Thenativestrikes
on the trunk of the tree with his tomahiaw k,
just two strokes, one obliquely downwards, the
other horizontal, so as to cut out a little wedge
of the bark, and leave a step just large enough
to admit the great tee. On this he stands, and
reaching up frve feet, euts another step. It is
wonderful to see how quickly he will in this way
literally walk up the trunk of ahigh tree, with-
out ever touching the branches. Tree-climbing
is an essential accomplishment to an Australian
native, as much of their subsistence is derived
from opossums, who swarm in every gum tree
forest."

After this, the writer describes a camp of
natives he subsequently saw in the Government
dosmain at Sydney. We give it in his own words :
"They are inferior in stature and muscular
develps yet to the Maories, and their black

6"Mtweoliy heads mark them sm of the
'negro' fault7; but I was agreeably surprised
at the nentnpm e their figures, and thek grace-
fnl, active obtios. They are particUrly
good horsemen,' Aiee ngly fond of being
about horses. Bt in aseoral and intellectual
qualities, they are futthesbdaw thePolynesean
races, than these latter ar~b:btew Europeans.
The Australian never learns saqof the arte of
industry and civili•ation; he nemrs bah been
known to cultivate the groamL, ete builda
house, or to reside permanently na e ; mt,;
he never accumulates money, nor h1ha•ks eed
any notion properly spea~king of aevu1 it.
Those who are employed by the settlers oseeive
no wages--only their board and clothing, with
an occasional present of money to buy tobacco
and spirits. Even the native police, who are
stationed on the border to keep down the depre-
dations of the ' wild blacks,' get only nominal
pay. They are delighted to serve for short pe-
riods for the pleasure of riding about in uni-
form ; but they stick to nothing long. Various
attempts have been made toattach and fi them,
but all have failed. Like the gipesies, they are
untameable. They travel about the country,
sleeping always in the open air, and living on
yams and other roots, kangaroo-when they
can get them--but above a, n opaeums , and
never encamping long in one place. ach tribe
has its hunting-grou.d, and a trespasserain-
variably punished with death if caught. They
hang about towns and stations for the sake of
the offal, etc., and occaslonally do little jbla'to
earn as a reward spirits or sugar or tobabeo.
Like the Mantries, their numbers are rapidly di-
minishing, which is not, as in the Maories' •ase,
surprising or unaccountable. There is oneother
difference which is worth remarking, namely,
that the Australian blacks are not, and never
can be in the slightest degree formidable, as a
nation, to the settlers collectirely; because
they have not the least capacity, or even idea,
of combination, and because they never possess
the means of procuring fire-arms or ammuni-
tion. The New Zealanders, on the contrary,
are, almost without exception, well armed with
fowling-pieces and muskets, while,though there
has never been anything like a national feeling
or federation, embracing all the tribe- still
there is ample capacity for forming such alli-
ance; indeed, I have no doubt at all but that it
would be formed, if they had a cause which en-
listed aeneral svmnathv.
" It is remarkable that neither in New Zea-

land, nor in Australia, does the simple contriv-
ance of bOws and arrows appear to have been
adopted before the introduction of fie-arms.
The use of spears and tomahawks as missiles
prevailed universally; but these are very de-
fective in comparison. There are, I am told, a
good number of half-breeds who are good-look-
ing and intelligent, but I hear also that they
almost invariably prefer the savage to the civil-
ized mode of life. I have heard one instance of
a full-blooded native settling down into respect-
ability, as a shepherd, and what is more won-
derful, getting an Englishwomanto marry him.
I mention this the more particularly, as I never
heard of any similar case, and I never knew an
instance in New Zealand of a white woman ei-
ther marrying, or having illicit intercourse
with a native. All the half-castes are whites
on the father's side.

Tao.HuvnTaoatN. GItrPs•.-The social life of
this outlawed race, now numbering about 4000,
bears the impress of great moral depravity.
Under a tent, or a narrow hut, contaimning one
single room, a whole family lives, however nu-
merous, without any furniture, even without a
bed. In the middle of this room, a fire, their
never-failing companion, burns alike in winter
and summer, over which hangs the large soup
kettle on two forked sticks. Into it they throw
pell-mell all the eatables they procure during
the day, consisting of the most curious medley
of gipsy dainties-from a rotten egg to a dead
cat.

As soon as the boy enters manhood, he seeks
for a companion amongst the swarthy beauties
of his tribe, and after a short courtship makes
his proposals to the object of his choice, the
consent of parents being not much cared for by
either of the parties. On the wedding day,the
bridegroom and bride don their best apparel-
the former's consisting of a hussar-oloak, prob-
ably older than himself, of a red or green color,
furred and braided, and on which, if the owner
be wealthy, glitter large zinc or silver buttons.
The bride wears a red petticoat of many folds,
and a white skirt with short, foll sleeves, her
hair and neck adorned with copper coins. If
they are not compelled to go to church, the
matrimonial ceremony is performed in a hut by
the chief, or the oldest father in the band, the
bridegroom pledging his faith in the following
manner: " I take thee for my hut companion as
long as thou canst carry the soaytor"-a Fort
of basket-that is to say, till death; for a gipsy
woman is never without her szaytor, in which
she collects all the odds and ends she picks up
during her rambles. Then comes feasting and
dancing, in which each member of the tribeshares. On the third day, the merry-making
terminates, and the newly-wedded couple build
a hut, procure the implements for forging, and
commence their domestic life, with all its pi-
quant daily occurrences of bogging, pilfering,
idling, etc.

oENsOc SE MAITC;-MAKI••N.-Marsriage is at CGe-
noa a matter of calculation, perhaps more so
than any where else; it is generally settled.be-
tween the relations, who often draw up the con-
tract before the parties have seen one another;
and it is only when everything else is arranged,
and a few days pevious to the marriage ceremo-
ny, that the future husband is introduced to his
intended partner for life. SApuld he find fault
with her figure or manners,"he may break up
the match, on condition of defraying the ex-
penses incurrred. But this is seldom the case;
the principal object, that of interest, being once
settledathe bride follows the portion as a matter
of course, and is often scarcely minded. There
are in Genoa marriage-brokers, who have pock-
et-books filled with the names of marriageable
girls of different classes, with notes descriptive'
of their figures and their fortunes. These peopl.
go about endeavoring to arrange oonnueions ~;tf
they succeed, they get a commission of two• or
three per cent. upon the portion. The contents
of their memorandums are often very curious.
