poses of health to one of the members of his
family.

We have had much occasion to learn the con-
dition of Education, in nearly all parts of our
country, and to regard it as nowhere possessing
enough of the thoroughness achieved in Euro-
peanschools. To the latter, then, for a higher
education, we should incline, but for one invinc-
ible objection: we have been taught that, after
all, the best education is, the best one can get
in his own country. For this reason, again, we
prefer a Southern to a Northern School, even if
the latter were (as it is far from being) uni-
formly the better. Could it liberalizeus alittle
towards our Northern friends, we might be in
part reconciled to it: but it produces no such
effect.

We think we can with no little confidence re-
commend the Shelby school, as most soundly
and rightly conducted, in every respect; and,
we invite the attention of our readers to its ad-
vertisement, in another column.

We have complained before, and have reason
to complaincontinually, of the irregularity with
which the mails due from the North and East,
and from almost every other section, are receiv-
ed in this city. There is no other place of any
thing like proximate population and importance
in the whole Union made so systematically to
suffer as New Orleans. It really appears as
though labor and ingenuity had been expended
to perfect a menns for our annoyance. The re-
sult is the same as if such were the case. The
regular Eastern mails have not been received
as due for six or eight days past. There are
two back mails now due. Yesterday's mail
failed. This morning's mail has failed. To-
morrow morning's mail is lost somewhere
between Montgomery and Atlanta. News-
papers arrive here all the way from two to ten
days behind their time and letters get musty
before they come to hand. What is sent, is sent
with a strong trust in the chapter of accidents
and a belief as firm as Micawber's in " things
turning up." What is expected is looked for-
ward.to as possible and devoutly prayed for-
but feelings of certainty, confidence and assn-
rance are foreign to the matter and not tolerated.
We complain both for ourselves and our readers
-individually and for the community at large.
Every one suffers from such a state of things,
becausoe every one's interests are affected. The
old excuses are getting to be stale and tiresome.
There is no earthly reason why they should be
resorted to unless as screens to incompetency
that deserves exposure.

If the administration feels itself unable to re-
medy an evil continually growing tunder its
hands, perhaps it would be well to form a con-
tract for carrying the mails between New York
and New Orleans to individuals. There are
plenty who would undertake to do it in seven
days-and who would carry both the mails and
the undertaking successfully through.
