Silltaent, the " collective wisdom" of a great,
st enlightened; an honest and- a free nation
should be, that a good citizenis seldom instruct-
ed, and is only in the general saddened, by
reading the minuter details of what it says and
does.

There can be nothing that more decisively and
absolutely gives the lie to all thata certainpar-
ty babbles amongst us about "our progress,"
than a fbygreat facts which we will now ricite,
and whMoh every body of the slightest intelli-
gence will know that we recite truly.

It is incontestable that, progressively, in all
the branches of its Government, our country
has come to be.less and less ruled byits best and
ablest men than it was in the outset. Inal-
most every instance, the choice of each new
President has been a descent from a superior
to aninferiorman. Sinking, by regular gra-
dations, from the best citizen and ruler that
ever wore the sovereign power, we have come at
last to a point at which not only will that
power be conferred upon a man of the most
doubtful merit and no reputation, but one
equallydestltiite of even popularity. So that
(strage anomaly!) when we have come to aso-

"cept ur rulers, not at the hands of a wise,
patriotic andfree people's nierited choice, but
at that of a blind and reasonless popularity,
thatpopularity itself is become an open cheat,
a fiction, and a phantasm, gotten up for the
occasion, and by every body known to be so.

Such is our condition in regard to that which
is among us the power of all powers, the roy-
alty of our system, decorated with a republican
name, but in reality stronger, less responsible,
more kingly than the executive office* of the
British isles. Pas on to the great secondary
political power, Congress, and the decline, the
degradation of our councils is equally unques-
tionable, though, from the impossibility of a
like simple comparison, less tangible. But
every one knows that, as public, legislative
bodies, the House of Representatives and the
Senate have kept equal pace with the Execu-
tive branch, in itedemoralization. At present,
the one has lost all talent, the other all respect-
ability. To every man who has, like ourselves,
for but the least fourteen years, had the opportu-
nity of watching, with aclose personal knowl-
edge, the change and its regular progress, the
spectacle is most melancholy-the disastrous
'results which it prefigures, most apalling. Nor
is that common testimony to the fact, by all
witnesees, necessary to establish it: for who
can doubt that when the supreme office of the
Republio is bestowed so heedlessly, the inferior
trusts will be distributed with an at least equal
levity ?
, And now, to what is all this conducting us

with rapid strides ? He who cannot tell know:
nothing of public portents : he who sees not the
dangerous state of the case has never studied
the pathology of even those worst diseases which
slay nations, or at best ruin the entire health oi
their social existence and make their govern-
ment itself one long disease.

The symptoms which we have already brought
to view are alarming ones: but there are other:
which, if less conspicuous, are even more fatal
Not merely are all the nobler and unselfist
ideas of public life and duty departed from thi
breasts of politicians, but the mere commor
people have forgot their country and know noth.
ing but party. An universal demagogue cor-
rupts the leaders and besots the populacy. The
country rants with every wild, raves with every
mischievous and immoral opinion. The worst
and foolishest men and thihgs have come to belikeliest to succeed. Disheartened or disgusted,

rirtue and abilities are turning away from pub-lio life to those private pursuits in which alone
they find their reward. Wherever this last fact

ocours, the signature of destruction is upon the
body politic.

" SOLD TO THE DUTCH."

Why one who has been very oruelly taken in
is said to be thus sold, we know not, unless it
be because, at the time when the adage arose,
the Hollander was so much the keenest trader
in the world that he who dealt with one was
sure to get nothing for his commodity.

We are not fond of cant-phrases. As news-
papers are now better-written than books and
not only form the highest but will soon form the
whole existing literature, it is necessary that
editors should look to it that their dialect is
kept pure. If they let themselves down to the
level of that slipslop which the novelists or that
balderdash which politicians or that namby-
pamby which the poets give us for King's Eng-
lish-all is gone: the very women will catch
the soft infection of a degenerated speech : the
women, who are the guardians of taste as they
are the refuge of manners : the women, among
whom purity of morals and of dialect find their
last retreat, when lost everywhere else. If ever
a nation or its letters be running out, it is the
sex that must save it: as long as the sex is un-
depraved, there is . ope for men, hope for liter-
ature: both may be redeemed. Let the wo-
men, therefore, take double heed of their ways
and of their tongue. If they fall into the vices
of the time; if they consent to profane ttheir
sweet lips with cant words, with slang, with
those fashionable vulgarisms, which more than
all things mark a demoralized people and a de-
caying idiom, barbarism is at hand-that worst
barbarism, which follows, not precedes, civili-
sation: the barbarism brought back by the cul-
tivation of the sensual arts.

So much for cant. Yet it is diffiult to talk of
cantors without using it. Thieves' English is
the only one fit to mention some people in. We
say, therefore, that the greatest " sell " that we
have ever seen is that made of the South, in the
sase on which we take the following little article
from that always honest journal, the Richmond
Whig :

Are all the great men in the oountry to
have a chance of coming before the people and putting
theirpopularity to the teet ? Or must all of them, srave four
or five, remain content with fighting the battles of those
whom a Conventlen tells them are abler, or more avail-
able, men than they ? These are now the questions which

all true patriots are maturely considering. What willbe
their solution ?
If it is to be fashionable for every man who is afflited

with White House aspirations to come into the field armed
cap-a-pie with all the armor of years of devotion to the
country, with his own banner raised and blown straight
out by the puffs of his friends, and followed by his ad-
herents and clansmen, what a jolly time the good people
will have! What a quanitity of political tracts will
be spread over the country for Sunday reading ! What
a number of elegant speeches will be made every
night. (alas for the American Eagle !) Ilow much
money mal contractors will make from the carry-
ing of ' Pub. oc." HIow fine for clubs--composed ot
patriotic young gentlemen who are only busy in the
evening-for torcb-light proeessions-rows and every
sort of shindy-to say nothing of the elegant times folks
will have in picking up the money which will be laying
about loose and without any owner-and the bad whisky
with which the streets will be flooded IIow the boys
will join in the ehoruases, and how drummers and fAfers
and all the variety of wind instrument players will make
their fortunes. And after it. how many people will be
disappointed, and how ungrateful republics will be held
y vast crowd! Wiat combinations will be formed.
and spoils alliances concocted!
It won't do. It looks very well on paper. but the plan

must fail. The times would be put too much out of joint
by any such experiment. There is too much money in
the Treasury, and too many people hungering after it-
it's adhesive properties are too strong to permit of any
break to be so wide that it cannot cement. There are too
many ofices in the gift of the chief man of the nation.
and too many respectable omce seekers dependent upon
the success of anyone man for their continuance in, and
appointment to eituations, te allow of things taking any
other than a natural course.

At least they have but one chance against them. Open
the field-let every man come in-and their calculations
are all in the ar--there is twenty to one against them,
perhaps more. In case they lose they are absolutely for-
gotten. They can't stand this thought. They are a
powerful set just now. Leading political aspirants may
beln favor of a scrub race, and the people may look upon
the project favorably. But it's of no use--t!, reform. if
it be a reform, will have to be postponed.
