Ginro FTar el NE.o' YOR:e.- t have recelved by
telegraph a brief account of the burning of the Lafarge
House and Metropolitan Hall in New York, on the morn-
Ing of the ibh, by which over alf a million dollars in pro-
perty was destroyed. It seeoms that shortly after mid-
night on the morning of the 8th, some person pansing by
the Metropolitan Inall, in Mercer street, discovered it to
be on fire. The alarm was immediately given, and by the
time the fremen had arrived with their apparatus on the
spot and ready to play upon the flames, they had got
beyond their control. In fifteen minutes from the time
the fre was first dscovered, the flames buret forth with
fury from the roof and the numerous windows on the
Mercer street side of the hall. giving to the interior of the
building the appearance of an immense fiery furnace.
The fre soon extended to and destroyed the elegant
marble building fronting on Broadway, which was about
to he opened as a hotel. and known as the Lafarge louse.
It covered all the ground lately occupied by Nos. 667. 669,
671, 673, 675 and 77 on Broadway, and extended back to
within a few feet of Mercer street. In less than two
hours, portions of the side and rear walls fell in with a
tremendous crash. Some fifteen or twenty feet of the
outside wall fell and completely destroyed the ofieo of
the Bond street House. on the front floor. There was no
one in the office at the time. The greatest terror pre-
vailed among the inmates of this hotel, all of whom beat
a hsty rotreat. and notwithbtanding the policemen
stood guard at the door it is rad that $30.000 wan stolen
from the tables, bureaus. etc., and bhad there been any
wind blowing at the time, it is believed that this hotel
must have been burnt up also. The loss of the property
cannot have been less than half a million fdec ,lls. The
Metropolitan Hall was perhaps the finest Concert IRoom
in America. It was intended that Jenny Lind should
have made her first appearance in America in this hall
There was only $55000 insurance on the hallb and $117,-
500 on the Lafarge IIotel. A meeting of the principal
hotel proprietors took place on the lOth, at the Metrepol-
tan Hotel. to devise measures expressive of their sym-
pathy for the proprietor of the Laforge.

When first seen dead, he had a morning paper
clutched in his right hand. which goes to show that if the
deceased shot himself, he must have done it with the leht
hand, as the probability is that he could not have taken
the paper aftr being shot; death, as a natural coose-
qumneo of such a wound, buing produced almost in-
stantly.
