EASTIRN AFFAIRS-PFRItNCH CIRCULAR.

Ntri Yoe2s January 28-The Paris Moniteur has pub-
Jkbltraerelar addressed by the French Government to

ail the legations of France at foreign courts. The tone
of the document is moderate, bhut the stand taken by the
Gownnment is very firm.

It narrates the proceedings with regard to Eastern af-
fairs, sofar taken, declares that France, England, Austria
and Prussia have solemnly recognized the territorial
integrity of the Ottoman Empire: and states that the
affairs at Binope took place against all preceding iatima-
tion. Rumsia baoing declared that she desired only ma-
terial guarantees. Therefore, to prevent the Ottoman
territory and flag from further attacks the combined
fleets have been ordered to enter the Black Sea. The
ilrcular coenludes by expresming the hope that Russia

willnot expose Europe to new convulsions.
The papers state authentically that the French Gor-

ornment is diseattiled with the evastre conduct of Ans-
tria• and that a letter has been addresed to that Govern-
ment, remonstrating in strong terms, and intimating that
further socession from theprooeedinge of the other Powers
would be taken as signs of meditated heastilities and that
France would be prepared to abide by the result. France
also threatens to extend aid to Hungary and Italy in case
Austria persists in this policy.

It is stated that the Emperor of Russia has given orders
to the army tomake immediate preparatiohe for crossing
the Danube, a measure which forbids all hope of the ac-
ceptance of the last note of the Four Powers.

The latest adicess from Constantinople also lave but
little ground for hope that the pending negotiations will
have a satisfaotory result.

The news that the Porte had accepted the note of the
four powers, is confrmned, the Sultan stating that he
would not object to an armistice on certain conditions,
but he insisted upon the evaeution of the principalities
and the maintenance of the Turkish sovereignty. He
conoents to the proposition of a congress in some neutral
city, for the revision of existing treaties, and to consider
the proposition of further ameliorations.

When the result of this decision of the Turkish council
transpired, a tumult arose in Constantinople. The Ui-
mans soon after asseembled and declared that the spirit of
the Constitution had been violated.

The Cabinet was harmonious on the occasion of the
disturbance. The Council declared itself permanent.

The Sultan has deelaredto the French Embassador that
he would rather abdioate his throne than accept assist-
ance.

The Rousian troops occupied the Wallachian frontier
from Orsova to Croustadt. They were permitted to pur-
chase their supplies within the Austrian territory.

It was reported that Trieste will be selected as the
place in which the Congress of the four powers will be
held.

Prince Eeterhasy has'ot yet gone to St. Petersburg, in
cosequenoe of some political misunderstanding.

Instructions have been issued to the allied fItets teInstructioms have been issued to the allied fiete to
order all Russian ships of wain the Black Sea to Sebesta-
pol, and to force in the event of refusal. The Russians
ny that such a measure will be a signal of insurrection

in India Algeria, Greece, and among the Greeks in the
Turhish Empire.

Pensl.--The latest accounts from Persia are of a more
satisfactory character. A dispatch states thatthe British
diffieultiee with the Government are termlnated. and
that relations have been resumed between the Turkish
Charge and the Shah.

Bacoes.-At Louis Napoleon's levee, on New Year's
Day, he made a pacific address to the Foreign Embaesa.
dora, and expressing the hope that he would be able to
maintain friendly relations with all their Governments.
He asured the Ottoman Ambassador of his good wishes
and of strong sympathy with the efforts of the Turks.

The War Department
sates the number of men available for the field in the
event ofa genera war to be a quarter of a million.

ROWDYISM IN THm ST. CHARLES THEATRE.--
A daily paper of the city made un of esme quite severe
remarks the other morning In regard to the pollee regula-
tions of the St. Charles Theatre, charging, among other
things. that persons were frequently seited and ejected
violently from the house and dragged off to the Police
o'fee for trifling breaches of order. The writer might
have added that, in contradistintionto this, the meet
outrageous violation of decorum and decency, both on
and off the stage, are passed over ae matters of course,
while it is said that the mannuvring manager has given
positive orders to the police he employs to arrest every
person they may detect in the act of hissing the perform-
ance. This is an entirely new and most daring method
of obtaining popular applause. We begin to think, too,
that it will suced; the lovers of the drama have been
lugged off to the calaboose by scores for the last two
months, and when it is as easy to applaud as to his, and
one is liable to be dragged off to the lock-up and fined
the next day for doing the latter, he will be apt to reflect
before he expreese his disapprobation of what his judg-
mentmay ondemn. We venture to assert that at no
former period In the history of the St. Charles has rowdy-
ism and blaokogardism possessed such unlimited sway
within its walls as at the present time. The ears of the
audience are nightly assailed with all kinds of vulgarity.
profanity and obscenity, and the most pathetic passagee
are frequently greeted with laughter and jeers. Andyet,
the numerous arrests that have been made there lately
have not been from this clarass of offenders, but from those
who happened to express their disapprobation of some
thing in the performances that did not happen to meet
their views, in a manner sanctioned and established by
anelent custom. One of the sufferers by this new and
singular method of preserving order has lately instituted
legal proceedings against the manager and the policeman
who arrested him, and judging from what we have learn-
ed of the circumstances, we deem their position anything
but desirable or creditable.

Unprajudiced persons will regret to believe that this
system of police regulations has had any other origin than
a view to the preservation of quiet and decourum. but
ehould such prove to be the case. it must appear that the
management has not deserved the liberality hitherto die-
played in its behalf.
