ftg, pitying and secringtiegalthy mes, Heforwarded withot seruplo tho glO. nmtmnee
of Mirrbeau with Madame de M neir +ls fan-
ily and the ministers; he wrote hms to M.
Walesherbes and to the Minister of'Wit• fer the
pardon of his prisoner, ;ad so sotialte fhbera-
tion. He even allowed him togo at libert, on
his parole, in Dijon. Mirabensu avnil himself
of this door, which M. de Montherot oninten-
tiUlly opened for him, to fly into fwitzerland.
He drew nigh to Sophie, concealing himself at
Verriere. a hamlet of the Swise monntains, in
the vieinity of Pont

On the news of this lght, the fa•ilies of De
Riffey and Monoier kept Sophie i strict do-
mestic captivity at Pontarlier, but despair and
love enabled her tofnd acecomtilceiaongsther
servants to aid her in correspond tgwih Ilrm-
beau. She eonjured him to permit her iaseri--
fice everything to their re-nuoi,. pDsig the
night she scaled the walls of M. de Monnir's
garden; and, in the dries of a man, guaarded
only by a single guide, she elasibdsed over the
mountains which separate Pontarlier from Swit-zerland, erossed the frontiers and joined Mira-
beau at Verriers; there they concealed for a
time their name end their fault from the re-
searches of their families. They deluded them-
selves with solitude and with dreanse; but
neither of them had brought with thse the ne-
cessary means of existence.

Switaerland offered neither safety nor liter-
ary labor for Mirabean, and indigence drove
them to Holland. Mirabean, as yet unknown
to fame, or only known by the scandal of his
youth, nobly sought work from the rich book-
sellers of Holland, to whom the freedom of
thinking gave, at this period, a mnopoly of
political and phileeophigal publietions BRe-
buffed in the first instance, he persevered till he
procured the publications ot his " ~say on
Despotism." He labored day and night upon
all subjects to preserve Sophie from want; he
even prostituted his pen to those licentious
libels with which the venal press of Holland at
that time infected Europe. He earned his
bread at the price of his modesty, and con-
trived, by dint of his luneabratinesand the oer-
vility of a hired writer, to live t.:i'a
tsedtoerity at Amsterdam, under the
St. Matthien.

He was at length informed of
his daughter in the prison of Mad.
but he ws refused asight of her. "I could
destroy everything," he wrote through a mys-
terious channel to its mother

? " I revolt against
the whole universe. I could wish this moment
to make you a holooaust of everything that is
neither you nor me; but, very different from
Jephtha, I should make an exception of my
daughter." This fruit of despair did not sur-
vive. The first rigors of Mirabean's prison
were at length softened, not by paternal indul-
gence, but by the interest which his letters, full
of the deeparing eloquence of the suppliant,
excited in M. Lenoir, the manager of the prison,
and in M. Bonuhier, the intermedium between
the prisoner and the Government. He was
allowed books, paper, study, and even corres-r pondence with Bophie, unknown o the two

families. Their letters, which multiplied with
the hours as they flow, and were indefatigable
as hope, as burning as memory, as heart-reid-
ing as the cry of the victim on the scafftold,
nourished with delirium during two years of
solitude the famished soul of the prisoner.
This correspondence is the longest cry of grief,
of passion, and sometimes of genius, that ever
issued from the heart of a man.

Wearied, broken down by solitude, he de-
scended to unworthy lapses of character to ob-
tainhis liberty. He wrote obegene books, to
purchase, by this infamous reskurce, so ne re-
lief to the misery and destitution of Sophie. He
lent his eloquence anonymously to his mother,
in the judicial writings she pubhahed for her
defense against his father; a species of mental
parricide which noresentmen could excuse, and
which he himself did not attempt to palliate
when his conscience regained its proper tone.
He debased himself to his father by supplica-
tions and hollow adulation that belied his senti-
ments and his honor. He negotiated, without
her participation, for the abandonment and ban-
ishment of Sophie, who had sacrificed herself for
him at the price of her liberty. He flattered
the likings and dislikings of his father to redeem
his favor at an rworthy price, and by dint of
these unworthy icesions of feeling and char-
acter he at lengthlbtained his liberty.

Three years' eaptivity had subdued him, but
had rather perverted tha sinproved his disposi-
tion. lie was scarcely: n of prison when he
had to defend himself oi0"tecapttal charge for
rape, brought agaisaet hiiiby the Monusier fam-
ily, and to procure a reversal of the penalty of
death to which the parliglneot of Basancon had
condemned him. lie threatened the families of
De Ruffey and De Monnier with the fame of his
name, the power of his talent, and the scandal
of his revelations; and he finally obtained, by
the force of his threats, a compromise, which
saved his head, but let; a it;ju on his probity.
IHe stipulated, however. bhetre everything, for
the freedom and independent existence of So-
phie; but though still suffering under the dis-
grace of his adltuterous !,asion, he endeavored
by another lawsuit to r, ;-'mt hie outraged
wife-so much did '

t
e cureo her fortune-to re-

sume his name and return to the conjugal roof.
He went to Provence to pled this cause himself;
there, alternately hostile and caressing, he con-
founded the family of De Marignan by his legal
proceedings, and even went the length of reveal-
ing to the world the secrets of his domestic in-
tercourse, and of casting the slur of dishonor

n upon his wife Thecourtgavejudgment against
him, and rescued from him a wife whom he him-
self had branded with shame, eve while he
summoned her back to his arms.

His father having recalled him, allowed him a
miserable pittance on condition of his procuring
his mother's silence and undertaking the publi-
cation of his theories. He was crushed, how-
ever, under the burden of his debts; the conse-
quence of his faults still pursued him; his name
became disreputable, his inattention and for-
getfulness to Sophie, together with his disor-
derly life, deprived him at length of her esteem,
and finally of her affection. [Lamartine
