Arrival of the Steamship Daniel Webster.

IIIGIILY INTERESTING FROM LOWER
CALIFORNIA.

Six Weeks Later from Sandwich Islands.

The steamship Daniel Webster, Captain
Womack, from San Juan the 31st ult., arrived
at this port yesterday afternoon, bringing one
hundred and twenty-four passengers, and $13,-
000 in specie.

The Star of the West sailed from San Juan
for New York on the 31st ult., with three
hundred and ifty passengers and $1,000,000 in
treasure,

The Sierra Nevada sailed from San Fran-
cisco for San Juan, and the John L. Stephens
for Panama, on the noon of the 16th. They took
but a moderate number of passengers, and the
specie shipments were likewise below the usual
semi-monthly average.

The health of the Isthmus continues good.
The Chontales mines still continue to attract

great attention throughout the country. The
report on specimens sent to England for assay-
ing has been very favorable-the ore yielding,
in some cases, as high as one hundred and fifty
dollars to the pound. Mr. Borland, United
States Minister, is now on a tour of inspection
in this district, and his reports upon the sub-
ject will be looked forward to with interest.

Col. C. W. White, contractor for carrying
I passengers across the twelve miles land route,

has arrived with sixty wagons, which will be in
readiness next trip to carry passengers and
baggage to San Juan del Sud from Virgin Bay.
Another iron steamer has been launched at
Vanddrbilt Point, of light draft, to run to Cas.
tillo Rapids.

The United States left at San Juan the sloop-
of-war Albany, Captain Gerry. The Albany
was waiting for dispatches from Minister Bar-
land in the interior, which were expected hour-
ly. She was then to sail for Kingston and
Hiavana and thence to the United States.

Further news had been received from Ensen-
ads, Walter's head quarters. On the 18th of
Decenmber Walker's party was augmented to
two hnndred and seventy men, by the arrival
of the re-inforcements under command cf Col.
Watkins, on board the bark Anita, Lieut. Me-
Kibben had been killed by the military, and
Capt. C. It. Gilman, Privates Itamilton, Mat-
thews, Braypole, Wells, and one other, wounded.
In the different engagements the loss of the
Lower Californians was estimated at eighteen
or twenty killed, and as many wounded. The
fiortified post has been named Fort McKibben.
Private Bernar d McCormack was also killed
when alone in the open country. After the
arrival of re-inforcements, Capt. Gee. R. David-
son, aided by Crocker and Douglass, was, on the
19th December, dispatched in command of an
expedition against San Tomas. Without firing
a gun, Capt. Davidson dispersed the hostile Cal-
ifornians, and immediately returned to a place
near Ensenada, called La Gruila, where his
company was stationed at the latest adviess.
This is about the substance of the hostile opera-
tions, brought to San Francisco from San Diego
afby the steamer Southerner. The same accounts
represent the country as quiet, Melendrez and
Negrete, tIhe Chiefs of the Lower Californians,
both having fled-the former to the lower part
of the country, and the latter to San Diego,

where he has taken up his abode. The reports
of outrages havinng been committed by the
Eapeditionists are contradicted, and the peacen-
n1de inhabitants of the country are represented as
being entirely satisfied with the new order of
things, and as having solicited the friend-
ship and protection of President Walker. It is
also stated that some of the wealthiest and
most influential rancheros had come forward
and offered to furnish the Expeditionists with
horses, supplies and other aid, provided a suffi-
cient force could be placed in the country to
protect the inhabitants from any future emer-
gencies arising from such a course. President
Walker had declined receiving such assistance,
unless a remuneration was given. On Friday,
the lllth of January, the bark Antta re-
turned to San Francisco, bringing back Col.
Watkins, who had been appointed Vice Presi-
dent of thcnew Republic, under the new organ-
ization of the Government, which was made
after the arrival of the re-inforcements. The
object of Col. Watkin's visit was understood to
be to obtain additional re-inforcements, muni-
tions, etc. The news brought by this arrival is
a few days later than that of the Southerner,
and is confirmatory of it. Evrery thing re-
umained iquiet, and the forces were in the same

position Memorials from various residents of
Lower California, asking the protection of Capt.
Walker, are published, with the signatures an- I
nexed. as well as another proclamation from
the new President, and a decree establishing
the pay of officers and soldiers. The residents
propose to remain neutral.

C:alifornia, the force under my command had tfor
its lIjece the amoelioration of your social and po-
liical condlition, and the improvement of the
country by all the arts which conduce to the
ciilization of a people. We have witnessed the
draIibacks and dlsabilities under which you
labored while constituting a portion of the Mex-
ican IRepublic. We have seen you cursed with
a Government too weak to protect you in your
property, and yet strong enough to eat up a
very large proportion of the products of your

industry. It was to remedy these evils and re-
lieve you from the till incident to your political
organization,that we came to your territory and
have established the existing Government of the
Republic. This is why we have declared the
State independent of Mexico, and have issued
decrees changing the entire policy of the coun-
try; and we are confident that with the means
at our disposal, we shall be able to attain the
ends at which we aim.

Above everything else we desire to establish
order and quiet where before all was anarchy
and confusion. We seek to render property se-
cure anl to guarantee every man the possession
of what lie earns by the sweat of his brow, and
therefore we shall endeavor to protect you from
the wandering robbers whom the Mexican Gov-
ernment has not only failed to punish, but has
actually recognized as its agents and accom-
plices. Under the new Republic, no bandit will
be permitted to disgrace our flag by placing it
at the head of his plundering band; and the se-
verest punishment will be reserved for those who
seek impunity for rapine and crime under the
pretenres of royalty and patriotism.
Although war has been waged against us

without many of the restrictions imposed--by
civilized nations, we shall not permit ourselves
to forget what we owe to the cause for which we
contend. Our enemies have attempted to poison
wells, have violated flags of truce and endeavor-
ed by falsehood to arouse against us the reli-
gious feelings of the people. We shall nse against
them only the means which honor warrants and
truthdictates. Nor do we doubt that with such
means we shall be able to conquer all the oppo-
sition that may be raised against us. We con-
fide in the justice of our conduct and rely on time
and experience to remove the prejudices which
evil-intentioned persons may excite against us.

Under the new Government all well-disposed
persons will be protected in liberty of person
and enjoyment of property. Religion will be
respected and all will be encouraged in their
reverence for and worship of the Great Being,
without whose aid all earthly purposes fail, and
under whose protection all national improve-
ments are accomplished. And we call upon you
as good citizens to assist us in carrying out the
principles we recognize as the foundation of all
our rights and all our means.

Santiago Arce, Miguel Osio, Guadalupe Merron,
Jose Maria Bermudes, Manuel Valencia, Fran-
cisco Diaz, Francisco Zazurta and Francisco
Zapata, the following resolutions were adopted:

That the parties assembled at this meeting
considering their persons, their families and
their interests endangered by the critical state
in which this frontier is now placed, and wishing
to pursue the most prudent course in order to
protect their interests, have resolved to address
a representation to the Commander of the forces
now occupying the capital of said frontier,
soliciting from him full protection and guaranty
for our persons and properties; we, the memo-
rialists, binding ourselves in return, not to
take part in the present political affairs of the
said frontier.

It was likewise resolved that a person be
named to present the said representation to the
commander of the said forces, and to receive his
reply, with the conditions which may be stipu-
lated.

The San Francisco-Picayune says: The Fil-
ibusters will, doubtless hold on to their present
acquisitions until by reinforcements they feel
themselves competent to essay the consumma-
tion of their ulterior objects when they will en-
ter upon the real theatre of war and danger, by
making a descent on Sonora. Meantime squads
of adventurers are constantly leaving this port
for the new Republic, and we hear rumors of the
the intended embarkation of large reinforce-
ments within a few days. The presence of Col.
Watkins in this city, and other officers of the lit-
tle army, indicates that efforts are being made
to facilitate the designs of the invading forces.
What may be the ultimate result of the adven-
ture is, of course, purely a matter of speculation.

The Legislature of California assembled at
Benecia on Monday, Jan. 2. The annual mes-
sage of Governor Bigler was delivered on the
7th. The actual amount of State indebtedness
Jan. slt, 1854, is $83,001,455 70. The amount
of gold dust shipped from California in 1858, is
$82,300,309 42, more than half the total
amount of exports of all tile other States of the
Union, the estimated amount from the other
States being, in 1852, i•154,3:i1,147. The Gov-
ernor recommends an amendment of the Con-
stitution and biennial sessions of the Legisla-
ture, and estimates the total saving to the State
of such a course, with the reduction of the
salaries, which he also recommends, at $371,700
annuall.

LIuMNOiSs AND. MINING l'tROi'S:ATS.-All kinds
of business and mn;uing operations are extreme-
ly dull at this time The want of rain was
never more sensibly felt in the interior. The
dry weather has not only retarded agricultural
operations, but has absolutely put a stop to
mining in many localities in which large expec-
thtious were formed and extensive preparations
made with a view to the falling of the winter
rains. The resilt is a stagnation in business.
Rain has been falling for several hours with con-
siderable profusion, and should it continne for
several days activity and cheerfulness will be
diffused everywhere throughout the mining re-
gion. The dullness throughout the interior has
beenretlected upon the city, and in connection
Swith the immense surplus of merchandise which
Ilas been so inconsiderately poured in on us
from abroad, has produced a depression in trade
seldom before equaled. When the rains fall and
the shippers of goods on the Atlantic open their
eyes-not exactly to what is wanted-but rath-
er to what is not wanted in California, we may
expect an improvement in business, but not un-
til then.

LentotsaTtvE ANo PoLITICA.--The State Leg-
islature is now in session and business has fair-
ly commence I. The body is regarded as one of
the most respectable ever assembled in the
State, and the accomplishment of much good is
expected at its hands. At present the question
of anothler removal to Sacramento is agitated.
The probability is,it will fail. The election for
a United States Senator this winter, one year in
advance of the regular time, is the engrossing

theme, and has been productive of an intense
excitement in political circles. One of the ad-
vocates of the measuriC an ilauential banker
of this city, has been 'charged with having offer-
ed a bribe to a member.ef the Senate in order
toeecure his vote. The matter willprobabby
be investigated at the Capitol, to-day.

THEATRICAL AND McsIcAL,.-Mr. Murdoch's
engagement at the Metropolitan has closed for
the present, and Madame Aana Thillon makes
her debut there this evening. On Sunday night
week Mrs. Sinclair appeared with great success
at the same house, in the French drama of
" Kean"-a decided novelty in our city. Miss
Hlerron becomes more firmly fixed in the popular
favor on each appearance. On Monday week
last she appeared at the American on the occa-
sion of Mrs. Judah's benefit, and on Friday
night she herself received a benefit, the house
having been tlled to overflowing each time.
She is about to make a professional tour into
the interior. Mr. and Mrs. Bnker, having closed
their connection with the American, have gone
to Sacramento, and are now playing a success-
ful engagement. Haydn's grand Oratorio of
the Seasons has been produced at Musical Hall.
The Rousset Sisters are now performing at the
American, before well-filled houses. This well
known theatre is now under the management of
Mr. Jones. Mr. and Mrs. Thorne, and Mrs. and
Miss Pelby, are in Marysville.

Low L•oTLTOEmNoCa.-The great case of Col.
Fremont, in which the vast tract of land known,
as " Los Mariposas," was confirmed to him by
the Board of U. S. Land Commissioners, has
been decided by the U. S. District Court. The
decision of the Commissioners is reversed, An
appeal has been taken to the Supreme Court of
the United States.

The Board of U. S. Land Commissioners, on
the Tuesday of each week, continue to render
decisions in cases which have been submitted to
them.

In the Supreme Court a number of decisions
of an important commercial character have
been rendered, among them one affirming the
validity of the tax imposed by the last Legisla-
ture upon consigned goods, and the license upon
Bankers and Auctioneers. These impositiona
are regarded as not only onerous, but destruc-
tive of the commercial prosperity of the city.
A public meeting has been held in regard to the
means of avoiding them, and it has been resolved
to apply to the Legislature for .a repeal ofthese
features of the law, and in case this fails, to
carry up the case to the Supreme Court of the
United States.

GENEBAL xitMS. -The mail steamer Ranger,
which runs across the Bay. was blown up a few
days since, scattering the fragments in different
directions. One person, a gentleman of our city,
was killed, and several injured.

Our harbor was visited by a " norther" on
the night of the 5th inst., which did some damage
to the shipping, but inflicted no serious injury
other than the sinking of one or two small ves-
sels.

Returns from exploring parties are still
coming in. Dr. Wozenoraft, who has just come
back from Noble's Pass, in the North, reports
but little snow as far as he penetrated, and the
Pass highly favorable for the construction of a
railroad.

A slight shock of an earthquake was felt in
our city on Monday morning last, at about three
o'clock.

Crime in the city and throughout the State
is rather on the decline.

No important facts in relation to the move-
ments of the Indians have reached us.

Several more clippers have arrived, making
passages averaging about one hundred and
twenty-two days. This is the general average
of the season.

A great deal of real estate, in small lots, has
been recently sold at auction, in this city, re-
alizing handsome rates.

TmoEE MEN KILLEn.-The Auburn Herald
learns that a land slide occurred in El Dorado
Canon, near the flats, on Thursday night last,
which covered a cabin, in which four miners
were sleeping at the time, to the depth of six
feet. Three of the men were instantly killed;
the fourth escaped. Two of the deceased were
named Smith; the third Mitchell. The unin-
jured man is named Jenkins.

A breach of promise case, in which the
damages are laid at $20,000, is now pending in
the District Court of San Francisco, which has
given rise to a great deal of gossip, and has ex-
cited some interest in the city. The plaintiff,
Miss Mary Gates, has been a resident here from
the early part of 1850. Mrs. Gates, her mother,
before she emigrated to this country, resided in
New Orleans, where she kept a private boarding
house, and was well known as a respectable
lady-was received into good society, and held
an irreproachable reputation.

DEPARTURE OF FILtsoTrEoI.-We learn that
a company of filibusters from Stockton and
vicinity, left here last evening in the Goliah, en
route for Lower California.

The marksman who shot Captains Gilman
and J•IcKibben, of Walker's command, is said to
have been an Indian. So at least say those
who have a right to know.

FROM TiHE SoCrru PACIFtc.-The San Fran-
cisco Herald learns by an arrival at that port,
that the French Government have taken pos-
session of the New Hebrides, in the South Pa-
cific. Some resistance was made by the natives
to the French force, but without success.

SAN FRA•C'ISCO MARKET.

in its semi-monthly review of the market, says :
Since the departure of the last mail, 1sat

ult., our market has been in a most depressed
and unsettled condition. Prices for nearly
overy description of goods have greatly receded,
with a tendency still further to decline. The
demand for the interior having nearly ceased,
transactions for the past fortnight have been
confined to a local trade of little interest. The
greater portion oat sales made were by auction.
The receipts of gold dust from the interior have
come in soaringly, and accounts from the
mining districts and country towns are of the
most unfavorable character. The continued
dry weather has put a stop to nearly all opera-
tions in the dry diggings, and the rise in the
rivers has produced a similar result with those
engaged in their Leds. The heavy receipts of
almost every description of merchandise, and
the remarkable dullness of the season, together
with a scarcity of money seldom known in our
community, have had a tendency to destroy the
confidence that existed some time since in an
improvement in trade.

If consignors abroad will conform themselves
to the orders of our merchants, and not, as they
usually do, duplicate them for their own ac-
count, we may have some hope of extricating
our market from its present sluggish state. If
to the contrary, and our advice go unheeded,
the time will ceme, and perhaps it is not far
distant, when they may expect to see re-ship-
ments of entire cargoes of merchandise to the
ports whence they came.

Many of our merchants and capitalists who
were formerly very large operators in our mar-
kets, have now lost all confidence in such opera-
tions, and they are turning their attention and
interests to real estate, there being more surety
of compensation in this branch of business than
in the former.

Sandwich Islands.
Our news from the Sandwich Islands reaches

to the 29th December. The annexation ques-
tion is boldly discussed there, and there is, be-
yond question, a clear majority in favor of the
measure. That it will be adopted by the Hawai-
ian Government before another year, is almost
certain. Mr. Gregg, U. S. Commissioner, had
arrived and had entered upon the discharge of
his duties. The iGovernment has granted to the
llawaiian Steam Navigation Company, com-
posed mostly of citizens of San Francisco, the
exclusive privilege of inter-island steam navi-
gation; also of tugging in and out of the har-
bor of Honolulu, for ten years, with many
other privileges and exemptions. The com-i
pany's steamer Akami, is now daily plying
among the islands: she leaves the wharves
crowded with passengers and loaded down with
freight. There is business enough now for at
least two additional steamers of a larger clitss
and greater capacity. The whaling fleet is all
in. The average " eatchings " have not been
equal to last year. The quantity of oil shipped
to the United States this fall from this place is
81,909 galllons sperm, 1,660,423 gallons whale,
and 1,451,282 lbs. of bone. Freights are six to
seven cents a gallon for oil and one cent a pound

bor bone. Besides the aore frosh this port, tb
clipper ship Contest, Brewster, salled flr Taut,
having engaged some 200,000 gallonas whale oil,
to he shipped at that port. The averag
•atchings of 130 ship', which have cruised i
the Arctic Ocean this season, is about 6580
barrels. While the Ochotk fleet give an aver-
age of about 1550 barrels this season, which
is a better average than was anticipated ear-
lier in the season. The average for the whole
fleet of right whalers this season is (estimat-
ing four-fifths of the oil and five-sixthe of the
bone as taken during the season) 1190 barrels
whale oil and 11,728 pounds bone. In the sea-son of 1852, the average was @44 barrels oil,
and 15,815 pounds bone.

The nuber of whaleships which have visited
'he islads this fall, reported, is 262; and
the amount of oil and bone in the same is
20,W,7 barrels sperm, 364,520 barrels whale,
3,448,300 pounds bone. The number of whale-
nhips which are bonad home is large, and as
near as can be ascertained is about eighty.
There are now in port 38 whaleshipe, most of
them, undergoing repairs or transhipping oil
and bone.
