N•ow, let any man oonsider these strong words
of Milton,,end say if they do not exactly de-
scribe the sortof public judgment which reigns
in this land of ars, and as despotically as fool-
ishly defides every thing by its clamor? Is
there do ~A e no sober public opinion among

st? Musthat the nation be mad, North, or mad
South, or insane everywhere! What is the
matter with people ? what do they mean? whal

Swould they have ?
Mfr. John iitchel cannot be both a hero and

a low fellow, a genius and a blockhead, a pa-
Striot and a slave : which shall he be, then Is

it true that he is of either extreme? Possibly
not. How are we to tell what he is? Not by
bellowing; but by ceasing to do so. Bellowing
may be very good in it1 place: but we never
lheard of its assisting to enlighten any body.
Doa't be in such a hurry to bellow. Begin by
holding sober counsel with yourself and those
whowill help y lo judge well. When you are
gzre that you kibow which way to bellow, bel-
low, by all means, if there's any occasion for it,
or if you can't express yourself in any better
way.

'Tis agreed, then, is it, that, in order to settle
what Mr. John Mitchel is, we must reason?
There is no other way. Come, then! let us go
about it.

But hold! Let us first see how we are to
reason. Shall we reason so as to oblige his
friends? or shall we reason with a view to
please his enemies? We can't humor both.
Then, please God ! we'll try and reason with no
regard to anything but the truth.

First, then, is Mr. Mitchel a hero ?
A hero is a man who has, by his remarkable

bravery and prowess, shone in battle for a
worthy cause. Was Mr. Mitchell ever engaged
in such a cause ? He was. Did he ever riso
his person in battle for it? Never. There was

talk, much patriotism, much printing:
bhln fighting, except in the action of Slieve-
gammon, where just three men, we believe,
were hurt. If Mr. John Mitchel was there
-(and we think he was not) all the laurels of that
wonflict would not, had they been won by him
alone, have made him a hero. Then he is no
hero; and the first question is answered. A
brave man he may be: for the Irish are usually
brave. Butnot even Irishmen are heroes with-
out fighting.

:he, then, on the contrary, a low follow, be-
amuse be justifies Negro slavery ?
If merely believing Negro slavery not a crime

be his whole offense, the most glorious man that
.ever lived-George Washington-was as criminal
as he. So we need say no more of that. Should
the fact be, however, that Mr. Mitchel has sud-
denly changed his opinion of slavery-as he pro-
bably hae-that change stamps him as unworthy
of anybody's confidence, and as equally capable
of shifting, for personal advantage, his ideas of
liberty for the Irish or anybody else. The case
really looks ill for Mr. Mitchel. Born where
there is-especially among the party to which
he belonged-but one opinion, he was the fervid
follower of Daniel O'Connel, whose opinions
were the law for all Young Ireland." Than
O'Connel, slave-holders had no fiercer reviler.
If Mr. Mitchel can show that, as editor of the
"' Irish Nation," he ever dissented from O'Con-
nel's denunciations, he must stand absolved.
If his newspaper will prove that he assented to
those denunciations, judgment must go against
him. It isplain that, if innocent, he can prove
it, by appealing to his own editorial files. If
he does not produce them and show what he
said there, he must stand convicted, on that
failure. Meantime, that single point in the in-
dictment must rest undecided.

Is John Mitohel a patriot? Alh! that is
a thorny question ! For there's hardly a word
in the English language more unsettled. Some
apply it only in a very lofty sense; others, in
a very low one : some mean only to tickle with
it the ears of the crowd-for which purpose, in-
deed, 'tia one of the longest of straws: some use
itrwithout any real notion of what they or any
one else meps by it. Nor are the written defi-
nitions In dy better consent with each other:
the historians make only him a patriot who
sought his country's good, not his own: our
party writers style all their nominees for high
offce, patriots. Dr. Johnson, in his great dic-
tionary, tells us that patriots were, in his day,
generally rogues; andlhe was a man of great
sense, as well as truth. In fact, he who makes
an ado about his patriotism is usually a cheat.
Dryden looks on it as a popular cloak for pub-
lic crimes: he makes Shaftesbury put it on,
when disgraced at court :

theu, lcd for plnes, but su0l aftectteg fan.,
Usurp'd a patrior's ant-ntoitng sua:
5o easy et|I it proves, in fiotiou times.,
With publlu eal to unoerl prini eartcrei

And there is yet another poetic description of
these worthies, in the well known inscription
over the stage in an Australian theatre:

Trae pariota woe: for, bs it understood.
We lefo our ooeatry for our county's good.

Perhaps, however, the truest idea of a patriot is
that now prevailing far and wide, namely: that
he is a man who has kicked up a rebelion somne-
where, no matter what was to come of it, and
got a plenty Of people's throats out, while taking
excllent care ofhis own. Thegreatmodelof this
modern patriotism is Kossuth. What,then, is pat-
riotism ? Tellus; or how shall we ever be able
to say whether John Mitchel is a patriot or
not ? You answer : "A patriot is one who loves
his country." Thankyou! butthat'snotenoughl ;
he must love her better than himself, and
more than he loves any other country. Does
Peitcheldo this?' Yousay "he does," bolt so.
Then he loves Ireland supremely? "'ses."
Then he loves hervastly more than any other
country ? " Of course." Then he wouli prefer
her interest to that of any other land ? " Sure-
ly he woulnid." Well, we judged as much; hel is
evidently ready to snorifice this country to Ire.-
land. So would Kosauth, Kinkel, and all these
other foreign patriots do; they all want this
country to take their quarrels on its back and
fight every body, for every body that has been
whipped. Are they patriots ? Possibly: Irish,
Hungarian, German, Turkish; but not Ameri-
san patriote. That's all we can tell you about

Mr. Mit hel's patriotism. Can you gainsay
it? No.

Well: the rest isof no consequence. Let Mr.
Mitchel be the first of geniuses, orators, states-
men, and even editors: what does it signify ?
Isn't every body tlhat's any thing at all, all that?
Who, in this country of universal greatness and
equality, is ever lees than the most extraordina-
ry of men ? Mr. Mitchel was quite a star
down in Europe; but now that he has got up
into the sky with us, it will take Lord Rosse's
telescope to find him. Nay, he may get eclips-
ed as other new-risen starse often .are in
our American heavens; or he may go out forev-
er, like the lost Pleiad. We have three hundred
and sixty-five as great men as he, for every
new year; so we can bestow only a day's re-
nown on any one of our Immortalities. But at
least we do our best for them; and if we can't
give them a very long reputation, we give them
a prodigiously loud one.

THE P.AJDELY CASE.

When first the right of Mr. Pandely to oocupy
the position he held in the Common Council of
this city was agitated, we urged upon the Coun-
cil the propriety of at once determining the
question and putting it at rest. We urged it as
a thing due to the City, the Council, lM•r. Pan-
dely and his accusers, but carefully abstained
from making any expression which might tend
to bias •pinion in either direction. The course
of conduct which has been pursued by Mr. Pan-
dely, and the means he has taken to bring the
matter to a final decision, are well known in
this community. A suit for heavy damages
was brought in the Fourthf District Court by
Mr. Pandely against Mr. Wiltz and has been
pending for some time. The decision is not even
yet known, if-as is improbable-the jury have
been able to agree in their verdict. Tile case is
one which involves numerous very peculiar and
strictly personal interests. It is one which for
very evident reasons ought to be left entirely
to the judgment of the jury, unbiased by any
expression of opinion which might tend to pre-
judice them. On this account we were sur-
prised to see in one of our cotemporaries, of the
day before yesterday, an article which was
wholly and entirely one-sided and calculated to
form an opinion anticipatory of the verdict of
the jury, even if it did not in some degree in-
fluence that verdict. We look upon such con-
duct as particularly unjust and unwarrantable,
not needed for the information of the public,
accomplishing no good, and a culpable inter-
ference with the course of justice. We say this
in spite of our own sympathies.

Since the above was written we have heard
that the jury were unable to agree in their ver-
dict-eleven being in favor of the plaintiff and
one standing out for the defendant. It is possi-
ble that the whole case may have to be gone
over with again.

Louisiana Legislature.
BTson RoUsP•, Orb. 10, 1854,.

In the House, Mr. Cronant introduced a bill
authorising the city of New Orleans to issue its
bonds to pay the expense of drainage and un-
derground sewerage, etc.; which was referred
to a select committee of five. Also, an act to
amend an act for the consolidation of the city
of New Orleans.

Mr. Roberts, of New Orleans, introduced a
resolution to-day instructing our delegation in
Congress to use their efforts to procure the Na-
val Depot, which is contemplated in this State,
at Baton Rouge. As the Secretary of the Navy
has decided against the location at Algiers, I
don't know of any spot more appropriate than
Baton Rouge. It is the first highland that
meets the eye after leaving New Orleans, and
posses all the embellishments which nature
could give to it. and it only requires the aid of
art to complete the picture which nature has
commenced

Many local bills were disposed of. There
was nothing of a general nature except a pro-
position to change the time of meeting of the
Legislature to the first Monday in December.
Mr. Laues moved an amoeudment fixing the time
for the third Monday in April. Both the amend-
ment and the original bill were laid on the tablo.

The following preamble and resolutions were
introduced by Mr. Lawrence, of Ploauemines,
whlich lay over one day under the rules.

Whereas, by thie death of the late lamented
Judah Touro, of New Orleans, a large residuary
interest of his immense estate has fallen to
Rezin Davis Shephard, who has, in the noble
andi disinterested benevolence of his nature,
signified a desire to devote a large portion of that
sumn to the erection of a monument, commemora-
tive of Iris benefactor, and to the improvement
of Canal street in said city.

And whereas the erection of a State IIouse in
the centre of Canal street., at the intersection of
Rampart street, fronting the Mississippi river on
the east, and the New Canal on the west, built
of proper proportions and of suitable materials,
would not only commemorate, in ant appropriate
manner, the almost uneqlualed philanthropy of
one who, while living, gave profusely and bounti-
fully to the poor, yet suffered not his right hand
to know what his left done : but at the ssme
time ever stood out, in bold relief, as the most
conspicuous ornament of the city, and at all
time to come will fix, irrevocably, the seat of
Government at the great emporium of the south-
west.

And whereas another grander object might in
connection with the same subject, be accom-
plished, by converting the capitol, and other
public buildings at Baton Rouge, into an institu-
tion of learning to be called the Touro Universi-
ty-Therefore,

Be it Resolved, by the Senate and Ilouse of
Representatives of Louisiana, in General Assem-
bly convened, that a joint committee of--
members of the Senate, and seven members of
the IHouse be appointed, with instructions to
take these subjects into consideration, and with
leave to sit during the recess of the Legislature,
and report within the first week of the next
session, the probable expense of such an under-
taking, and what amount the Legatees of said
estate will donate, and what amount the city of
Now Orleans will subscribe towards the erection
of said capitol.

Further fighting was daily ex-
pected at Kalafat.

Two divisions of the Russian fleet, consisting
of twenty-five vessels each, at the last accounts
were eruising in the Black Sea, and a collision
there was extremely probable.

The Pasha at Belgrade had ordered the imme-
diate dismissal of all Russians from Servia.

The Texas brought $51ii,948 in specie. By
this arrival we have two weekslater news from
the City of Mexico. We are in receipt of papers
from the city of Mexico to the 4th inst., and
from Vera Cruz to the 8th. Such intelligence
as they bring from the quarter of main interest
--- the California invasion---has been anticipat-
ed by last week's mails from California. These
papers contain less than the same, borrowed
from the same sources, and add nothing new,
except the particulars of the capture and escape
of Itebolledo and Espinosa.

There had been a fight between a party of
Mexican soldiers and the Indians in Durango,
in which the Mexicans were victorious. This
has been a subject of great rejoicing through-
out the Republic, as it is the first instance, of
late years, in which the Mexican soldiers have
stood fire against the Indians.

The was a rumor afloat in Mexico that Chi-
huahua had pronocneed against the Gadsden
treaty; the pronunciamenteros declaring that
Santa Anna had no right to sell a portion of
their territory.

There was a slhipment from Vera Cruz and
Tampico by the last English steamer of t1,7o0,-
001 in silver.

Santa Anna has left Mexico on a visit to his
estate near J slapa. Before his leaving there ss a-
a Satet ball given by the Count de Cortina, Mass
ter of Ceremonies of the Imperial order of Gun-
dalupe.

There are strange rumors afloat in Mexico, of
the muanner in which the indemnity to be given
by the new treaty is to be disposed of, and thesumns to lhe paid to divers individuals, both Mexi-

ants and Amuericans, are specially named.

Texas.

By the arrival, on Saturday, of the steam-
ship Mexico, we have received Texas papers of a
later date. The Austin correslonldent of the
Galveston News, writing the 8:0th ult , says:

The School bill has finally passed both hlouses.
Its provisions are those mentioned in the letter
of your corre-!ondent and associate, I). 1t.
Two millions are set aside as a school fund-the
interest on which (t1IO.ltI)) to be distributed
amongst the counties, according to the number
of children of scholastic age. This will give
counties of an average population, over a thou-
sand dollars, and will certainly be of considera-
ble benefit in the way of paying teachers, be-
sides putting in circulation, annually, 10,l0O.
I look upon this as the great mteasure if the ses-sion. It is one I have fought fur for years, and I
trust it may result in much good to the tpeopleof
the State.

The tinate has been in session all day, One

of the most important measures which came up
before that body was a bill providing for send-
ing Conmissioners to Mexico, for the purpose
of procuring all the Spanish laws in relation to
land titles in Mexico and Texas; or, in other
words, I presume, the object of the law is to ena-
ble said Commissioners or other persons to man-
ufacture old laund titles or buy them up, and
again flood the country with that character of
trash. I understand the titles thus obtained
are not to be deposited in the land office, as ar-
chives, but subject to future legislation. It
would be a beautiful arrangement for old deal-
ers in Mexican land titles. The Senate also
passed another supplementary bill to the sixteen
section bill, granting or donating four addition-
al sections of land to local railroad companies.
By this augmentation, the local railroads are
placed upon the same footing as the great Pacific
and Mississippi railroad, or as they term it in
this vicinity, the Foreign Railroad of Texas.

Two new counties have been created, namely,
Karnes, on the San Antonio river, and Johnson,
on the Brazos, and two or three others are re-
ported on favorably. A bill creating the county
of Corgell has also passed the Hlouse.
