The construction of the Orleans Thentre, as
it was, i% familiar to people in almost every
sgesion of this country  Doving the last winter,
hawever, ie wad remodeled and enlarged, snd
rondered mucl move airy and beantifnl. Under
its mow arrangement the parguelle Tempined s
befare, bub the dress-giveie wes earyied forward
sopa to wholly over-avch the latticel boxes
bemerth, and extend noarly twice a2 far front
a3 the galleries atova, Dircetly ower tho dress-
circle, on both sides of the boitding, wes & ge-
oonid tier, and above that sl another gailery
reserved for colored people.  The dress-givcle
woa gustained Ly pillurs from the parquetls, Tt

the second and shird tiers. These were sua-
tained only by benme placed in the walls wnd
iran rols running between the two, without
yielding waterinl strangth to either.

The perforinsuecs Jagt evening wers for the
