We said, the other day, thkt we had, by our
article in derision of the pretended "Mission
of America," incurred the ire of our " hostile
friend" of the Baton Rouge Gazette, and were
therefore quite likely speedily to feel the in-
dignation of our "friendly enemy" of the
Baton Rouge Advocate. Accordingly, the lat-
ter, in great wrath at our poor pleasantries-
which were surely too harmless to hurt him-
falls upon us in such wise as here ensuett :

He tells us of his " laughter" at
our "mi ena' It is well the doesso-we should
never hAe taken the horrible contortion to
mean "laughter." His intention to laugh may
have been good; but his execution is a total
failure, and he would do well, lhereafter, to
write the word in the margin of all Iia fantastic
"counterfeit presentiments" of the mood of
mind called " laughter." We will not even ad-
mit that he smiled in any human way - the
only compromise we can make is to confess, that
he may have personified Milton's description of
grim Death, when represented as grinning
"horribly a ghastly smile."

This is certainly talking in a very victorious
btyle, and certainly rather more triumphantly

than mercifully or modestly. From the stern
manner in which our inexorable adversary
speaks of his exploits, one may perceive that
he is equally, formidable as a cook and fatal as
a surgeon; as an anatomist, he is lit to skin
eels; as a cook, he is fit to dress a dish of alli-
gators.

But our inamioable opponent, who scorns to
be anything else, cannot comprelend hlow there
should be "friendly enemies." Why, even ic
war, there are such things: whly not, thlen, in
the mere mimic battle of polities: In llomer,
we have the gallant Diomede-a knight long
before the days of Chivalry--and thie magnani-
mous laueous, who meet as foes only to become
friends and to turn their valor upon the abucd-
anee of other adverse champions, less worthy of
their hostile esteem. Why not we of the press,
then, if seen to be deserving of mutual regard ?
Did not they of the times of Knighthood meet,
in the noble tourney, to try each other's
strength and to test the comparative beauties
of their lady-loves, and yet with blunted arms .
Cannot we, then, however loyal to those less
bright mistresses, the political theories that we
adore, worship them, without cutting each
other's throats, or butchering and even "skin-
ing" one another? As for ourself, we have
fought many a bout, with fair but with generous
aras; and hope to do our devoir in many an-
other: If the Advocate is willing to meet us iu
hat sort of strife and to be with us foes as de-

Baon lRoust, Feb. 26, 1854.
There was no quorum in the House to-day.

Is the Senate, Mr. Palfrey called up the Senate
I1.l amending an act entitled an act to prevent
trespassers, etc. Adopted April 6, 1843.

It passed the second reading, but the Senate
refused to suspend the rules for the third read-

On motion of Mr. Lacey, the rules were sus-
pended, and the bill to improve the navigation
of the Bayou Manchac and the River Amite was
taken up.

Mr. King was opposed to this kind of legisla-
tion, and stated that the entire Internal Im-
provement fund amounted to only $16,000. If
this bill and others of a similar character were
to pass, what becomes of this fund? What be-
comes of the hands belonging to the State; are
we to turn them loose for the lack of means to
support them? He was opposed to the bill in
tote.

Mr. Wickliffe was in favor of the bill, al-
though the Amite was not so important as the
Mississippi, there were many good men, tax-
payers, living upon it.

Mr. Lacey agreed with Mr. W. in his remarks,
and in regard to the benefits received by the
Florida parishes from the State fund. lie
doubted whether a search-warrant in the halds
of the proper officer could find any spot that had
been benefited. The bill passed-18 yeas and
2 nays.

Mr. Richardson called up the House bill ap-
propriating $15,000 for the relief of the vete-
ransof 1814 and '15. Referred to the Committee
on Claims.

Mr. King called up the Senate bill in relation
to motions in arrest of judgment. This bill pro-
vides that no motion in arrest of judgment in
criminal cases shall be made after the case is
submitted to the jury. Passed.

Mr. Martel called up the bill entitled an act
to improve the navigation of the Atchafalaya
River, and appropriating $15,000, which, after
undergoing various amendments, was passed.

tMonUer, Feb. 27i 1054.
In the Hquse to-day Mr. Nixon introduced an

act to amend the act creating a revenue for the
use of the State, and increase the salaries of
certain officers. Referred to the Judiciary Com-
mittee.

?inr. Baker also introduced a bill authorizing
the Governor to supply any vacancies which
may occur in the office of District Judge,
whether by death, resignation or otherwise,
provided it does not exceed the period of one
year. Passed.

Mr. Campbell a bill to exempt the Odd Fel-
lows' Hall in New Orleans from taxation. lie-
ferred to the Committee on the Judiciary.

The House then took up the bill for the pro-
,ection of Merchants or Vendors of Cotton, Corn,
etc , in the city of New Orleans. This bill,
after undergoing various amendments, passed.

The principal discussion was as to the ime in
which the merchant or factor should have a
lien upon the property for the security of the
purchase money; it was finally decided to be
five days after the time of delivery. As the act
is one of great importance to the commercial in-
terests of New Orleans, I enclose you a copy
with the amendments annexed.

The House then took up the bill to increase
the salaries of the District Attorneys throughout
the State. This gave rise to a long and ani-
mated discussion. It was alleged that the
present salary was inadequate to secure the
services of able and distinguished lawyers, and
that the office was held by young men, who
were inexperienced and incompetent to perform
the duties. The bill, as reported by the Judi.
ciary Committee, apportions the salary in the
various districts according to the duties they
have to perform

It was amended so as to give to the District
Attorneys throughout the State eight hundred
dollars, with the exception of the District At-
torney in the Parish of Orleans, who is en-
titled to a salary of twenty-five hundred
dollars.

The Senate were engaged in tile discussion of
the bill for colonizing free persons of color,
which was laid over from Friday last. C.

STATE LEGISLATURE.
BAron ROcGE, March 1.-Senatc.--The Com-

mittee on Elections reported that Senator Mar-
tel was, at the time of his election, and is now,
a Notary in St. Landry, and his seat will be
tested next Monday. Mr. Ryan introduced his
bill submitting the question to the people of re-
moving the Capital. It was referred, with in-
structions to report on Monday. The House
bill to abolish the Board of Public Works, and
the bill to reclaim swamp and overflowed lands
created a running debate, and were recommit-
ted.

House.--A resolution was passed appealing to
Congress to aid the Pacific Railroad as a great
national work. The Swamp Land bill, which
occupied much time in the Senate in debate,
was recommitted. Mr. Grandmont's bill, re-
moving restrictions from obtaining divorce,
was laid on the table by a vote of forty-live to
nine.

The Sheriff's bill is now considered a dead
letter.

Liverpool to the 14th February, three days
later than the accounts by the Baltic. Hler
news is not important.

FIRST DISTRICT CoRT.--Judige Robertson.-
The affair which resulted some time since in the
death of a highly respectable and talented
young man of this city, Francis Duncan, full
particulars of which we gave at the time of its
occurrence, has hardly been forgotten by the
publia. Sergeant Saltzman, watchman Brewer
and turnkey Maggellanos, were yesterday tried
in this court on an indictment for manslaughter.
