We are indebted to Mr. Williams, member of

the Legislature from Lafourche, for several im-

portant documents that we had desired of him.

They are such as relate to the re-opening of the

Bayou Lafourche, i order to relieve its lower

part, where obstructions placed by General

Jackson to prevent the enemy's passing up, have

begun to hinder the water from passing down.

And as thus the water is freely admitted into

this important channel, at its upper end, as

*esa as the river rises some ten feet above low-

water mark, but is now very ill-discharged at

its lower end, not only is a wide tract of this

_ne region suffering frequent overflows which

are compelling the abandonment of many fine
plantations, but the adjoining State lands are

sharing grievously in the havoc.v In short, it
has become absolutely necessary either to aban-
don to the waters a large and rich body of
private possessions, with near 100,000 acres of

public domain, and to incur ruinous inter-

ruptions of the Opelousas Railroad where it

crosses the Lafourche, or to re-open the chan-
nel.
The Epgineers, whose report on the matter is

befbre,as, display at large all the details of the

subject, and make it clear that either the Bayou
must be stopped at its 'upper end; or some six

miles, at its lower, re-excavated, through a soil

and impediments almost impracticable; or a

out be made, about eight miles long, beginning
about'six miles above Lockport, and debouching

into Vte Bayou des Allemands, some ten or

twelve miles above where the latter empties into

1lee Ouacha or Salvador.
st the first and second of these plans,

decisive objections lie, for which the Report
may be consulted. The third is confidently re-
commended.

Accordingly, the bill introduced into the

House, and made the special order for yes-
terday, provides an appropriation of sixty

thousand, dollars for the execution of the
work; and that a further sum of forty thou-

sand dollars in aid of the same purpose, be
raised by special tax in the three parishes to be
benefited-thoseof Lafourche, Terrebonne and
Assumption.

Off the harbor Mr. M3. was spoken
by the English schooner Koh-i-noor, bounl in,
and thle master of the vessel, remnarkine threat-
ening appcarances in the weather, odeored to tow
the boat of Lieut. sit. back to port. but the latter
declined, and continued on his way. Shortly
afterwards sa very vi',lent typhoon came up sud-
lenly, and blew with terrific force. Neither
Mr. Matthews nor his boat, or any of his crew,
iave since been heard of. Two boats in com-
mandl of Lieut. Ibaleh and Lieut. Cooper, em-
ployed in surveying, made a narrow escape;
fortunately, they were near enough to land to
haul their boats on the beach before the heaviest
part of the gale came on, and were thus saved.
''he Plymouth, with her boats and those of the
American whale ship Bowditch, made active and
iiligent search for the missing ones, but, alas!
no vestige of them could he found They must
have gone •own, hopelessly and helplessly, but
the bereaved calling to mind miracles at sea,
will perhaps continue to indulge a faint hope
that the lost ones may yet be heard of: The
Plymouth rode out tile gale in safety with 4
sanchors down and lower yards and topmasts
struck. The Bowditchl and Koh-i-noor, were
blown upon the beach, but gotten olf in the
spring tides.

At last dates
scarcely any American tonnage was offering in
Cihina.

The mail from Jackson, Aliss., which departed
froma that place on the dith, and was due at
Vicksburg on the 26th, was entirely lost on rithe
night of the 25th ult., in a creek beyond llam-
burg, in Franklin county, about thirty-five
miles from hIere. The carrier's horse was
ldrowned. The mail cantaited Washington
papers and lettert, and all the letters and papers
on the route hbyondi IIamnlurg.

Boaao oF ALDERMtEN.-This Board met last
evening in special session, Mr. Lugeubuhl in the
chair and a bare quorum present.

The reading of the minutes was dispensed
with, and a message from the Mayor was read
vetoing a resolution passed by the two Boards
which placed certain carts and laborers which
belonged to the Street Columissioner's Depart-
ment under the authority of the Surveyor.
The consideration of the matter was deferred.

A petition from the New Orleans and Opo-
louass Railroad Co I pony, asking permission to
establish a ferry opposite Canal street and erect
a car-house and ticket-ofice, was referred to the
Comunttee on Streets and Landings.

A resolution came up providing that herr -
after no officer cf the city except the Mayor,
Comptroller, Surveyor, Secretary, Treasurer
and Secretary of the City Council, shall be fur-
nished at the expense of the corporation with
any newspapers except the official journal.
Much dis-slsion arose upon this important
question, several members contend in.' that all
the infor'mation necessary to a city Alderman
could not be derived from the aforesaid official
journal, and that it was pr ,posterous to suppose
this Boacrd particularly coul I be thoroughly post.
ed up without the aid of the papers. Mr Lugen-
buhl abdicated the chair and delivered kin.-rf
most rhetorically, declaring, among other things,
that no man's education could be considered fin-
ished (he meant probably nobody then present)
that, in tfct, no man was perfect-that he did not
conoider hiimself/infallible, and was not ashamed
to learn something occasionally from a news-
paper, declaring that he was a subscriber to
no less than nine ! ! Before Young America hal
finished his speech, an old fogy arose and de-
sired to know whether any thing was actually
in course of debate, and if so, what, in fact, it
was. Mr. Burke, from .the chair, replied, that
if the gentleman had been oblivious it was not
the fault of the chairman, and the gentleman
must find ears for himself. The speech was
then finished.

Mr. Burke left the chair, and taking the
floor, replied to the cry of " economy" which
had been raised, by an energetic denunciation
of the present City Council, their reckless ea-
penlitures of money, their whine of " e-c-o-n-o-
m-y," while making the most lavish, extrava-
gant, and useless appropriations, and declared
that he did not believe their 90 cents would last
them tour months of the current year. lie took
his seat, saying that he had given themt a piece
of his mind and felt better.

Mr. Yancey, who proposed the resolution, of-
fered an amendment so as to incluelo the Chief
of Police and Recorders of the city, and the
resolution as amended was passed.

A report was read from the Committee on
Streets and Landings, recommending that a
contract be sold for formshiag stone to finish
paving Clio street; also, recommending the sale
of the contract fir lighting all the oil lamps of
the city. Resolutions were passed in accordance
with the above.

A trifling report was then read from the Po-
lice Committee, and accepted.

And the Board s--on after adjourned.
