NEW YORK, March 9.-The Cunard steamer
Asia arrived at Halifax last evening, bringing
dates from Liverpool to the 25th February,
three days later than the accounts brought by
the Atlantic. The following is a summary of
her news:

LIVERPOOL MARKETS.
LIVERPOOL, Feb. 25.-There has been only a

moderate demand for Cotton since the departure
of the Alps on the 18th inst., and the sales of the
week reach barely 40,000 bales, of which 6000
have been taken for speculation, and 8000 for
export. Prices have been in favor of buyers,
the greatest depression being on the middling
qualities. The quotations close as follow: Fair
Orleans 6ld. Middling Orleans 5 ; Fair Up-
land 64 to 61, and Middling Upland 5id. per lb.

The stock of Cotton on hand last evening
amounted to 600,000 bales, of which 300,000
were of American descriptions.

The market for Breadstuffe has been dull, and
prices generally in favor of buyers, but without
any material decline. The closing rates are 41
to 41s 6d. for Western Canal, and 41s 6d per bbl
for Ohio.

Corn has been in moderate request, and is
quoted at 67s to 48s for Yellow, and 48s Od per
quarter for White.

There has been a good demand for Beef and
prices have advanced. Pork has been dull.
The demand for Bacon has been active without
any change of moment in the rates. Rice has
been active, without change in prices.

The Lard market has been dnll, and prices
are rather lower.

MONEY AND TRADE.
The Money market at London has been less

stringent and Consols are steady.
There has been no change of any moment in

the Manchester trade.
HAVRE COTTON MARKET.

The Havre Cotton market has undergone no
change of consequence. The sales of the week
ending the 22d inst. embraced 5000 bales, prices
closing steady.

NEw YORK, March 8.--The very latest intel-
ligence brought by the Atlantic was forwarded
from London on the morning of her departure.
Advices had just been received from the East
stating that the Emperor of Russia had issued
another ukase directing a new military levee of
nine men per one thousand of the population ;
the conscription to continue until the 15th of
April.

The Russian fleet bombarded the town of
Batum, on the Black Sea, and Rustschuk on
the Danube, the latter on the 10th of February.
The Turks were taken by surprise, and had one
steamer wrecked and six small vessels damaged.

FMsttcE-Exeitetment on the Bourse.-The
Paris Bourse on the 20th ult was exceedingly
crowded, and much excitement prevailed. The
funds gave way 2f. 45 centimes.

The Sei•te hwuing eas'laesilght until a4ate
hour and ordered the engrossment of the Ne-
braska bill, met this morning with the determi-
nation of taking the final vote to-day. The
epeakers to-day, up to the time of mailing this,
were Messrs. Bellof Tennessee, Dawson of Geor-
gia, and Norris of New Hampshire. Mr. Bell's
speech was, like that of Mr. Clayton, an able
exposition of the gross impolicy of the bill. He
dwelt forcibly upon the facts of the meagre sum
of white population, and the immense area of
territory over which it was proposed to give them
legislative control. The Senator from Illinois
seemedlo have a sort of mania for making ter-
ritorial governments, and if our people, like
those of Greece and Rome, rewarded great
achievements with titles and crowns, his ought
to be Clarissimus conditor imperiorum, and
with it ought to be bestowed not one but ten
civie crowns. (Mr. Douglas smiled affably at
the suggestion.] Mr. Bell was very confident
that the repeal of the Missouri Compromise
would have no such soothing tendency in quell-
ing slavery agitation as its supporters claimed
for it.

The vote will no doubt be taken to-night, and
the bill will pass by nearly three to one. So
far as the discussion is concerned in the Senate,
we may rejoice that it has come to an end. Af-
ter I closed my letter last evening, some of the
Senators got quite excited in debate and used
harsh language, but Chase and Sumner (who sit
together) have borne the lashing which has been
from time to time administered to them with a
degree of patience which would astonish a raw
Southern audience, and which would be charac-
terized by them as pusillanimous-indeed, if
their profession is to agitate, they seem to feel
the necessity of preserving themselves for this
purpose, and therefore take good care of their
own persons while they strive to hound on the
multitude.

The House has not yet got through with the
Homestead bill.

The Gardiner case has come to an unexpected
and, perhaps, tragical close. The jury have
found a verdict of guilty and the judge has
passed sentence of ten years in the peniten-
tiary; but just as I close this there is a rumor
in the city that Gardiner has taken strychnine
and cheated the law of its victim. Poor fellow!
what alternatives of joy and sorrow, hope and
fear, .have been his-a splendid fortune in his
grasp turned to dross and the forfeit of his life
paid for the venture! The verdict was most
unexpected by the public, yet it accords with
the general sentiment. The evidence was so
voluminous and conflicting that it had been sup-
posed no agreement could be come to in the
premises. Perhaps the public sentiment oper-
ated as powerfully for the conviction of Gardiner
as any of the testimony taken. This same pub-
lic sentiment does not stop with Gardiner, but
implicates others in the guilt for which he has
been, thus far, the only sufferer.

Messrs. Toncey, Everett, Fish and others pre-

sented remonstrances against the repeal of the
Missouri Compromise.

Bills giving land for the Indiana and Illinois
Central Railroad, and also for some railroad in
Alabama, were introduced on leave and referred
to the Committee on Public Lands.

A bill for the relief of purchasers and locaters
of swamp and overflowed lands was passed.

Mrs. Dix's bill, granting ten million acres of
land to the States for the indigent insane, would
have been passed, but for the interposition of
Mr. Gwin, of California, who raised what ap-
peared to me a singular objection. But first
let me explain the provisions of the bill as now
drawn-100,000 acres are allotted to each of
the States, and the remainder, nearly 7,000,000
are to be divided among them according to ter-
ritorial area and population. The lands are to
be located within any State which has them
subject to private entry by such State. And
Mr. Gwin declared that California would have no
lands subject to private entry for twenty years to
vome! This seemed a most extraordinary state-
ment, but he explained it by asserting that the
Government surveys were first to be made of
lands already located, and these were so exten-
sive that for twenty years there would be no
land for sale. I rather opine that the Califor-
nia Senator had an eye to the mineral lands,
and was anxious to secure these from the public
market. Dr. Gwin is a good Representative for
California.

The House has been all day upon a railroad
hill, and five minute speeches upon the Home-
stead bill.

To-morrow an election of Printer to the IHouse
takes place, and quite a number of candidates
are on hand, to wit: Messrs. Wendell, Forney,
(the Clerk of the House,) Nicholson, Curran,
Johnson and others. There will be a caucus
to-night to try and fix the matter, but a caucus
may not do-caucuses are losing their old power.
My conjecture is that Mr. Nicholson, of Ten-
nessee, who has recently become associated with
the Union, will be the fortunate man.

The printing is not worth so much as it has
been heretofore. General Armstrong has made
large outlays but realized no great profit up to
the present time.

In accordance with what 1 stated some time

since, the Senate passed a large number of bills
to-day, granting lands in aid of railroads,
several of which were of immediate interest to
Louisiana. It remains to be seen how the
House will act upon this point; but there are 1
not a few members of the latter branch of Con- I
gress who are directly and personally interested
in one or more of those railroads, and although
this fact ought to disqualify them for voting,
yet I have no doubt it will operate to make this
mode of disposing of the public lands a settled
policy. If any of your readers know of good
openings for railroads, where the track can be
made to pass through the public domain, let
them make haste to secure charters and organ-
ize companies.

After the Senate had disposed of a batch of
these bills Mr. Dawson, of Ga., suggested that
it was a favorable moment to take up Mrs.
I)ix's bill for land to the States; but some one
had an amendment to propose, so the relief for
the indigent insane must wait. The madness
which finds favor with our legislators is that
sort which has method in it.

Mr. Cass delivered himself upon the Nebraska
bill. There are probably few who care to know
by what process of reasoning the ex-candidate
fixes himself to any new position on the slavery
question. He always veers with the popular
wind. Mr. Casm played an old card of his by
giving out some oracular warnings of the design
of England and France to curb the progress of
this country in the acquisition of territory, but
his vaticinations have ceased to attract much
attention. Mr. Cass had no doubt that the
President would be found ready to discharge his
duty, etc. Now upon this hint I have somethingto
say'. There is not, in the entire Senate of these
United States a single gentleman who enioys the
confidence of the President This may seem
strange, and indeed it may seem incredible, but
1 assert the fact from the most conclusive au-
thority, and 1 add that, in Executive session,
when various nominations have been under con-
sideration, there has been no one Senator to re-
spood for the President.

Tout MlcDoxoou WIt.t Cas~.--The opinion of
the Supreme Court in the great M*cDonogh will
case was delivered by Judge Campbell. It con-
sisted of thirty-two manuscript pages, was
drawn with great ability, and concurred in by
the whole Court. The points decided in the
case are,.that the citizens of New Orleans and
Baltimore are the legatees of OlcDonogh, and
that the legacy is vahd; that the destination of
the legacy for the education of the poor is obli-
gatory, and that the courts of the State can
enforce the application; that there are no sub-
stitutions included in the legacy, and that the
illegal restraints upon the alienation or divi-
sion of the property, and for the appointment
of special agents for its management, do not
avoid it; that the heirs have no interest in the
validity of the annuities, for if they fail they
will go to the cities. The Court does not decide
upon the validity of them. The Court further
decides that the States of Louisiana and Mary-
land oould have excluded the heirs.
