Brn of the ec etboat Caroine onWailts atwtr.

The Memphis Enquirer of the 10th inut. gives
the following particulars of the Ibunlng of the
Memphis and White River steambontCasdlte,
on White River, on Sunday afternoon, the atb
inst., a report of which melancholy disaster
reached this city on Monday :

Our city was thrown into great excitetmtnt
early yesterday morning by the rumor, brought
here by a passenger on the steamboat Amerina.
of the burning of the Caroline, a Memphis and
White river packet. The rmnor was onflmed
by the arrival of Mr. Polger, woo wj ucsptai -
orf the Caroline. He arrived Sethofit. Jolas.
We learn from him, that fire was disce!i on
the Caroline between three and four o'clock
last Sunday afternoen, about twenty miles
above the mouth of White river It appears
the fire originated beneath the boilers, and in.a
very phort time the entire boat was enveloped
in a sheet of flame. There wore many passen-
gers on board, moasty emigrating families; and
between forty and fifty of them were either
burned or found a watery grave. The captain
(Mr. Folger) was in his room, in the act of
lying down, when the fire was first diseovered:
and, although hearing a commotion on board,
he was not aware that the boat wason fire, until
the steward told him to save himself. Mr. John
Trice, one of the pilots, was at the wheel, and
after getting the order from the captain to run
the boat ashore, like young Cases Bianca, stood
at his post, and perished in toe flames, not.
however, until he had put the buruing vessel
against the shore. Alas, poor Trice! a monn
ment should be built to perpetuate thy heroism

Mr. Trice left his watch only once and then
only for a moment to awaken the Captain for
instructions how to steer the boat. Being told
to put her into shore, he stood at the wheel,
and was never seen again !

A large circle of relatives and friends will be
shocked to learn that Captain James Creighton
is among the lost. Mr. Greighton, with great
presence of mind, undressed himself partly.
swung to the lower guard of the boat and then
jumped into the river, and commenced swim-
ing to the shore. When last seen he was giving
the Odd Fellows' sign of distress.

And degab came Moos and swift,And paugless.
We knew Creighton long and well. He was
man of fine impulse.
A number of persons took possession of the

yawl, all of whom were drowned, caused by the
sinking of the yawl from the overload. It is
supposed there were sixteen persons in the yawl
at the time it sunk.
There were ten deck hands on board, only

two of whom were saved. They shipped from
St. Louis.

veil, E. M. Martin; nusanna E. Pool, Henshaw's
child; Mr. - , Shelby county, Tenn., (oon-in.
law of Mr. Wotham,) his widowed sister and her
three children and single sister.

A large amount of money was lost, Captain
Folger having five thousand dollars in the safe,
and Mr. Penn, a passenger, between three and
four thousand dollars. There was also a pack.
age of money in the safe for Mrs. Wilbanks.
whose husband died recently at the Commercial
Hotel, in this city, and whose remains were on
the boat.

Very few of the large number of deck pas-
sengers were saved. There were several women
and children lost, whose names are unknown.

The boat burnt to the surface of the water,
which running in at the stern, raised the hull
up, and it then swung off, floating into the
stream, where it sunk in thirty feet water. The
burning of the boat was the work of a few
moments, and the passengers and crew of the
boat lost everything.

The Caroline was owned by Capt. Jas. Clark
of Chicago, Ill. It was valued at twelve thousand
dollars, and insured in this city for five thousand
dollars.

We hear of many heart-rending scenes, one of
which we record. An old gentleman plunged
into the river with a child in each arm. He
buffetted the relentless waves, but the etruggli
was vain. He sunk twice, when he released his
dear little ones to gain a moment's respite.
Catching themup again almost lifeless, he again
sunk and rose alternately. He was enabled,
howpver, to reach a large tree standing in the
edge of the water. He laid the children within
the forks of the tree; but they were dead !

The dreadful catastrophe has carried desola.
tion to many families in this city and the adja-
cent country. Capt. Creighton, who is among
the number, was a citleen of this place, where
his aged parents, brothers and sisters reside
To them it is a terrible blow. He had, too, a
large number of friends, to whom his untimely
loss carries the deepest affliction. He was a
warm hearted, active, energetic man, imbued
with all those qualities which attach men to
their possessor. But the loss of Mr. Trice ie
peculiarly distressing. Young, full of life and
hope, he had just married a young and beauti-
ful wife (daughter of Hume F. Hill, Esq ,) who
fortunately remained at home during this terri
bly disastrous trip. In West Tennesse and
North Mississippi, as will be seen by the list of
names, there have been heavy and most did
tresssing losses. The paper which carries this
sad news will spread gloom and anguish in many
homes. It is one of the most heart-rending dis
asters we ever had to record.

John L Avery, Captain R. Robinson,

struck a snag on the afternoon of Thursday, the
9th, about ten miles above Fort Adams, and
sunk immediately The Avery left this city on
the evening of the 7th, hound for Cincinnati,
with a large freight on board and a great num-
her of passengers ; not less, it is thought, than
three hundreti, of which one hundred were cabin
pass. ngers. It eeems that the Avery was, at
the time the accident occurred, racing with the
Sultana. The former was so heavily loaded that
the water would oocasionally come up to her
guards. The Courier says:
" The boat was about 150 to 200 yards from

the Louisiana shore, when she struck the snag.
The fore part appeared immediately to separate
from the hind portion; the chimneys going over-
board, and the stern rapidly settling. As the
stern settled the cabin careened, rolling over-
board a large number which had gathered upon
it for safety. The sinking was almost in-
stantaneous; some of the passengers stating
that it was hardly over two minutes, and others
that not more than four or five minutes elapsed
at the utmost, before all was over, and the en-
tire steamer out of sight, except the top of her
upper cabin, on which were congregated most
of the passengers who were saved., Many were,
however, afterwards rescued from the water.
The wind at the time was very high, and the
waves rolled with quite a heavy swell The
steamer Sultana, which was immediately behind,

came aloagelde in the comesar E aa tre,
and snmeeeded i0 rTeseflhg these, gg tythe
wreek, and also several faud ig in the
river."

Sire--The difference whih has arifa beteen
your Majesty and the Ottoman Porte bisa as-
sumed such a grave aspect, that I think itisight
myself to explain direetly to yoar Majesty the
part which France has taken in this question,
and the means which suggest themselves- to me
in order to avoid the dangers which menace the
tranquility of Europe.

The note which your Majesty has just sent to
my Gorernment,.and to that of Queen Victoria,
endeavors to prove that it was the system of
pressure adopted from the commencement of the
two maritime powers which alone involved the
question in bitterness. On the contrary, ac-
cording to my view, the matter would have con-
tinued a Cabinet question, if the ocoupation of
the two Principalities had not suddpnly -trans-
ferred it from the region of discussion to that of
fact. Nevertheless, althouigh your Majesty's
troops had entered Wallachia, we advisaet the
Porte not to consider that occupation as a
warlike act, thus proving our extreme desire for
conciliation. After I had consulted with En-
gland, Austria and Prussia, I proposed to your
Majesty a note, designed to give satisfaction to
all. Your Majesty accepted it. We had hard-
ly, however, been informed of this good news
when your Minister, by explanatory commen-
taries, destroyed all the conciliatory effects of
it, and thus prevented us from insisting at Con-stantinople upon its pure and simple adoption.
The Porte, for its own part, suggested some mod-
ifications in the note to which the Representa-
tive, of the Four Power. at ,Vienna were not
disposed to agree. They were not, however,
agreed to by your Majesty. It was then that
the Porte, wounded in his dignity, its independ-
ence threatened, and being compelled to raise
an army to oppose that of your Majesty, pre-
ferred to declare war rather than remain in a
state of uncertainty and humility. The Porte
had claimed our support; the cause of thePorte
appeared to us to be a just one, and the English
and French squadrons were therefore ordered to
the Bosphorus.

Our attitude in reference to Turkey was tbat
of a protector, but it was passive. We did not
incite her to war. We unceasingly addressed
to the ears of the Sultan the advice of peace and
moderation, persuaded that this was the best
mode of coming to an agreement, and the Four
Powers consulted together again, and submitted
to your Majesty some other propositions. Your
Majesty, on your part, exhibiting the calmness
which arises from the consciousnees of strength,
contented yourself with repulsing from the left
bank of the Danube, as in Asia, the attacks of
the Turks; and, with the moderation worthy of
the chief of a great Empire, your Majesty de-
,dared that you would act on the defensive. Up
to that period, then, we were, I may say, in-
terested spectators, but simply spectators of the
dispute, when the affair of Stoope compelled us
to take a more decisive part. France and
England had not thought it nece ssary to send
troops to the assistance ot Turkey. Their flag,
therefore, w ,s not engaged in theconfliets which
took phlae uu hland. But at sea it was very
different. , re were at the entrance of the
Bosphorus is.0e thousand guns, the existence
of which procl.iio.ed loudly enough to Turkey
that the two leading m aritime powers would not
allow her to be attacked by sea. The affair at

inope was for us as paintul as it was unexpect-
ed; for it matters httle to us whether or not
the Turks wished to convey munitions of war
to the Russian territory.

In fact, Russian ships attacked Turkish ves-
sels in the waters of Turkey,while these vesse's
were riding quietly at anchr in a Turkish port.
The Turkish vessels wer. destroyed, in spite of
the assurance that there was no wish to com-
moence an aggressive war, and in spite of the
vicinity of our squadrons. It was no longer
our policy which received a eheck, it was our

military honor. The sound of the cannon shot
at Sinope reverbera•t painfully in the hearts
of all those who in Olapd and France respect
national diguity There was a general partici-
pation in the sentiment that wherever our can-
non can reach our allies ought to be respected.
Out of this feeling arose the order to our squad-
rons to enter the Black Sea, ant to prevent by
force, if necessary, the recurrence of a similar
event. Thence arose the collective notification
sent to the Cabinet of St. Petersburg, announc-
ing that if we prevented the Turks from making
an aggressive war upon the coast of Russia. we
would also protect the Turks on their.owa terri-
tory. As to the Russian fleet, in'prohibiting its
navigation of the Black Sea, we.plaeadlitwlpon
a different condition, because it was impateant
during the war to preserve a guarantee acgs-
lent in force to the occupation of the Tuciah
territory, and thus facilitate the conoluglon of
