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Detafls of the News by the Atlantic.
The steamship Atlantic arrived at New York

on the 8th inst. From the New York Herald of
the 9th inst. we make up the followaing summary
of the intelligence received by this arrival,
which will be found of great interest:

GREAT BRITAIN.

The Liverpool limes of the 23d nit. says:
This is an exciting day in Liverpool. The

city is all alive with the pomp and circumstance
of war. Bells are pealing from every spire, and
banners waving from every public building.
Tens of thousands of spectators line the hanks
of the river, and crowd even the housetops to
catch a glimpse of the troops embarking 

" 
for

the war." A vestige of John Ball's old martial
spirit has revived, and the cheers of the assem-

bled multitude testify how popular, after all, a
great war is.

Nor is the enthusiasm at all diminished by
noticing the fine appearance of the men em-
barking. To-day, only 3000 bayonets go on
board, but they carry with them regimental
colors inscribed with all spirit-stirring names
-the Peninsula, Talavera and Waterloo-to
which hope already adds "'the Danube !' At
the same moment that these men are being em-
barked, other regiments are embarking from
Dublin, Southampton, and we have reason to
believe from Toulon and Africa. The most
sceptical have now reason to believe that Eu-
rope stands under the shadow of a greet war,
of which no one can venture to predict the end.
At the present moment all seems hope and
confidence, with, however, among the women
-of whom thousands are assembled-a feeling
of sadness,

"Over the unretauring brve, slal!-..
The latest intelligence from Liverpool at noon

of the 23d ult say :
The ships Manilla and Niagara will sail with

3000 men to-day. The Cambria and Vulcan
with 1600 on Friday; the Himalaya with 1400
on Friday; the Emu and Simoon with 2000 this
day week, and the Golden Fleece and Attraton
with 2200 shortly afterward.

The Mediterranean brigade will be formed
from the 44th at Gibraltar and two regiments
at Malta.

The third battalion of Grenadier Guards left
St. George's Barracks, London, at 4:30 for
Southampton. The crowd of spectators was so
great that it became difficult to preserve a pas-
sage, and the tro: ps and people presented a com-
pact mass. The cheering was vociterous.

The shipment of troops goeson. More volun-
teers than can be provided for continue to offer,
and recruiting for private men is quite success-
ful in filling the ranks. Lord Ragland has been
appointed to the command in chief. Prince Al-
bert has reviewed the Guards. At Liverpool
the troops are embarking to-day (22d) on board
the Niagara, and the Cambria has sailed for
Kingston to take a regiment on board there.
The Niagara has been fitted up specially for
the transport of troops. On deck, forward,
stabling has been erected for twelve horses, be-
longing to the officers. The deck-houseis fitted
with two parallel tables for dining: and the
saloon is fitted with three sliding tables for the
same purpose. The space on each side of this
house is covered with an awning to the bulwarks,
and movable tables are placed along the whole
length af the deck. The second cabin, below,
is fitted up with six rowsof berths, about 250.
On the lower deck there are three hundred other
berths, and forward, a number, which makes up
about one thousand in all; and' still leaving
sufficient space for the health and convenience
of the men on board.

At Southampton the fleet of steam transports
hired by Government, is fully equipped and
ready for sea; it is composed of the screw-
steamer Himalaya, 3560 tons, Ripen, 1900 tons;
Manilla, 635 tons; Orinoco, 2750 tons; Emu,
1660 tons. Of these the Ripon, Emu, Manilla
Orinoco were to sail Wednesday 22d, same day
as the Niagara and Cambria. Ships are being
rapidly put in effective state for the Baltic fleet,
among others the Neptune 120, St. Vincent 101,
Blenheim 60, Cssar 91, at Portsmouth; Repulse
90, at Pembroke; Majestic 80, Cressy 80, Mo-
narch 84, at Sheerness; Royal William 1"20, St.
George 120, Ajax 58, at Plymouth; with several
others at the other naval yards. Admiral Cor-
ry's fleet is in the highest state of efficiency.
On the night of the 26th ult., while at sea, the
Admiral, without giving previous notice, or-
dered the drums to beat to action; in three and
a half minutes from the heat of the drum, the
first gun was fired, and within six minutes every
ship in the fleet had fired a broadside. No day
has been yet fixed for the embarkation of the
Artillery (land) force, but men, horses and guns
are assembling at Woolwich.

A letter from London, dated Feb. 21, says:
The manning of the navy proceeds with a de-

gree of enthusiasm little con.emplated, the dif-
ficulty of getting men durirg the present scarc-
ity of hands and the prevalence of high wages
in the merchant service, having been looked
upon as sure to prove one of the greatest ob-
stacles that the Government would have to en-
counter. Volunteers pour in on all sides, and
all anxiety on the subject is now totally re-
moved. The same may be said with regard to
the army, especially in Ireland, where the num-
ber of men offering has been such as to cause
the authorities to increase the regulation height
at which they are to be admitted.

The Queen had issued a proclamation forbid-
ing the exportation of arms, ammunition and
marine engines, or parts thereof. On an ex-
planation in Parliament, the Government stated
that machinery will be allowed-to be sent to
friendly nations.

A dreadful colliery explosion occurred in the
Arley mine of the lnce Hall Coal Company,
near Wigan, on the afternoon of the 18th.
About 240 men and boys were in the pit. Soon
after three o'clock the persons above ground
heard two loud explosions, and immediately a
signal was made from below to haul up the mi-
ners. Thirty men were immediately hauled up
from the south shaft, and reported that the
north shaft was on fire in such a manner as to
cut off the retreat of the rest of the workmen
It was some hours before the fire could be ex-
tinguished so as to allow a body of searchers to
descend. On arriving at the north level they
ifound the unfortunate men piled up in heaps

and dead Eighty bodies were at once taken
up, and from another part of the shaft twenty-
four bodies. Only a few, and those mu -h ex-
hustecd, were got out alive. Some few had
escaped into another pit, so that the exact numo
her lost is not known, but as forty persons were
known to be in a part of the mine where the roof
lhad fallen in, the number of the dead cannot
he less than one hundred and twenty. In the
same mine sixty lives were lost by an explosion
in March of last year.

IMPORTANT DEBATE IN THE ENGLISH PARLIAMENT. i

In the Commons on the 24th, Mr. Cobden put
the question whether the Government had issued
any directions as to the blockade of Russian
ports ? Lord John Russell replied that no such
order had been issued. Sir J Walsh demanded
if the King of Greece favored the alleged insur-
rection among the Greek subjects of the Porte ?
Lord John Russell replied that no information
to that effect had reached the Government.

The adjourned debate on the Russian and
Turkish diffiolty wae Bain reauled in the

House of Common by Mr. Cobden. Mr. Cbegan by obsering that this was not an ab
stract questin of interference or non-interfer.
ence, but of actual wa between England on tho
one band and Rusia on the other. He shoual
confine himself to this practical aetio, and in
order to understand it, he weld begin with the
negotiations of M. De Lvalerte, in 1861, with
reference to the Holy Places. Prom hat point
he traced the diplomacy of theWestern Power
to the time of the Vienna note, sod eontende
that the only difference between the views of
Rnueia and the Western Powers consisted in thsl
that the latter wished the wronas of the Greek
tubjects of the Sultan to be redressed by them
selves and not by Russia. Mr. Cobden farther
contended that the Government of Turkey wer
in every respect a despotism, and that the
Western Powers were supporting a Mshoonedia
minority against the Christian majority. Fur
ther, he stated that the Russian trade was of
thrice the importance to Britain of the Turk
ieh. He next inquired how a war was to be
carried on with so great a military power, tn.or
he thooght the best thing to be done was to fall
back on the Vienna note.

Lord John Manners replied to some of Mr
Cobden's arguments, and paid oa warm tribut.
to the moderatl~n of the Ottoman ministers
He concluded by hoping that England would
not have cause to regret that her chbievemente
in arms had been rendered madessby her diplo-
macy.

Mr. Horseman expressed his m•.arise that
Mr. Cobden should treat the matter as s mere
dispute between two States. But the realques.
tion was, shall the Emperor of Russia be ale•
Emperor of Turkey, and in pursuance of a plan
long planned and deliberately carried out, ob.
tain possession of Constantinople ? The conduet
of Rtsata in this matter has been altogether a
course of ferocity, force and falsehood that had
shoked all Europe, and with reference to the
objects of the war, he (Mr. H.) trusted that one
of the conditions of peace would be that Russis
shall pay the expenses of hosrilities, or restore
to Turkey some of the territories formerly seized

Mr. Drummond, after some preparatory re
marks on the origin of the diffeulty, which he
called ludicrous, urged that if England must
go to war, let her strike a blow at the'heart ol
Russia and proclaim the Kingdom of Poland.

Mr. ,. Butt wished to know if Great Britain
is at war, what delayed a formal declaration of
wart

Mr. S. Herbert warned the country against
the error of undervaluing the military strength
of Russia. He believed thatthe British people
gave the Government credit for having endea
cored to preserve peace, and would now support
them in war.

Mr. D'Israeli went at great length into the
whole history of the question. The scope of
his remarks was that the policy of Russia in
this affair had been all along transparent ; there
was to be a diplomatic movement to increase
her influence over the Greek population in
Turkey, peaceably, if possible; and assuming
this ground, Mr. D Israeli reviewed the conduct
of the present Government, and saw in it the
inevitable conclusion that the British Govern-
,nent was either duped by its credulity or had
connived at the schemes of Russia. He saw the
real cause of the war in the negotiations that
had dragged on for seven months. After min-
utely reviewing the various steps of this pro-
tracted diplomacy, he discussed the relations of
Britain with France and with the German
Powers. and blamed the Government for not
obtaining from Austria and Prussia a distinct
intimation of their intended course in the event
of hostilities.

Lord Palmerston, although the hour was
late, must reply to Mr. D'Israeli. The course
to take with a government guilty either of cre-
dulity or connivance, was to bring forward a
vote of want of confidence, which, however,
Mr. D'Israeli had not done After defending
the cautious course of the British Government
in endeavoring to avoid war, Lord Palmerston
went on to say that although it was painful so
to speak of a Government like Russia, he was
bound to say that through the whole of these
negotiations it had exhausted every modification
of untruth! He then gave a summary of the
views which had guided the Government, par-
ticularly with reference to the German Powers.
But Russia demanded nothing less than the
right of sovereignty over 12,000,000 of the
Sultan's subjects-a concession which the Gov-
ernment of Turkey was justified in refusing,
and the other powers of Europe, whose duty it
was to resist the enormous aggrandizement
aimed at by Russia, declared it could not be
suffered without abandoning the independence
of Turkey. He reiterated the statement he
had made last year, that no country had made
such advances in social improvement as Turkey,
and there was no political reason why Great
Britain, France and Germany should not com-
bine to maintain the Turkish Empire in its pre-
sent geographicrl position.

in looking at the prospects of the approach-
ing conflict, there is no great State whose power
in external and aggressive operations have been
more overrated than Russia. On the other
hand, the Turks have shown a vitality which
few believed them to possess; what the Rus-
sians call "fanaticism," we should call "na-
tional spirit." In conclusion he expressed his
confidence that the people of Great Britain
would be satisfied that the Government had not
involved the country recklessly in war, but if
they did think that the present ministry had
shown either the weakness of credulity or the
infamy of connivance, let them take from such
ministers the direction of a war which they
would be unworthy to conduct.

The House then went into Committees of Sup-
ply to vote the army and navy estimates.

FRANCE.
A letter from Paris states that the reply of

the Czar to Napoleon's letter is long and argu-
mentative, but at the same time couched in
such personally offensive terms to Napoleon
that it has been decided not to publish it.

There was an impression that Prince Napo-
leon Jerome would be appointed to the nominal
command of the expeditionary army to Turkey.
Of course such an appointment would be merely
nominal, as the Prince is alrtgether an untried
soldier. Marshal Valliant will probably be ap-
pointed Chief of the Staff

TURKEY.
At Bucharest it was reported that no imme-

diate attack will be oade on Kalafat--not, per-
haps, for four or five weeks to come A first.
second and third line has been termed by the
Russians around Kalafat. On the 7th the Rus
sians took poesession of an island just above
'Muglavit, where they are erecting batteries.
and the Turks are erecting permanent fortifica-
tions on the island between Kalafat and Wi.tdin.
On the 9th Omar Pasha issued orders for all to
be held in readiness to leave Wid lin for Kala-
fat, as, if the weather remained propitious, he
would attack the Russians. The Reserves at
Shunila left on the 24'h, 28th and 29th Jan-
uary, and February lot, for Haegrad, Turtukai,
Silestria and Sistow. The camp at Sophia is
raised, and at last accounts the balance of the
troops were on their way to Widdin.

Omor Pasha w a at Shumla on the 4th The
change in the Turkish Ministry was known at
the camp, and orders had been received from
Riza Pasha to carry on owrations with all
energy.

The fortifications of Constantinople are pro-
gressing rapidly.

The health and spirits of the Turkish army
are excellent. Reinforcements continue to be
sent to the Danube.

The Cologne Gazette publishes the following
dispatch.

" Constantinople, Feb. 6.-The united fleets
have saved Skefkatil from an attack by the Rus-
sians."

The " boarding parties" of the Russian fleet
in the Black Sea are armed with revolvers-
mostly Colts.
