who may not own over 160 acres of land, to
enter free of cost. any public lands adjoining
his or her farm. subjpot to private entry at the
mininum price in quaintity when added to what
he or she now owns, equal to 160 acres-pro-
vided he or she shall cultivate the whole or
part thereof.

THE LOUrLANA LEOIBLTTURca AND CUBA.-The
following resolutions were adopted by both
houses of the Legislature on the last day of the
oession, with but three dissenting votes:

Be it Resolved, That we view with alarm
the recent and avowed change that has taken
place in the policy of the Spanish Government
in Cuba, the manifest tendency and result of
which must be the abolition of slavery and the
destruction of the white race in that country.

Resolved, That we believe such an event will
have a most pernicious effect upon the same
institution and interests in these States; that
it will destroy the social and political existence
of that island; that it will materially affect
the natural law of American progress, by pre-
cluding forever the admission of Cuba into this
Union; that it will create in our immediate
vicinity, and almost within sight of our owu
shores, a government administered by an in-
ferior and barbarous African race, under the
immediate influence of European interests and
ideas, and adverse to the pure American influ-
ence which should predominate on this contin-
ent and its adjacent islands; that it will
menace the security of the outlets of all our
Southern and South-western rivers, and har-
bors of the Gulf of Mexico, of the American
Mediterranean, of the new and great highways
of commerce through those seas and across the
isthmus of America; and that it will mate-
rially endanger the intercourse between our
Atlantic and Pacific States.

Resoleed, That we approve of the sentiments
expressed in the inaugural message of General
Pierce, relative to the extension of our limits
and the prevention of the establishment of pre-
judicial influencetaround our Southern border,
and of those laid down by his Excellency
Governor Hebert in his late annual message.
Resolved, That we deem the time has ar-

rived when the American people and the Fede-
ral Government should take a great and active
interest in the proceedings of Spain and other
European powers in Cuba, in order to prevent
the establishment of measures and institutions
prejudicial to our own safety and welfare.

SFIronr wrrn VaE In•eths.-We learn, says the

Western Texan of the Oth instant, that a party
of Indians have lately been prowling about the
Medina river, in the neighborhood of Benders
Pass, about forty miles north-west of the city
of San Antonio. A few days since Mr. Montel,
who has a sawmill at the pass, made up a party
and pursued the depredating red men. They
sutoeeded in overtaking them, killed four, and
wounded several more. Of the entire force of
the Indians we are not informed.. Mr. M.'s
party syffered no loss in either killed or
wounded.

The presence of these Indians on'the Medina,
so near the settlements, is again attributable to
the withrawal of 'the troops from the upper
posts. It is to be hoped that the General Gov-
ernment will make a note of this, as well as of
many other unpleasant occurrencs •bloce the
breaking up of the posts named, and that
Texas may some day realize that she forms a
part of the Union by the extension of such
protection as the general mother should furnish
to 1ll her children.'

From EIl Paso.

El Paso dates have been received at San An-
tonio of the 7th of February.

Mr. Geo. Heywood, Lieut. Morris, and D.
McManus came down with the Government
train, Wlhd left for New Orleans. Abqut $40,-
000 in specie came down in these trains,

From Mr. H. B. Adams, just in at.San An-
tonio, from Laredo, we learn, says the San An-
tonio Ledger, that the Indians have stolen from
Roque, formerly guide to Captain Ford's com-
pany, about one hundred and fifty horses. The
scouts sent out had returned without having
seen the thieves.

It appears from the intelligence received at
San Antonio, that on the lst inst., a band of
Comanche Indians, five in number, killed a beef
and stole eight head of horses belonging to an
enoampment of Morpnons at or near Bendara
Pass; a place of note about fifty miles north-
west of this city. The Mormons pursued on
trail of the Indians, up the waters of the Medi-
na, toward the upper part of- the Bendara val-
ley, to their camp. The Indians, qn seeing
themselves pursued, strung their-bows and made
preperations for a fight; -but the Mormons,
aware of their intent, and being previously pre-
pared for such an extremity, fired upon them,
killing one of their number and wounding all
the others, as their blankets, and other aricles
of apparral left behind them, pierced with bul-
lets and covered with blood,abuadantly testified.
The further consequences of this pursuit and at-
tack on the part of the Mormons, were the re-
taking of their stolen horses and the.capture of
all the animals belonging to the Comanches.

SuocNo APrAn-3JobU S. Millhone, in
Ritoble county, Vat, was killed by his father.
