Why are they so dear to us?
Mulberries are delioious fruit. They grow

so thick, and are so wondrously full of juice.
You put one in your mouth, and it almost
chokes you with a gush of luscious liquid.
We often envy the little silk-worms-their hab-
itation in the mulberry-trees; but we fear they
have not the good taste to eat the fruit; but con-
fine themselves to a frugal diet of leaves, which
they snip, snip, snip, and then spin off into such
fine, shining, tough threads of silk. That reminds
us why we began to write. This day we have
purchased a black silk cravat-price, three dol-
lars and fifty cents. This set us thinking, why
we should pay so much as three dollars and a
half for a " once round" black silk.cravat, and
in our speculations we wandered off to the far
East among Johns Chinamen, tending the little
worms as they spin their cocoons; and reflecting
as to the labor of how many of these little worms
it took to produce one cravat; the wonder grew
how it was possible to sell silk cravats at even
three dollars and a half and make a profit on
them. It is strange, if one reflects on the pro-
cess of producing and manufacturing any arti-
cle, the mind becomes puzzled how the article
can be sold at the price. However, we soon
made a clean jump out of these perplexities by
the recqllection that it was done some how or
another, and so we reverted to our former posi-
tion: How does it come about that silk cravats
cost in America three dollars and a half, when
one can get them in England and Franoe
for one dollar and a half? Thus does it come
out. In England and France they do not pay
any duty on the raw silk with which they make
their cravats. In America we pay at least
twenty per cent.; cunsequently our manufac-
turers can never produce handkerchiefs at so
low a rate as they do in England and France;
and, what is more, we must import them, since
our manufacturers cannot compete, and we
must continue to pay extravagant prices for our
cravats, and ladies' silk dresses, unless Mr.
Guthrie, as we hear, will knock off the unjust
tax, and let us have fair play.
