Iseatirr no CArao•roI.--The report of the
Board of Trustees of the Insane Asylum of Cali-
fornia, whclh has been reoeitly published,
showtsat there is, perhaps, asgreater amount
of insanity in-that iatethan in any other in
the Union among an equal proportion ofpopula-
tion. This is attributable, to a great extent, to
the mental exoitement and physical excesses
holdebt tt the unsettled and iadventurous'life
toe whieh:ll who emigrate to the land of gold
are subject. We :id, .of two hundred and
eighty-fourmpersons who were admitted into the
asylumatStookton, twenty-seven were caused
by disappointment, nine by loss of property,
eight b fear and grief, seven by mental excite-
ment, forty-two by intemperance and twenty-
five by bad health.

IMroaswer DEIsION.--A law case was de-
aided in the Supreme Court in New York, on the
16th, which is, remarkable from the heavy
amount of the verdict rendered. The Western
Vermont Railroad. Company was sued by Bay-
ley, Brothers & Co., aninglish house, to recover
the value of some five thousand tone of railroad
iron. The iron did not arrive at the time stipu-
liated,,and the company received it under pro-
test and afterwards refused to pay. The jiry
found for the plaintiffs ninety-four thousand
six huns-red and thirty-six dollars damages.

The report of the State Auditor of Indiana
shows the receipts into the Treasury from all
sources, the past fiscal year, to be $1,620,948;
expenditures $1,509,805 82. The total valua-
tion of real and personal property assessed.for
taxation in 1853, amount to $266,097,614, being
an increase of $45,688,805 over the assessed
value of the taxable property of the State for
the preceding fiscal year.

THE CAHAWaA.-This is the name of a new
steamship built by Messrs. Crooheron, Livingston
& Co., of New York, which was launched at that
city on the 16th. Her dimensions are 245 feet
keel, 87 feet beam, 25 feet 8 inches hold, and is
about 2000 tons burthen. The Cahawba is in-
tended to ply between New York and Mobile,
via Havana, as mate to the Black Warrior.
She will make her first trip in about two weeks.

The Saut St. Marie Canal around the rapids
of St. Mary's river, to perfect navigation be-
tween Lake Superior and Lake Huron, is going
rapidly forward, and will be completed, it is
said, during the coming season. Five hundred
man have been employed on the work during
the Winter.

By the will of the late James P. Vanhorn, of
York New city, he has left $15,000 to the Now
York Orphan Asylum, $20,000 more to the samno
institution after the death of his widow, $20,000
to the New York Protestant EpiscopalBiole and
Prayer Book Society, $16,000 to the New York
Protessant Episcopal Missions, and the residue
of his estate, estimated at $150,000, to the
American Bible Society.

"There are at the present time," says a San
Franoisco paper, "nearly one hundred first-class
fire-proof stores vacant without a tenant, while
dwelling-houses are very scarce, and it is djfli.
cult for a family to hire a good house at even
$200 per month in the suburbs ft the city."

The Charleston News estimates the property
left by the late lion. Ker Boyoe, of that State,
at $1,500,000. In his will, he left $10,000 to
the Orphan House of Charleston, $10,000 for
establishing a ebhool for the poor at Granite-
ville, and $80,000 to the Charleston College.

Weavasr IN AbRxNsAs.--The Batesville Stan-
dardiof the 16th says: "We saw peach blos-
soms full-blown on Saturday, the 11th. Jon-
quils, daffodils, etc., have unfolded their beau-
ties, showing the approach of the blushing
Spring-time, when all Nature loves and is most
lovely."

About four hundred men, women, and chil-
dren have just arrived at St. Louis from Den-
mark, on their way to the Mormon settlement in
the Salt Lake country, where they intend to
embrace the Mormon faith.

A Miss Freeman was accidentally shot on the
10th inst., at Greenbury, Union county, Ind.
She took hold of a loaded gun and placed it to
the side of her head, saying jocosely, "look
here" to her friend, when it went off, killing her
instantly.

During the past year the nua~ber of inmates
in the House of 'Refuge in Philadelphia was
864. The expenses of the institution for the
year were $27,267 40. During the same period
of time, $7,851 75 were earned by the labor of
the boys.

A young man was instantly killed at the muse.
em at Brooklyn, N. Y., on the evening of the 16th,
by falling from a ladder a distance of thirty
feet during the performance by the Shak-
speare Dramatic Association.

Two young men named Dyer and McCombhad an affray at Milledgeville a few days since,as we learn by the Columbus Enquirer,in which
the former was killed. Affairs of this kind are
becoming too common in Georgia.

900 feet, elevation 687 feet, area 23,000 square
miles.

The greatest length of Lake Huron is 200
miles, its greatest breadth is 160 miles, mean
depth 900 feet, elevation 674 feet, area 20,000
square miles.

The greatest length of Lake Erie is 250 miles,
its greatest breadth is 80 miles, its mean depth
is 84 feet, elevation 556 feet, area 6000 square
miles.

The greatest length of Lake Ontario is 180
miles, greatest breadth 65 miles, its mean depth
is 500 feet, elevation 262 feet, area 6000 square
miles.

The total length of all five is 185 miles, cov-
ering an area altogether of upwards of 90,000
square miles..
