Yesterday Imenoioned thatthe Committee on

,Ariulture *am allowed a Qolet~ on the motion

The House passed one private bill and then
took up the Indian Appropriation bill. The

process of weaving. Messrs. Jones, of Tenn.,
and Clingman, of N. C., opposed the extension
of the -patent (which has already existed twen-
ty-one 7ears) but the House were satisfied that
the patentees had spent much time and money
and realisetinothing from their invention. The
cloith made by ,iis process resembles somewhat
felt, or the substnpae which composes the body
of the ordinary hat, and it is Said the patentees
are beginnigto get into use.

While very unreasonable complaint is made
by our citizens of the course of vexatious cir-
oumnavigatipn to which we are driven to get
redreas fromathe Cuban authorities, it is well to
remember that our own form bt government is
liable to the same censure from foreigners.

NE W OF THE CITY.
BoARD or ALDs•mnes.--This branch of the

City Council managed to obtain a quorum last
evening, Mr. Caldwell in thechair. On motion,
the reading of thejournal was dispensed with,
and a message was read from the Mayor in re-
lation to the expiration of his term of office, and
enclosing the official appraisement of a piece of
public ground in the Third District, which was
referred to the Committee on Streets and Land-
ings.

A resolution was passed granting the use of
Lafayette Square for an exhibition of fireworks,
on the 6th of April, for the benefit of the Fire-
men's Charitable Association.

A report was thih read from the Special Coom-
mittee on the Digest of the City Ordinances, pfe-
sentidg an ordinance defining the compensation
and duties of the city printer, and recommend-
ing sundry alterations in the Digest above men-
tioned. Mr. Yancey moved that the price of
printing the proceedings, together with all ordi-
nances, resolutions and advertisements of every
description, be fixed at 15 cents per square of
Nonpareil type.

The motion was strongly opposed by Mr.
Burke, who thought the matter should properly
be left to the newCouncil, which would probably
be qualified to arrange it quite as well as the
present; he moved to amend by adding a provi-
sion for a lower bid, but the amendment was
laid on the table. Mr. Yancey's resolution was
then adopted. After sandry otherunimportant
alterationd the ordinance was adopted.

An ordinance relative to the baking and sale
of bread, and defininig certain duties of those
who manufacture that necessary article, was
taken up and laid over to next meeti.g.

An ordinance granting to the Opelousas Rail-
road Company the privilege of establishing a
ferry opposite Canal street, and granting also
a lease of a portion of the Levee at that point
whereon to construct a depot, was also laid
over. This ordinance was some time aso before
the Lower Board, and was passed in an informal
manner.

A message from the Assistant Board was read
and disposed of, and the Board then adjourned
to next Tuesday.

RECOnDER aWINTR'S COURT-- irst District.-
John Kelliman was arraigned before this court
yesterday on a charge of having committed as
assault and battery upon Rose Kelly, with
sticks and brickbats. He was sent before the
First District Court under bond.

Picking Pockets.-John Matthews was ar-
rested on ffiturday night last charged with
picking a man's pockets. He was yesterday
sent before the First District Court for trial.

Charge of .ssault and Robbery.-Mr. John
Moore was arraigned for examination on a charge
of having, on Tuesday evening last, on the Levee
near the steamer James Robb, knocked down
Michael Brady and robbed him of a pocket-book
containing a small sum of money. It seems
from the testimony of two witnesses, that a
quarrel had arisen between prosecutor and ac-
cused in regard to a ticket of some description
in Brady's possession, and that the latter had
been assaulted and beaten by Moore and an-
other man, and he charges them with having
taken his money while searching his pockets for
the ticket. Moore was sent before the Criminal
Court under bond of $600. The following re-
corded testimony of one of the witnesses in this
case may be looked upon as very clear and
direct; it is a convincing proof of the efficacy
of cross-examination in eliciting the truth:

Frank Barton sworn-Says he was present
when Brady was knocked down; knows that it
was not by the accused; witness does not know
that Brady was knocked down; knows nothing
about the matter.
