son rivers, etc., from Albany to Schenectady,
Fort Stanwix, Oswego and Niagara; and from
Albany, by Halfmoon, Saratoga, etc., to Lake
George, Lake Champlain and Ticonderoga. The
date engraved on the horn is July 26, 1759
The British coat-of-arms is very finely engraved,
and a soldier in uniform and an Indian warrior.
The following places are designated with en-
gravings of forts, blook-houses, etc. The names
are given as engraved: " From Albany-Schni-
kady, Johnston, Hunter, Stonraby, Fort Henry,
Ft. Harkmar, German Flats, Ft. Stanwix, Ft.
Bulls, Canada Creek, Lake Oneida, 3 Rivers,
Falese, Oswego, Lake Ontario, Fort Niagara,
Julli 26,1759. From Albany-Halfmoon, Still-
water, Saratoga, Royal Block Hous, Ft. Edward,
Lake George, South Bay, Ticonderoga, Lake
Champlain." The coat-of-arms, with lion and
unicorn, is very finely drawn; at the bottom:
"Dieu et Moon Droet, on the shield : "-Honi-.
soit-qui-malu-Piense." New York is repre-
sented on it also, with shipping, fort and wind-
mill. The style of the work shows it to have
been done by some person skilled in drawing.
A brother of Mr. Botts obtained this horn from
a wood-chopper in a woodman's cabin, in the
woods of Virginia, who had received it from his
father, and he from his ancestor, who obtained
it from an old soldier in the early ware on our
frontiers. [Albany Journal.

The New York Sun says: " The Know-noth-
ings have, of a sudden, become of great power
inthe State.

WEATHER IN SOUTH CAROLtA.-The Green-
ville (S. C.) Patriot of the 80th ult, says: We
hgl frost and ice in great abundance the other
morning. The thermometer was down to 27
deg., after sunrise. The fruit is very seriously
injured, as a matter of course, and the vegeta-
bles in our gardens are all nipped.

The steamer Federal Arch was sunk in the
Mississippi on the night of the 28d ultimo, by
coming m collision with the Alleonia, near Rash
Tower, above the mouth of the Ohio. The Fed-
eral Arch was on her way from St. Louis to the
Ohio, with a eargo of hemp, lead, hides, lard
and produce, which will be seriously damaged.
She was worth $8000, and was insured in Pitts-
burgh for $5000.

We learn from the St. Louis News that after
a long and patient examination of the causes
that led to the explosion of the AItol end Chi-
cago packet Kate Kearney, }i l•
has been held to bail in the
sureties to a like amount, to stand trial before
the United States Court.

Gov. Powell, of Kentucky, has issued a pro-
clamation offering a reward of $200 for the ap-
prehension of Charles Amqr and Emaline Amor,
his wife, of Oldham county, who murdered, on
the 17th of March, Mary Jane Amor, a daughter
of the man's and step-daughter of his wife.

The Legislature of Mississippi, at its late ses-
sion, passed an act prohibiting, under a severe
penalty, the circulation of bank notes under the
denomination of five dollars. It is to go into
effect on the first of July.

Mr. James K. Stephens, a printer, formerly of
the Register office, committed suicide in Mobile
on the 1st inst., by taking laudanum. Stephens
was a hard drinking man, and was in a state of
intoxication at the timune he swallowed the poison.

The New York Legislature hare before them
a project to incorporate the Atlantic and Pacific
Canal Company, with a capital of $1,000,000,
the project being to connect the two oceans
through the medium of rivers in New Grenada.

An affray occurred near Houston, Miss., on
the 28th lnt., as we learn by the Argue of that
place, between a Mr, Goode and a Mr. John
Buchamon, in which the former was killed.
Both were men of respectable position.

A German named John Kae, fell from the
steamboat Telegraph No. 8, at Louisville, on the
28th ult., with a child in his arms, and before
assistance oould be rendered, both were drowned.

A farmer in North Carolina has transmitted
to the Clay Monumental Association at Lexing-
ton, Ky., the handsome donation o five hundred
dollars.

Capt. John Dickinson, f the Charleston and
Philadelphia steamship ames 8eger, died in
Jersey City on the 26thnit.

ble smile upon her good looking face in the
back-ground, along with her son, ,Tacs foeater
brother and body servant, Cate.
