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Documents and Observations
On the Beilare of the American Steamer Black

Warr'or, as published in the "Dirio de I
Marina," Translated into English by 8. H A.
Bartels

[First among the docn•ents comes the Pres-
ident's Mesage, .which we have already pub-
lished.]
8ch is the official dooument in which the

President of the United States speaks to his ns-
tion. Hitherto, sinee Genetal Paeula is atthe
head of this Governnient, our colunins have
shown no desire to give place to refutations of
the calumnies or absirdities that apear n the
newspapers of the States of the Upaio. The
pressofthat country has longfbrlited all retdit
and repute among men of judgment andsense
all over the world, and acordingly reaps noth-
ing more than it deserves, sco•n and contempt;
but It will not be improper on the part of the
editor of a Spanish newspaper, in this oeas to
ri.e up against, and askgue with he'Preident of
mhoss etares, when he too conmes to lower himeelf
so far as tyPwrite in the manner we-have seen.
.Spaniards! both you that are so, and you that
feel honored by that name of your fathers, and.
you foreigners ! that are kindly and hospitably
received and treated by this land: you all that
have witnessed what has occurred in the case
of the Black Warrior, know: that a Custom.,
house regulation strictly enforced todefeat fraud
on the pert of an Anglo-American trader is an
insult-an insult offered to that nation, and such
s one as, according to Mr Franklin Pierce,
must needo be resented. Knowe: tisatif a con-
try is situated in the neighborhood of the States
of the Union and becomes necessary to them in
their commercial relations, it would be madness
to spect them to permit aggressions and such a
violation of their commercial rights as that is
by which that same country exacts rigid con-
formity to hers, -or that foreigners should sub-
mit to the lawsiof the land that receives them
in her bosom. Know that, if those laws do not
please them, they do not go elsewhere, as the
old peace-promoting Pranklin would advise them
to do, but they must require theirs to reign in
that country, and if they-do not succeed in this
with a nation possessed tf honor and pride that
would rather sacrific-ther last man, then they
make out that. by such independence of the other
party, they are suffering insults to their na-
tional flag. Know ye good men of all-countries
and opinions, that this is the language which
now is held from the chair once occupied by the
apostle ofjustice, peace and moderation, by the
philosophic, the honorable Washington! Behold
him initiating, under pretences so insignificant,
a war that would for two nations be a bloody
one, and to them more painful as experience
would show. Behold him listening to none but
the trader punished for a fraud, in order to vil-
lify at his heart's desire and with the utmost
harshness the conduct of our first authority, a
Spanish gentleman whose reputation is every-
where and in such a manner established that
he well deserved the honor of a more minute in-
vestigation of his deeds before characterizing
them so outrageously. Know then, ye that are
not on the spot, what they were: for the publi-
cation we are going to make of them, with offi-
cial documents, is directed to those that have
not like ourselves witnessed the proceedings of-
this low and trivial business, with which they
would wish to make a noise over all the world

We also hope they may reach the ears of the
President of the United States and make him
think differently from what he has hitherto
done upon the evidence of the erroneous and
passionate communications from his Consul here,
and from Messrs. Tyng & Co.

DOCUSOYNTS
which compose the history of wthat has occur-

red in the case of the Black Warrior.
[No. 1.l--First communication to the Most

excellent the President of the Council of Minis-
ters.-Most excellent Sir : To prevent the ill
effect which in your Pre-eminencemight be pro-
duced by perhaps exaggerated news, that may
be communicated through private channels,
about the detaining and abandoning of the
North American steamer Black Warrior, I am
going to give to your Excellency, in my double
character of Captain General and of 8uperin-
tendentof the Royal Treasury, a succinctnarra-
tion of what has occurred since the arrival of
the said vessel, a relation which will in an au-
thentic manner be corroborated by the official
documents accumulated in the dispatch of the
case, the testimony of which, as far as they go
up to now, I accompany, and the same I repest
also to our representative in Washington as in
such casesI am instructed to do by Royal order.
On the 28th day of last month, that in which
the steamer Black Warrior arrived in this port,
her consignee repaired to the Custom-house
and requested to enter her in ballast. Next he
presented a manifest in harmony with that dec-
laration, that is to say, a manifest in which
nothing was expressed or declared except art:-
cles of ship's provisions; and lastly, he solicited
the clearance of the vesqel, reiterating the con-
viction of the vessel's sailing in ballast; and it
must here be observed, that when the search-
er's visit was paid her, according to article 1. of
the Instruction for the Custom-houses, a Cus-
tom's officer delivered to the Captain a list of
the regulations and obligations (written in Eng-
lish) to which, like all others, he must subject
himself, and in spite of which neither he nor the
consignee would add, within the legal term. to
the fraudulent manifest of which I have already
spoken. The head of the Custom-house, before
granting the clearance solicited, ordered the
Commander of Tide-waiters again to visit the
ship and make sure of the fact of her carrying
no cargo; but having found on board of her a
great number of bales of cotton which she was
carrying from Mobile to New York, as he said.
her departure was stopped and judicial proceed-
ings commenced; because, according to article
190 of the said Instruction, the Captain had in-
curred the penalties which article 162 points out.

The discharging and depositing of the coton
was next, by a decree from the-Court of Rents,
proceeded to, which the captain wished to op-
pose, finishing with committing the rash act of
abandoning and leaving the vessel which he and
all the crew quitted. This was the reason why
the Administrator of Customs, with previouscon-
sent of mine, in polite terms invited the house tf
the consignee to name an agent who might, as
his representative, assist in that operation, and
also to go through some other indispensable for-
malities in order to leave the steamer dispatched:
but this step of pure grace and whose sole object
was to avoid consequences detrimental to the
passengers and that house itself, was not ac-
cepted.

In the meantime the consignee came to me,
clearly confessing the fault, attributing it to
their ignorance and begging of me the grace of not
exacting higher duties than those paid by any
vessel with cargo entered for transit; but I did
not judge it proper to comply with his request,
partly from respect for the law, partly also be-
cause, the cause once judiolilly commenced, it
was no longer my province-to adopt the resolu-
tion solicited, and above all because, weighing
the above mentioned circumstance of having
placed in the captain's hands the, list of in-
strnctioe,'of which also I enclose a copy, they
could no longer argue the plea of ignorance of
usages and languaga, and mtch less that of the
same captain's having done so on other occa-
sions, sines the law has never been suspended
here, and as former goncealmentr, far from
strengthening his rbolamation, made his case
worse. I therefore limited myself to ordering
the two petitions to be attached to the judicial
proceedings which'a6 About to be brought to a
close, it being my duty to inform your Excel-
lency beforehand, till I shall have it in my

intendency, I ordered the BSperior Board of
Administration (the Administrator of Customs.

act on the case.

The Board declared as lal the declaration
of the seizare and fines already made in the
proceedings, and as worthy of-being confirmed
in all its parts; but left it to my discretion to
reduce the penalties if I thought ft andprdper,
and as had been the practice on other nalego
occasions with national and sregn vesel
Actuated by a sentiment of equtrdp I wished it
modify them; but before doing io I thought it
would become me to request the Attorney-Gen-
eral that he would propose what fine in his offi-
cial opinion ought to be inflicted, considering
what the Board of political administration had
declared on the suject. The Attorney-General
gave it as his opinion that considering the very
great amount of the seiuore and fine of Instruc-
tion, there ought to be inflicted, instead of them
a fine of ten thousand dollars, besides the ex-,
pense and costs of the discharge; but I, in no-
cordanes with the spirit of benevolence so
striking in the report of the Board of political
administration, came to resolve by order of the
16th, that all the fine to be inflicted upon the
owners of the steamer should be six thonuand
dollars, without any further expenses whatever
might be the cause of them, although from this
sum had to be deducted the coste, till then pro-
duced, and the duties of which the Royal Cus
toms had been defrauded. In consequence of
this decision the consignee yesterday took
oharge of the vessel after depositing a bond for
the six.thousand dollars in which he was fined.
He subsequently presented to ine a memorial
begging me to modify the fine still more; hbut
this, being no longer in my power, I authorised
him to address Her Majesty, through me, and so
he has done in thankful and moderate term
which are in decided contrast with the furious
vociferations which in their country has been
excited by the enemies of this, whose authorities
know how to blend, as they have done in thie
case and will ever do, and at whatever espit,.
gentleness and benignity with firmness and
energy, that satisfy the national dignity. God
grant your Excellency a long life, etc.

Most Excellent Sir-I have been informed by
Captain Bulloch, Commander of the American
eteamship'ilack Warrior, that the Authorities
of the Custom-house have refused to dispatch
her for reasons unknown to him. On consulting
with the consignees of said shiphere they assure
me that she was cleared at the Customhouse
on the 25th inst. in the same manner as she has
been on her former trips, being expected here
from Mobile on her way to New. York on the
26th, that on their sending to the Custom-house
to-day (the ship did not arrive till this morning)
for the dispatch to take to the Captain of the
ports to procure the pass to leave the port, they
were informed that the vessel was stopped. The
consignees as well as the Captain are ignorant
of having infringed any law of the port, as the
ship was cleared in the usual manner, they are
therefore under tde necessity of applying to
your Excellency with a petition that yourEx-
celleney be so kind as to instrnct the Author-
ities of the Maritime Custom-house in this port
to dispatch the vessel in time to enable her to
leave this port to-morrow morning.

Hoping that your Excellency will be pleased
to accede to the petition above expressed. I
