Drainage la New Orleans.
Wti the Mississippi on its border, there need

hben o mit to the use made by New Orleans of
i Its watrs. I have already explained how by

'mneans f an upright shaft hose waters may be
i',made 0I percolate through the city, receiving a
itribntsaryfrom each house, and eventually re-
Io~o inth tleriver below thecity. The velocity
of this flow will be proportionate to the eleva-
tionof the shaft; the quantity, to its size ; both
are in the power of the engineer.

SIt is eae to imagine this great city freed from
every port of the excretion of men and animals;
srid if the velocity and quantity of the current
were esffiolent, even the surface drainage might
be accnplished by its means. All that is re-
qdired is, to cause these various matters to pass
into uprights communicating with the main
pige aid supplied by pumps of adequate size
ane power. .
Into this system of pipes those of the water

supply may ultimately empty themselves.
Thiongh

London, forty-fire millions of gallons

of water flow from the various water supplies
daily. !How much easier would it be to supply
NewOrleaus with water at once for use and for
the purpose of drainage ?
But another object, besides cleanliness, may

be accomplished by the means proposed. The
flow of an ample and adequate quantity of water
through the city, and, it may be, through its
dwellings, would have the effect of proportion-
ately eooling its burning soil and atmosphere.
What is the mean temperature of the water of
the Miasssippi at New Orleans? In proportion
to the lowness of that temperature will that of
the atmosphere and soil be itself lowered.
This question has never, I believe, been duly

considered by the hygeist and the engineer.
We are far better acquainted with the means
of elevating the temperature of the atmosphere
and of surrounding objects, than of depressing
it. Yet the principles of the two operations are
the same. By a sufficient number and distri-
bution of pipes flowing with the water of the
Mississippi, the dwellings at New Orleans may
be maintained, at all seasons, at a refreshing
temperature, as well as of a delightful purity
and perfect salubrity.

The drainage of the city will not, as now,
flow into marsh between the city and Lake
Pontohartrain, making it one extensive fosse
itm-mobile. On the.contrary, this marsh may
be readily drained by means of deep trenches
and one adequate pump on the shore of the
lake; it will then become a beautiful garden,
instead of being, as at present, the source of the
most noisome and pestiferous vapors.
