The
Czar and his son were both actively engaged in
superintending the defensive works.

Admiral Napier's fleet had got under way,
with the supposed intention of seizing the Island
of Oakland.

Counat Raonsset de Ioul,lon has published a
letter to the French Chargd d'Affaires in Mexico,
in relation to hts correspondence intercepted
and published in Mexico. He says that he went
to Mexico on Santa Anna's invitation ; that the
latter did not treat him fairly, and made an
enemy of him by injustice.

The packet ship Ruisell Sturgis, bound from
Liverpool for Boston, was recently abandoned at
sea. Her crew have reached Newport. She
was valued at fifty thousand dollars and in-
sured for the full amount in Boston offices. Her
cargo was worth about two hundred thousand
dollars, and was insured in Boston and Europe.

A torchlight procession paraded many of the
principal streets in Buffalo on the 7th ihst., in
commemoration of the veto of the prohibitory
liquor law. The Courier says: " Not the least
of the peculiarities of the procession was the
spectacle of ' a very large, fat woman,' holding
a long torch over her shoulder, and leading a
little hoy with each hand."

A joan named John Lyons was discharged
from the Auburn State prison on the 30th ult.,
He returned to Rochester, where he robbed his
room-mate of $65. In twenty-four hours after
his release from the State prison he was in the
Rochester jail, enjoying the' prospective cer-
tainty of returning to his old quarters at
Auburn.

Boion OF ASSISTANT ALDOtMN.- -This Board
held its regular meeting last evening, Col.
Campbell in the chair and 19 members present.
The minutes of the preceding meeting were read
and approved, and a message from the Mayor
was read, informing the Board that the ordi-
nances in relation to the subscription by the
city to the stock of the Jackson and Opelousas
Railroads had been accepted by the directors
of the respective companies; also transmitting
the annual report of the Warden of the Work-
house, making the following exhibit: Disburse-
menss of the year ending April 12, 1854, $25,-
702; receipts, $22,986; balance, $7283. A
printed circular, in regard to the American
Fire Alarm Telegraph, was also enclosed, and
his Honor recommended it to the no ice of the
Board; a letter from the Mayor of ~incinnati,
in relation to the Steam Fire Engine of that city,
also accompanied the message. These docu-
ments were referred to their appropriate Com-
mittees.

A communication from -the Comptroller, an-
nouncing the adjudication of several contracts,
was read and disposed of.

A lengthly communication from the City Sur-
veyor, in regard to grading and drainage in
various parts of the city, was read and referred
to the Committee on Streets and Landings.

A communication from the Street Commis-
sioner, in relation to certain paving contracts
for paving, repairing wooden bridges, lighting
lamps, etc., was read a d referred to the Com-
mittee on Streets and Landings.

Numerous petitions were then read and re-
ferred to their appropriate committees. Among
said petitions, was one from a number of cit-
zens residing in rear part of the Fourth District,

asking the Council to take some measures to
protect their portion of the city from the con-
stant overflows to which it is subject. Referred
to the Committee on Streets and Landings.

A letter of resignation from Win. H. James,
Wharfinger of the First District and Chief of
Police elect, was read and accepted.

A remonstrance against the Bread ordinance
lately passed by the Council was read and re-
ferred to the Committee on Claims. The doc-
ument was signed by a large number of bakers,
and protested strongly against some of the re-
quirements of said ordinance.

The Committee on Streets and Landings sub-
mitted a report in regard to sundry matters of
improvement in different portions of the city.
Report accepted.

The Committee on Police reported that the
police force of the city could be with safety
diminished so far as to effect a reduction of sev-
eral thousand dollars per month in the expense
of the police department, provided the right
sortof men be employed therein.

The Committee also submitted an ordinance
providing that the police of the city shall here-
after consist of four captains, four lieutenants,
fourteen sergeants and two hundred and eighty-
two privates, to be divided as follows: One cap-
tain and one lieutenant in each District; in the
First, five sergeants and one hundred and twenty
men ; in the Second, four sergeants and ninety-
three men; in the Third, three sergeants and
forty-two men; in the Fourth, two sergeants
and twenty-seven men. Theordinanco provides
that all other offices in the police department
shall he abolished. After some discussion and
opposition the ordinance was adopted.
The Committee on Fire reported in favor of

granting an extension of time to the contractor
for building an engine house for Fire Company
No. 11.

The following resolution was then presented
by Mr. Place and adopted :
