The Senatea'prove in the way of holidays;

they adjourned yesterday, (Thursday) until
Monday, and the House adjourned from this
day until the same time. These adjournments
are not without some excuse, although gener-
ally opposed by a small band of economists; the
recess gives members an opportunity to transact
business at the Departments and bring up their
eorrespondenoe it must be confessed, however,
that there is a.lamentable waste of time during
the sittings, with the House, where, under the
abominable rules which govern this body, it is
in the power of a very few men to delay and
obstruct all busiiiess.

An important bill was passed by the House
this morning, which may be regarded as an ap-
pendage to the Homestead bill noew before the
Senate, as iris to graduate and reduce the price
of public lands to actual sattlers'after the man-
ner following, to wit: all lands which have been
ten years or more in market, and are unsold,
shall be subject to sale at $1 per acre ; if fifteen
years or more, at 75 cents per acre; twenty
ye*rs or more, at 50 cents per acre; twenty-
five years or more, at 20 cents, and thirty years
or more at 121 cents per acre. The bill pro-
vides that any person proposing to take advan-
tage of its enactment, shall make affidavit that
he or she enters the land for actual use or the
use of an adjoining farm or plantation, owned
or occupied by him or herself, and that he or
she has not acquired from the United States
under the provisions of this act more than three
hundred and twenty acres. This measure was
passed by a vote of yeas 88, to noes 64.

After passing one private bill and partially
considering another, the House took up the West
Point Academy bill, and donsidered two amend-
ments of the Senate, one of which was to appro-
priate $20,000 for constructing a hall for cav-
alry exercise. Mr. Benton ridiculed this prop-
osition without stint, and said that a Utah
Indian boy, of fveyears of age, would drive off
cattle from outside any stockade which was
garrisoned by such effeminately trained troops.
Without disposing of the question, the House
adjourned.

as she was thus forced in, said Ryan jumped in,
and by threats and blows attempted to silence
her, at the same time threatening the driver to
shoot him if he stopped or turned; that then
the carriage drove at full speed to the Old Shell
Road, the toll-gate whereof they passed without
stopping to pay, as usual; and then, said affi-
ant's sister having lost all hope of assistance
till she could reach the lake, yielded to the
threats of said Ryan, and ceased calling for
assistance,'promising to follow him if he would
not abuse or ill- treat her any more; that on
arriving at the lake end of the road, the car-
riage not being able to drive up to the lake end
of the railroad, he compelled her to follow him,
walking to the wharf, threatening to kill her if
she disclosed anything; that, notwithstanding
this last threat, she, in passing a waiter at the
door of an eating-house, begged him in a low
tone to send her an officer; which being over-
heard by said Ryan, he hastened off with her;
but being on board the steamer California, he
entered her for Mobile as his sister; but once
on board, affiant's sister, regardless of threats
she could no longer fear to see put in execution,
rushed to the Captain and begged his protection,
exposing the infamous conduct of Ryan, where-
upon Captain S. B. Frost at once took her under
his protection, and not being able, for want of
time, to see her home in safety, kept her on
board, and at the same time secured t'ie man
Ryan, and also took hire along with him to Mo-
bile, whence he dispatched affiant a telegraphic
dispatch, informing him of the facts, and of the
time when he should .return, to have Ryan
placed in the hands of justice and the girl re-
stored to her afflicted mother. JAuEs Woon."
Ryan was released upon giving bail in the

sum of $2000 for ljs appearance. We believe
there are generally two sides to a story," and
we shall not hazard an opinion about the entire
truth of the above story at present.

If I
am not misteken, the effect of the decision recently ren-
dered by the Supreme Court of the United States in the
suit growing out of the will of the late John McDeoonegh,
is to vest the estate in the cities of Baltimore and New
Orleans untrammeled by any of the conditions itmpobep
by the testator. Nevertheless, although it is mid that
corporations have no souls and therefore no conscience.
toreprntors have sometimes beth, and whatever may be
the legalobllgation of the city. 1 have no doubt the citi-
szens of New Orleans will consider themselves morally
hound to carry out the wishes of the testator in regard to
the estate as far as this can be done consistently with the
pnblic goed. What was the object of the testator? It
was to provide for the establishment and perpetual aup
fort of certain charitable institutions. Now. although the
meane by which he sought to attain this object have
(very properly, I think,) been pronounced illegal and im-
pnractieabhle. the object itself mst be admitted on all hand.
to obe praise-worthy, and it only remains lofor the city to n.
complish it by other means.

In this country, where publio stocks are always made re-
deemable at comparatively short periods,. great dfmoulty
is olten experienced in makloginvestmentsfor oany per-
manent object. I belireve that railroad stocks judiciously
selected. are generally considered preferable to any other
for such purposes, as they are both more encure and more
I permanent than stocks in trading or manufacturing com-
panics. Pew railroads can offer greater advantagee for
such purposes than these over which you respectively
preside. Along as New Orleans shll exist they must

tate, thecity will at once faithfully discharge herduty
as a trustee, in carrying out substantially the wishres of
the testator, and will expedite the completion of two en-
terprisesr. which must he productive of incaloulable advan-
tage to all olases of inhabitants. I will add. too, that If
the law recently passed authorising the subtltutlon of
city bonds for the taxon real estate, be approved, (ase I
trust it will be) by the popolar vote, the city will, In its
oorporate capacIlty, become largely interested in these
companie as a stockholder.

McDonogh repeatedly assigns an the mootive of his mu-
nifiocent hbequests, his wish to benefit the poor of New Or.
leans. By thismode of investment the poor will b bene-
ltted In several ways. irst-By tkoeinetultloaspropoed
to be cstabllebad. Second--By the employment which thr
companios will always afford to a multitude of laborers.

I oonslde It not the least recommendatire of this plan
ot disDng of this fund that it will put an effectualatop
to all futher litigation in regard to it, and will take the
management of it out of the hands of a publico body,
where It wonuld, in all probablity prove a perpetual soroe
of poltleollintrlgue and oorrdption, eand place It in those
of a private corporatlon. The eaxperience of other cities
admonisheensthat these magnifeent bequets to learge
ctties for charittble usee, but too frequently. from the
abuses they engenderand the eontrovoersiee they give rise
to prove tobe ores, instead of blessings, to the citlee
they were meant to benefit.

If you approve of this suggestion, it will be for you to
tke uch measnres as you may deem proper, In order to
bring the mater before the municipal authorities. In
cme It sboald be agreedon. some legislalear might be re-
quired to carry it nloto effect : but that could anily be ob-
tained before any contiderable portion of the eastte could
be converted into eaih.
