the early part of an administration, the
power which the command of the Patronage be-
stows is, for two main reasons, considerable:
first, because a newly elected President is al-
ways suepposed strong, until he has proved him-
self the contrary; secondly, because there is
yet before the place-coveters a long term of
office, and that is always worth having, no mat,
ter how weak he who bestows it.

But when it has come to be generally known
that an Administration is weak, so that its in-
fluence becomes reduced to o~ly that which its
posseosion of the Patronage can give, then even
this ceases to be any important resource. For
neither the strong nor the weak like to connect
themselves with that which is known to be
feeble; neither those who have nor those who
have notreputon ohoose to identify themselves
with wlhitrbaPgrown discreditable; and offce
itself is soona thing which nobody will take of
sueo Administration, except that sort who
knoiwthat now's their time and that nobody but
an Administration without supporters will ever
give them employment. 'So that, finally, when
a President's public standing comes to the pass
that his patronage is the only means of influence
left him, that patronage itself gets to be pow-
erless, goes a-begging, and is only accepted by a
beggarly crew who, like the rag-men of the
streets, only hook up -what nobody else will
have. .

This seems now to be, by general consent, the
eonditionat which the Pierce Administration
has arrived. Its intrigues and its efforts at
Scommsand, its open and its secret attempts to
strengthen itself and acquire either public pop-
ulqrity or party confidence, have all i
crowned with the most absolute fiilure; and
it stands, in the view of all sides, a pitiable
eap e of at one nperp and ipPtent,

cents duty, and beef and pork is reddted to one
dollar per barrel. Corn, pens, beans, poultry,
game, fresh meat and fish, turtle, rawhides, etc,
are admitted free. The reduction on provisions
will be met by an increase of the duties on dry
goods, of from five to fifteen per cent. The in-
crease will afford all the revenue for the islands,
there being no tax on real estate. Provisions
are mostly supplied from the United States, and
dry goods from France and England.

MARRIAGE OF AN AMERICAN COUPLE IN PARIS.
An American couple were married in Paris
lately, first by the American Ginsul, and after-
ward by the Bishop at the Madeleine. The
parties were Mr. Hicks, Clerk of the Court of
Common Pleas at St. Louis, Mo., and Miss Le-
baume, of the same city. The parties are both
of French origin. The father of Miss Lehaume
is a son of one of the French refugees who set-
tied at St. Louis after the French revolution of
'89, a gentleman of great wealth, who managed
to save his fortune from confiscation. The
bride brings her husband a marriage portion of
$•200,000. Her mother is the sister of the pres-
ent Admiral Lapiere, of the French Navy, and
of Judge Lapiere, Judge of Instruction at
Nimes. So says a recent Parisian paper.

FRAUDS IN ENuLANn.-A gross fraud has just
beon detected in England, which may be ranked
with the Jew Goldner's trick of palming off a
hundred thousand pounds worth of garbage and
offal upon the British government for preserved
meat designed for the Navy. It appears that
just as the British cavalry were about to em-
bark for the Mediterranean, it was discovered
that the bundles of hay designed for the horses
contained nothing but chips and shavings.
It is stated that had the discovery been delayed
till the transports were at sea, all the horses
would have been starved to death. The matter
has ,been brought before Parliament, where
the greatest indignation was expressed by every
one at this scandalous fraud. Lord Brougham
stated that the delinquents would be prosecuted
and punished with the utmost severity of the
law.

TIE TRCE WAY TO RISE IN THE WORLDt.---t
is only by plodding, active habits of industry,
that we can hope to win our way through life.
The race may be arduous, but it is one which
will repay the competitor. Barrow justly says:
" A nobe heart will disdain to subsist like a
drone upon honey gathered by others' labors,
like a vermin, to filch its food out of the public
granary : or like a shark to prey upon the lesser
fry; but will rather outdo his private obliga-
tions to other men's care and toil by considera-
ble service and beneficence to the public; for
there is no calling of any sort, from the sceptre
to the spade, the management whereof, with any
good success, any credit, any satisfaction, doth
not demand much work of the head, or of the
hands, or of both. " Milton, who during an ac-
tive life in the most troublesome times, was un-
ceasing in the cultivationof his understanding,
thus describes his own habits: " Those morning
haunts are where they should be, at home, not
sleeping or concocting the surfeits of an irregu-
lar feast, but up and stirring: in Winter, often
ere the sound of any bell awake men to labor
or devotion: in Summer, as oft with the bird
that first arouses, or not much tardier, to read
good authors, or cause them to be read till the
attention be weary or memory have its full
fraught; then with useful and generous labors
preserving the body's health and hardiness, to
render lightsome, clear, and not lumpish obe-
dience to the mind, to the cause of religion and
our country's liberty." Any man who does
not profit by such noble example is an enemy to
the public weal.

This strange docuin t, whi aid to have

appeared in La Presse (Paris) 1818, wecopy
from the B ore Times :

1. T. ha ibe Russian nation constantly at
warr • the soldiery may be always disciplined
and y for action. Allbw the nation no
rest, but for replenishing of the treasury, reor-
ganizing the armies, and choosing the opportune
momt•t for attack; making, in this manner,
peace serve war and war serve peace, in the in-
terest, aggrandizement and prosperity of Russia.

2. To attract, by all possible means, the most
efficient and celebrated military officers in Eu-
rope during war, and highly educated, scien-
tific men ofall countries in time of peace. that
the Russians may enjoy the advantages of other
countries without losing their identity.

3. To take part on all occasions in the dis-
potes and contentions among the States of Eu-
rope, especially those of Germany, which, as
the nearest, we are the most directly interested.

4. To subdue Poland; foment there continual
rivalries and disturbances-gain their nobles by
bribery-influence their diets, and by intrigue
take action in the election of their kings-form
partisan cliques, and for their protection send
them Moscovite troops to remain in the country
until the moment of complete occupation. If
the neighboring powers make opposition, quiet
them at once by dismembering the country, and
giving to each a part.

6. To take what we can from Sweden, and
make any attack by her a pretext for subjuga-
tion. For this, separate her from Denmark, and
likewise Denmark from Sweden; and foment
.with care all animosities and rivalries between

them.
ti. To select wives for the Russian princes

among the princesses of Gdmany, for the mul
tiplying of family alliances conciliates interests,
and by them will unite Germany to our cause,
and increase our influence in that country.

7. To attend assiduously to forming an al-
liance with England for our commerce, the as-
sistance of that power we most need for the pur-
pose of building up a maratime force, and she
will be of the greatest service in supplying us
with her gold in exchange for ol r lumber and
other productions. Continual intercourse with
her merchants and sailors will accustom 'ours
to navigation and commerce.

8. Extend ourselves unceasingly towards the
North, the whole length of the Baltic, and like-
wise to the South, by the Black Sea.

9. To take every possible means of gaining
Constantinople and the Indies, (for he who rules
there will be true sovereign of the world,) excite
war continually in Turkey and Persia, estab-
lishingfortresses on the Black Sea, get the con-
trol of the sea, by degrees, and also of the Bal-
tic, which is a double point necessary to the re-
alizatnon of our project; accelerating, as much
as pakible, the decay of Persia; penetrate to
the Persian Gulf; reostablish, if it be possible,
by the way of Syria, the ancient commerce of
the Levant; advance to the Indies, which are the
great depot of the world. Once there, we can
do without the gold of England

10. Obtain and carefully cultivate the alli-
ance of Austria; support (apparently) -her
ideas of future dominion over Germany; ex-
cite animosities and rivalries among her princes
-thus causing each party to claim the assist-
ance of Russi a, and exercise over this country
a species of protection that will prepare for the
future dominion.

11. Interest the House of Austria in the ex-
pulsion of the Turks from Europe, and quiet
their dissensions at the moment of the conquest
of Constantinople (having excited war among
the old States of Europe) by giving to Austria a
portion of the conquest, which afterwards will
or can be reclaimed.

12. Unite within your borders all the dis-
united or schismatic Greeks now scattered in
Hungary and Poland, making ourselves their
centre, establishing beforehand an independent
church by a species of autocracy and sacredotal
supremacy.

13. Sweden dismembered, Persia subdued,
Poland subjected, and Turkey conquered, our
armies united, and the Black Sea and the Baltic
guarded by our ships-of-war, it will be neces-
sary to propose separately, and with the great-
est secrecy, to the Court of Versailles, and
afterwards to that of Vienna, to divide with
them the empire of the universe.

If one of the two accept this offer so flatter-
ing to their ambition and self-love, let her serve
to annihilate the other, commencing a contest,
the issue of which cannot be doubtful, and
Russia may take possession of all the East and
a greater part of Europe.

If both nations should refuse the offer made
by Russia, (which is not at all probable,) it
will be necessary to excite quarrels among them
which will engage them in a war with each
other. Then Russia, improving the decisive
moment, advances her troops (assembled before-
hand) on France and Germany at the same
time. Two squadrons proceed-one by the Sea
of Azof, the other by the port of Archangel--
filled with Asiatic hordes, under the convoy of
our armed ships in the Black Sea and the Baltic.
Advance by the Mediterranean and the ocean,
inundate France on one side, while Germany is
inundated on the other, and these two countries
conquered, the rest of Europe will pass under
the yoke without firing a gun. Thus may and
should be effected the subjugation of Europe.
