The Senate passed a bill to secure the pre-h emption rights of settlers upon the Maison Rouge
t. grant, in the event of the title to the same be-
ing confirmed to the United States. The rest
of the day was occupied in secret session upon a
Gadsden Treaty.

In the House we had Col. Benton against the
Nebraska, and a fine impression the old war-horse made, although his voice is better adapted
to the Senate chamber. He was especial!-
happy in his sarcasm upon the phraseology ofthe bill, with the " stump speech ij its belly,"
and its " amphibiological" aspect upon the Bad-ger provis, etc.,etc. Wen he came to speak
of the adnfniotration an its efforts to bully
and dragoon members of the party into the sup-
port of this ill-conceived project, he read a
French fable (translating for the benefit of thecountry members,) of the Ass and his Master.
The ass, while his master was gone out one day,thought to frighten him by putting qp a lion's

skin, and planting himself directly in the pathof his master's return, and when he saw him he
attempted to set up a roar, but thi ended only
in a bray, which, together with his long ears,
betrayed him, and thereupon his master took a
stick and cndgeled him soundly. Moral-asses
shouldn't undertake to frighten their masters.

The hour rule proved too much of a restric-
tion upon the veteran, and the hammer fell in
the midst of one of his periods. Here occurred
one of those little episodes in legislation which
is not easily described, but which are often as
interesting as the principal acts. Mr. Went-
worth, of Illinois, better known as "Long John,"
got the floor, and in the goodness of his heart,being himself opposed to the bill, proposed to
lot Col. Benton finish his speech out of his (Long
John's,) hour ; but Mr. Clingman, of North Car-
olina, Gen. Bailey, of Virginia, and Mr. Keitt,
of South Carolina, vehemently objected to this
courteous arrangement, The Chair, Mr. Chand-
ler, of Pennsylvania, ruled that only by unani-
mous consent of the Committee could Cql. B.
proceed. . An appeal was taken. A portion of
those present declined voting, so there was acall
of the Hlouse. All this was eating up Long
J ohn's hour, but he, meanwhile, was wide awake, Iand as soon as he got the floor moved an amend-
ment to the bill Now, although a member can
only speak one hour to the main subject, yet if
an amendment be afterwards moved he may
speak again to that, so that Long John tri-
umphed in the end, and Benton finished his
speech, very greatly to his own satisfaction.

Nearly one-half of the Senators deserted their
IIall and came over to the Hoyse to listen to the
only man who is in Congress at this time, and
was also a member when the Missouri compro-
mise was passed.

The impression is really gaining ground, thatthe President will veto the Insane Land bill.
The bill is said to conflict-with the Baltimore
Platform. Heaven save the mark!

Had it been
on the other side of bd., he must have died be-
fore he could have achieved so dreadful a sacri-fice."

SIoOCKINc TRAGEDY AT LYNCH~URG, VA.-A
porrespIndent of the Richmond Enquirer gives
the following account of a most tragical occur-
rence, which took place in Lypchburg on the
22d ultimo: o

In this city, this morning, between 11 and 12
o'clock, Mr. John W. Lambeth, of Halifax, in a
supposed fit .of insanity, cut his wife's throat
with a pocket-knife, described as a Congress
knife, and ended the bloody tragedy by cuttinghis own throat. He then ran out at the door
and pursued his uncle, Mr. George Bingham,
with the evident intention of killing him also.
HIe had, moreoser, attempted to kill his aunt,
Mrs. Dudley, wh6 was in the apartment, a
basement room, at the time of the occurrence.
Both these parties, however, escaped unhurt.

The screams of Mrs. Dudley brought in the
mother of the suicide, Mrs. Lambeth, who was
outside the house. She attempted forcibly to
restrain the homicide. and received a trivial
wound from the knife. Lambeth fainted ii the
yard, and died in about a quarter of an hour.
The wife fpll in the room, very soon after the
infliction of the injury, dying in about one
hour afterwards.

The sad occurrence took place at the house of
the mother of the deceased, Mrs. Eliza G. Lam-
beth, on Ninth street, upon the hill, in the
south-western part of the city. Mr. Lambeth
was subject to a hypochondriacal affection,
which was said to be partly, at least, the conse-
quence of ill-health. He had been for years a
sufferer from dyspepsia, and is supposed to havecommitted the horrid acts recorded above in a
fit of temporary but complete aberration from
reason. Living on a plantation in Halifax, andmanifesting occasional great depression of spir-
its, he had been persuaded by his friends to
pay a visit to the city with his wife, in the hope
that change of scene and cheerful company, mi
this, his native town, would have the effect to
dissipate his dismal forebodings and to restore
him to somethin of cheerfulness. The sad
failure of the fulfillment of these hopes has al-
ready been seen.

At the moment of the fatal occurrence, he is
reputed to have been silent, uttering no threat.
Springing from his chair, he attacked hisvwife,
and having wounded her, cut his own Moat
from ear to ear.

I have visited the house and seen the bodies.
Mr. L. was about thirty-five; tall, slim. of dark
complexion, with a profusion of black hair and
moustache. The wife was apparently about
thirty. The countenances of both are cam, as
if in sleep. They leave two ohildg , Laon anda daughter, respectively about twelve and ten
years of age.
