By the arrival of the steamship Charles Mor-
gsan, Capt. Forbes, from Galveston we have re-
ceived Galveston papers to the 80th nit., and
our other Texas exchanges as late as due. The
Galveston News of the 28th alt. says:

The news from our rivers is unfavorable.
The steamers on the Trinity are laid up for
want of water, and unless the customary May
and June rises once more enable them to move,
a large proportion of the Cotton crops will re-
main bebind, and be subjeoted to the delay and
heavy expense of land transportation. The
quantity of goods now on the way and intended
a be sent up the river, is very considerable
also, and the disappointment and loss, which
irould follow, were navigation to remdin closed
for the season, must be very onerous on the in-
tereste of this community. The Brazos river
had fallen also, yet, the steamers were still
moving with light cargoes.

The telegraph is now in operation from Gal-
veston to Palestine.

Gov. Pease has extended the time by procla-
mation for receiving proposals for the PacificRailroad tljthe lst of ugust.

THe INsvl MAasACRE.-The San Antonio
Western Texan of the 20th has the following ad-
ditional particulars, relative to the recent mur-
ders by the Indians near that city :

"A compa* of soldiers followed in pursuit
of the Indians, about 12 hours after the massacre
took p•ace, and e next day a large compgpy
was organized b7Majors Neighbors and How,
ard, and great excitement was manifested by
our citizens generally. Some three or four
companies are already in pursuit, amounting
in all to near one hundred men, and they have
been in pursuit three days. A Mexican and
his wife, who lived in the vicinity of the murdered family, have been missing since Sunday,
and it is thought that they are either murdered
or taken into captivity. The day after the mas-
sacre of the Forrester family, Mr. John C. Beck-
span, accompanied by some five or six others,
well armed, left our city for the residence of
Mr. Forrester to see if they could learn any-
thing in regard to the children.

" On arriving at the house they met a sight
too horrible to relate. The father was lying in
the door, shotthrough thi4eart, scalped and the
top part of his head cut off with an axe, which
was near by; the two daughters, one of tflem
12 the other 14 years, were dead on the floor,
neir by, shi t with several arrows and stabbed,
and it was evident that thef had been treated
in the most cruel and barbarous manner. The
babe was also lying dead, stabbed through thebody with a large knife, one only was missing, a
boy about six years old, which they evident
had taken with them. The mother distinctly
remembers of seeing her oldest daughter trying
to defend herself with a knife, and the same
knife was near her when she was found.

The reports of the crops from various parts
are very fibrahle. The Indianola Blletin of
the 26th says: The farmers of our county are
now actively engaged in cultivating their ops.
Corn, cotton and all other crops are gr8l ng
rapidly. The recent rains have had a most
salutary effect on vegetation. The grass on the
prairies is now abundant, and the cattle are in
a thriving condition.

Gen. Persifer F. Smith was married on the
17th ult., at Corpus Christi, to Mrs. Armstrong,
widow of a son of the late Gen. Robert Arm-
strong, of Tennessee.

A company of minute men is being organized
in Tarrant county, to range on the frontier.

The Galveston Times of the 30th nit. reports
the Trinity river rapidly rising. It thinks that
this rise will give sufficient time for that portion
,,f the cotton crop still remaining in theinterior
to be brought out.

Hon. Samj, Houston, says the Brenham Inqui-
rer, addressed a large assemblage of his fellow-
citizens at Brenham, on the 22d, ii defence of
his vote and position upon the Nebraska bill.
Gen. Houston returns immediately to Washing.
ton to resume his seat in the Senate.

The telegraphic connection between Hunte-
ville and Henderson will, it is thought, be com-
pleted shortly, when New Orleans will be in
telegraphic communication with Galveston and
Houston.

FRaM THE BAnAnMs.-The Charleston Courier
publishes intelligence from Nassanu, N. P., to the
19th ult. The Nassau papers are replete
with particulars of marine disasters-indeed,
the Nassau Guardian, of the 12th inst., says
that " within the last fortnight it is estimated
that about 400,000 dollars' worth of wrecked
property has been cast on our shores, owing to
bad weather." .t

A private letter estimates the losses at one
million:

VisIT TO THE CITY or TRMBOCTOO,-Dr.
Barth, who is now traveling in the interior ofAfrica, entered the city of 'limbuctooson the 7th
of September, 1853, after a tedious journey.
lie was escorted in grand style by the brother
of Sheik-el.•l hay, the ruling chief, accompanied
by a splendid suite on foot and mounted on horses
and camels. He was welcomed by the people
generally, though there was one faction not
favorably disposed toward him, which wished
his death, so that it was necessary for him to
exercise great caution in his movements and in-
tercourse. Fortunately, he had secured the
friendship of the Sheikh, under whose immediate
protection he lived at his residence, and who
had promised him a safe escort on his return to
Sackatu. The people of Timbuctoo are of sofanatical a disposition that the Sheikh consi-
deredit advisable that Dr. Barth should as-
sume the character of a messenger from the
Great Sultan of Stamboul. Dr. Barth describes
the city of Timbuctoo as a pent up mass ofclose-
ly packed houses. Its form is that of a triangle.
The houses are mostly of clay.and stone, many
of them having handsome and tasteful fronts.
He estimates the population of the city at 20,000
persons. It has long been famous as the head-
quarters of the North African caravan trade,
but Dr. Barth found its market to be of less
extent than that of Kano, though the merchan-
dise was of superior quality and of greater
value.

THE IRIsu ExODs.--It is stated that in Cork
the tide of emigration has become so formidablethat the ordinary vessels are quite insufficient,
and the local steamship company has placed two
additional steamers on the station between Cork
and Liverpool. In Belfast the price of the steer-
age passage to New York and Quebec has been
considerably advanced. It is an important fact
the military recruiting is still fairly successful
in Ireland, notwithstanding the vast amount of
the emigration.

A young clerk in Philadelphia, recently de-
tected in alleged frauds, amounting to $15,000,
on his employers, has entered suit against seve-
ral gamblers, whose establishments he had been
in the habit of visiting. lie charges them with
his ruin, and loss of all bis money.

a house of ill fame in Worcester, and Avery
meeting her there became much attached to her.They went to New York together and Avery en.
gaged passage for himself and her on the Yan-kee Blade, he agreeing to work his own passage
and paying for hers; they pausing as brother
and sister.

The young woman, shortly after the depar-
ture of the steamer, began toflirt with the young
men on board, which comin to the ears of Avery
rendered him exceedingly jealous.

On the 13th ot February, at about 8 o'clock
in the evening, the passengers were alarmed by
shriers from a female voice, which proved to beSusanna Russell, who ran about the deck cry-
ing, " my brother has killed me," and fellingupon the deck, in five minqtes she was a corpse.
She had been but a few minntes previou to that,
sitting in the cabin engaged in a lively conver-
sation with one of the Taseengers, when Avery
called her on deck. On approaching her, he
drew from a belt at his side a large ten inch
bowie knife, with which he stabbed her in the
right breast, severing the ephemeral artery, the
knife tassing thrugh her ack. Immediately
after committing this dreadful deed, he snapped
a pistol twice at his own breast, but finding it
would not go off, he drew a razor from hie
pocket,with which he cut a deep and severe gash
in his throat, then rushing forward to •ere
she had fallen, and where the pasenge&sre and
others began to collect, he cried, "stand back
entlemen, I did it ;" and then falling beside the

dead body, he bent over it sad kissed the mar-
ble cheeks, saying :-"I loved that girl ; but you
cabin passengers did this" There laid the poor
mangled body of the unfortunate girl; over her
bent her equally unfortunate though guilty
lover, uttering the most lamentable expressions
of his fervent attachment to her, while the blood
came streamingfrom his throat. Every one ex-
pected to see him momentarily expire; he did
not diehowever, as the surgeon succeeded in
sewing up his wound, and he is now nearly re-
covered. He had a preliminary examinain be-
fore the American Consul at Rio Janeird who
ordered him on to San Francisco for trial.
