Durham was
passing •te front of the Hotel on his way to his
ffico, (he was a clerk in the Comptroller's
Hlice,) when he was assailed by young Cleve-
land with a hpckory stick, the latter inflicting
several severe blows on Durham's head and
hosuldets.. Dur"ram guarded off the blows as
well as possible, and retreated to the street,
closely pursued by Cleveland, when Durham
Iref his revolver, shot first through Cleveland's
hpnulder, and 'next inte head. He fell, spoke

"nod a wor, pied instantl expired.
Then followed the most heart-rending scene

['ever witnesoed. The father running to gaze
on the Ipangled body of his son-the franticscreams of the mother, the dreadful wailings of
three beautiful sisters, clinging to the lifeless
body, all presented a scene, I hope never may
become my.lot again to witness. He was buried
this morning at 10 o'clock; a large number of
friends were in attendance. Mr. Durham was
examined befr'e Justice Allan this evening and
lischasged, the case appearing one of justifia-
ole homicide.

The Louisville Times, of Sunday, gives the fol-
lowing account of the meeting:
The meeting at the Court-house last night

was very uproarious. A vast crowd assembled,
many of them doubtless attracted by mere mo-
tives of curiosity. The large room in the house,
and ,he yard, rand the street in front, were filled
with people. Resolutions were passed, both in-
side and outside of the Court-house. They
were highly denunciatory of the IIHardin county
jury, and inflammatory in their character. Mr.
Crittenden was requested to resign his seat in the
Senate of the United States, and Mr. Wolfe his
in the Senate of Kentuoky. Both these gentle-
men will doubtless pay due respect to these po-
lite invitations. If the demonstration had
stopped there it would have been lharmless, and
the gentlemen burnt in effigy have considered it
a very silly but ridiculous joke. But the pas-
sions aroused could not be satisfied without the
destruction of property. Mr. R. J. Ward's
house was fired, and his conservatory and aviary
demolished. The house wais fortunately rescued
by the timely exertions of the firemen. A large
crowd afterwards assembled in front of the resi-
dence of Mr. Wolfe, andt apprehensions were en-
tertained that it would be demolishe ; but they
were addressed by Col. Thomasson, Col. l)restoni
and Mr. Gibson, and finally quietly dispersed.
The projectors of the meeting are doubtless very
proud of its results, having achieved the assem-
blage of the first mob that ever disgraced the
city.

The communication was laid on the table for
further consideration.
