'" My boy; my'poor blind boy "'
This sorrowful exclamation broke from the

lips of Mrs Owen, as she lay upon the couch
to which a long and wasting illness had confined
her, and whence she well knew she was never
more to rise.

Her son, the only child of her widowed
hearth, the sole object of her cares snd affoc-
tions, knelt beside her, his face bowed upon her
pillow, for now only, in a moment of solemn
communion with his mother, had she revealed
the faial truth, and told him she must soon die!
He had watched, and hoped, and tremblpd for
many weary months, but never yet had he ad-
mittbd to himself the possibility of losing her;
