A SO SBTORY.-Referring to the executions
for desertion at the camp of the Lower Califor-
nia filibusters, the San Francisco Sun says :

Arthur Morrihon, one of the victims of whom
we speak, had a young and fondly-attached
wife and a child five years old in Illinois, the
place of his birth. He had written to her to
come out, and sent her the necessary means to
do so; and about two months since this devoted
woman left her home and friends with a heart
buoyant with hope to meet the object of her love
and fealty.

About one month ago she arrived with her
child on our shores, .pd then for the first time
learned that her husband had been enticqi to
join the fibustiers. She immediately wrote to
him informing him of her arrival, and begging
him to come to her and abandon his unjustifia-
ble enterprise. Morrison received this letter,
and instantly set about fulfilling his duties as a
man and a citizen, by abandoning the camp of
the fltbustiers and starting for BSan Francisco.

But he " counted without his host," for Mr.
Walker immediately dispatched a party in pur-
suit, which overtook Morrison near San Diego
and compelled him to return with them. A
second letter from his wife soon after reached
him, and the unhappy man determined to leave
Lower California and at all hazards return to
his family, which needed his presence.

In order to effect this, Morrison entered into
a combination with ten others to desert at the
firstopportunity. This determination was car-
ried into execution with as little delay as possi-
ble; but again the emissaries of Mr. Walker
tracked the ill-fated refugee, and, making Ivim
a prisoner, returned with him to the camp.
Then a court-.oartial was held; the self-cons ti-
tuted officers sat in judgment over their victi m;
the forms and ceremonies of a trial were gone
through with, according to the most received
rules for such cases made and provided; a ver-
dict of guilty is brought in, sentence of death
is unhesitatingly brought in by his superiors,
and Morrison is shot like a dog in cold blood for
obeying the first laws of God and man, and re-
fusing any longer to do evil.

Tongue cannot tell or language depict the
sufferings of that devoted wife and mother, who
now stands on our soil homeless, friendless,
cheerless, far from the scenes of her birth and
the friends of her existence, unknown to all
around he, and her helpless orphan dependant
on her for support.

CARER OF APorT.-It is seventy years since
George Crabbe published his poem of " The Vil-
lage." His age was twenty-nine. Hewasthen
in orders, and was domestic chaplain to the
Duke of Rutland. But what a life the young
man had passed through, before he had attained
that social position ? Born in what was then a
wretched fishing hamlet, Aldborough, roughly
brought up, imperfectly educated, apprenticed
to a surgeon, without means to complete his pro-
fessional studies, lingering hopelessly about his
native place, he at last resolved to cast himself
upon the wide ocean of London, and tempt the
fearful dangest that belong to the career of a
literary adventurer. Here he struggled and
starved for a year. During the first three months
of his London life, he sent manuscript poems to
the booksellers, Dodsley and Becket, which they
civilly declined. He addressed verses to Lord
Chancellor Thurlow, who informed him that his
avocations did not leave him leisure to read
verses. He sold his clothes and his books, and
pawned his watch and higsurgical instruments.
His one coat was torn, and he mended it hite-
self. He was reduced at last to eighteenpence,
but the brave man never despaired. He had a
strong sense of religion, and he was deeply at-
tached to one who became his wifesfter thirteen
years of untiring constancy. His faith and his
love held him up, and kept him out of degrada-
tion.

At last he wrote a letter to Edmund Burke.
It contained this passage: " In April last Icame
to London, with three pounds, and flattered my-
self this would be sufficient to supply me with
the common necessaries of life till my abilities
should procure me more; of these I had the
highest opinion, and a poetical vanity contribu-
ted to my delusion." Burke saved Crabbe from
the fate of many a one who perished in those
days when patronage was dying out; and the
various resources for the literary laborer that
belong to the extension of reading had scarcely
begun to exist. Burke persuaded Dodsley to
publish " The Library ;" and the Bishopof Nor-
wich to ordain its author, withoutadegree. His
lot in life was fixed. Thurlow invited him to
dinner, and telling him he WRas "as like Parson
Adams as twelve to a dozen," gave him two small
livings. He published "The Village" in 1783,
and " The Newspaper," in 1785. From that
time to 1807, the world had forgotten that a real
poet, of very original talents, had appeared, for
a short season, was no more heard of. When
Crabbe was fifty-three years of age he again
published a poem. This was "The Parish Reg-
ister." " The Borough" speedily fo,llowed. His
" Tales" were in the same vein. Their success
was triumphant. The author, whose worldly
goods were reduced to 8d. in 1780, sold the copy-
right of his poems, in 1817, to Mr. Murray, for
3000.

COMPrLIMENTARY TO THE FAIR ssX.-Laater
in his third volume of his Physiognomy, has the
following passage, for which the Women's
Rights Conventions would pull his ears, if he
were living:

" The straight forehead No. 5, seems to be-
long to a female head and promises a clear
understanding. I purposely avoid saying the
understanding of a thinker, because I do not
love to employ this term when speaking of the
female sex. Themoat rational women are little,
if at all, capable of thinking. They perceive
images, they know how to catch and associate
them, but they scarcely go farther, and every
thing abstract is beyond their reach."

Nothing is mote common than for a driving
man in business in New York to thrust his head
into his neighbor's counting-room, an old ae-
quaintance, too, perhaps, and ask, abruptly:
"What is flour to-day ?" or, " How are bills on
London?" The person addressed, nothing sur-
prised, respondspas abruptly, and parties sepa-
rate with apparently as little interest in each
other as two chips that casually meet each
other for a moment in an eddy. Such manners
would at once be tabooed in Hayti, No clas
would tolerate them. I remember some marked
rebukes administered to acquaintances of mine
who had thoughtlessly overlooked these minor
morals which illustrate this feature of the Hay-
tian civilization. One of the delinquents, who
was a prominent merchant, went one morning
quite early, and in great haste, to a store, and
abruptly, asked the porter, whp was sweeping
out, if the proprietor, calling him by name, was
in? The porter stopped eweeping, and lookng
up with an air of mingled astonishment -nd
anger, after a brief pause, broke forth in Creole :
" Pourquoi on monde pour Jl Auguste, sans
dire bonjour ?" (Why.do you ask for Mr. Au-
guste without saying good morning?) My
friend, whose mind had been very much pre-
occupied, at once discovered the error he had
made, and hastened to make the usual compli-
mentary inquiries about the porter's health and
the weather, which soon set everything right,
and restored his habitual good nature, afrer
which he gave the information very cheerfully.

Mr. Bird, the faithful Baptist minister in Port
an Prince, mentioned to me another case, where
he received a still more stern rebnke for his in-
difference to this small change of social inter-
course. He called at the residence of one of his
parishioners, and knocked. As he reetived no
a swer from within, he turned to some women
who were roning before the door of a little
shanty in tbl vicinity-they rere presumed to
be washerwomen-and asked if the family he
wished to visit (naming them) were out. They
gave him no answer. (lle asked again; they
were still silent, though he had his eyes fixed
upon theirs, and was sure that they had heard
him, in a reproachful, but still in a courteous
manner : " Aonsieur, nous et soommes pas
digne d'etre salue ?" (Are we not worthy, sir,
of being saluted ?)

We are quite too indifferent in the United
States, about this matter, which, to be sure,
may be only skin deep, but yet serves almost as
important a purpose in our social economy as
the skin dogs in our animal economy. It spares
our feelinl• great many bruise._. I confess, I
never felt hie characteristic rudeness and blunt-
ness of the American people so effectually re-
buked, as by the example of the Haytian peas-
antry.
