The Arrea/of Aaron Burr in Alabama.

It became evident early in the summer of
18(16, that Burr had some designs on feaoot; and
the silence and secrecy which attended all of his
movements failed not to excite the suspicions of
the Government, through their secret agents.
President Jefferson, in his special meusage of
January 23, 1807, says that bheahad two dis-
tinct objects in view "r one of these the sevdr-
ance of the union of the States by the Alle-
ghany mountains; the other an attack on
Mexico; a third object was provideed merely
ostensible, to-wit: the settlement of a pretended
purchase of a tract of country on the Washita,
claimed by a Baron BBstross.

'In the latter part of the year 1806, a party
of Kentuckians, induced by the proclamation of
President Jefferson, arrested Burr, and brought
him to trial. Henry Clay, whom Burr had pre-
viously and frequently met, appeared as his
counsel ; and he was acquitted upon the ground
of insufficiency of evidence to convict. Thus re-
leased, he continued down the Mississippi with a
few boats and men; bt just above Natchez he
was again arrested by Colonel Claiborne,ft the
instance of the Governor of Mississippi. Again
a prisoner of the United States, public sympa-
thy in that section was strongly exeited, and
he found no difficulty in giving the nei ssary
bond for his appearance at court. When brought
before court, he denied theahis offences came
within the jurisdiction of MIlissippi. The At-
torney-General took sides with him, and in-
jisted that he should be released from his bail

and sent to a competent tribunal. The .Judges,
however, refusing to grant the application for
discharge, it was ascertained at the opening of
the court the prisoner had departed. tifficers
were at once dispatched in pursuit, and large
rewards offered for his apprehension. And this
brings us to the circumstances of his arrest in
Alabama.
about a month after his failure to appear at

court, Burr found himself, with one companion.
in the vicinity of the village of ,dakefield,
Washington county, Ala. Fearful of detec-
tion he entered the town, under cover of
the night, with the determination of passing
through and gaining, if possible, the, house of
Col. linseon, a gentleman whom he had met at
Natchez, and who had invited him to his house
Riding up to the door ef a cabin, Burr inquired
of two young men, seated within, first for the
tavern and then for directions to Col. linson's
Perkins, one of the young men, replied that it
was several miles to Hinson's, that the way was
difficult to find, and that dangerous creeks in-
tervened. The travelers thanked them for their
information and rode off. As they passed the
door the light shone fully upon the fatce of the
elder gentleman. Perkins was a elose cibserver;
and the richly caparisoned horse, the fitoesaddle
and holsters, the noble and dignified mien of the
stranger, observable despite his coarse dress,
and the bright sparkling eye, which flas bed from
beneathsis slouched hat, seemed to th rust con-
viction upon him, and he at once ei.claimed,
" that's .daron ierr "

Satisfied as to the correctness of his conclu-
sion, Perkins at onee sought Bright tell, the
sheriff; and in a very short time the t we were
following closely upon he tracks of the travel-
ers. Arriving at Col. Hiason's, Burr found
that his friend was absent; and his rec luest for
a night's entertainment was tacitly r'elused--
probably through fear, by Mrs. Hinson, who
quietly closed the window in reply. Making
their way to the kitchen, they seated theimselvees
by the fire, intending to pass the night there;
but the sheriff, who was a relation of Mrs. Hin-
son, appearing'soon after, she hastily prepared
supper for them. During supper, Burr charmed
the hostess with his elegant conversation, though
evidently disconcerted by the keen glances of
the sheriff, who remained in the room. As the
former left the table before the others, Mrs.
lHinson, at the instance of the sheriff, turned to
the other traveler and said, "have I not the
pleasure of entertaining Col. Burr in the gen-
tleman who has just walked out ?" Much con-
fused, he made no answer, but, rising, walked
off. Brightwell was now satisfied that it was
really Burr, but the fascinating address of the
latter had won his heart, and he did not return
to Perkins, whom he had left shivering with
cold in the adjoining woods.

Perkins, in the meantime, becoming impa-
tient, and still believing he was right, toade his
way, in haste, to Fort Stoddard and reported
to Capt. E. P. OGaines. A file of soldiers was at
once put in motion under the command of Capt.
Gaines. Directed by Perkins, the plarty met
Burr and his companion about 9J o'clo.k in the
morning, when the following conversation en-
sued :

G nines.-I presume, sir, I have the honor of
addressing Col. Burr ?

Stranger.-I am a traveler in the country,
and do not recognize your right to ask such a
question.

Gaines -- I arrest you at the instance of the
Federal Government.

Stranger.-By what authority do you arrest
a traveler, on the highway, on his private busi-
ness ?

Gaines.--I am an officer of the army. I hold
in my hands the proclamations of the President
and Governor, directing your arrest.

Stranger.--You are a young man, and may
not be aware of the responsibilities which result
from arresting travelers.

Gaines.--I am aware of the responsibilities,
but I know my duty.

Burr still persisted in denouncing the arnest
unjust and unwarranted, and attempted to
frighten Gaines fros the discharge of hts duty,
but the latter sternly replied, " you are moy
prisoner, sir, and must accompany me to Fort
Stoddard." Finding resistance of no avail, Burr
yielded, and soon found himself a prisoner in
Fort Stoddard.

During his stay in the Fort, his kind atten-
tions to George S. Gaines, (brother of the Cap-
tain) whom he found dangerously ill-his gen-
tlemanly deportment and agreeable add rees to-
wards all, made him many friends. He spent
much of his time in the company of the accom-
plished Mrs. Gaines, who enjoyed much of his
brilliant conversation. That lady sympathised
deeply with the unhappy position of Bu rr, and
in common with the other ladies of theFo rt shed
tears when she saw him depart for Washi lgton,
guarded by a file of soldiers.

Through all these sad similar trials Perkins
led his prisoner safely; and strange to say,
during the whole route no word of complaint
escaped the lips of the latter. Amid all these
adversities, im which the powers of nature as
well s of man seemed eonspiring to crash him,
his spirit sank not. rly, his situation was
one to depress an eordiaar pri. . here was
he, who had been alike .d is hed in the
field and the cabinet-who hi enjoyed the
highest favors of a country whosertastuations
still bear the impress of his goatus--heler was
he, reposing beneath a rude tent inthe wilds of
Alabama, a prisoner of the United States, sar-
rounded by a group of soldiers whose only.bst-
ness was to watch him, and without one friead,
one congenial spirit, to console and befriend.
Apart from this, his wife had lately died, his
only child was afar off, ignorant, perhaps, of .is
sad condition; his professional affairs disar-
ranged, and he himself ostracised by that State
with whose history his name was indissolubly
connected-and branded wherever he went as
"murderer" and "traitor." Yet did Aaron
Barr rise superior to 'his fallen fortunes, and
during the whole journey bestrode his horse
with a dignity of mten not unbecoming the posi-
tion he had lately filled, while his keen eye
flashed with the light of conscious superiority
upon the rude guard which adverse circum-
stances had placed over him.

wnile there was much oi the suzamter in
mode in Burr's address, there was a dignity
of manner about him, which never failed to re-
buke the officious and idly curious. Just after
passing the Oconee river, the party passed the
night for the first time under the roof of a
house. Bevin, the landlord, was quite officious,
and his loquacity soon brought upon him a
merited rebuke. Unacquainted with the per-
sons or the objects of the party, he yet discov-ered that they were from the West, and began
asking many questions touching " Burr's con-
spiracy ;" asked if he had not been arrested,
and made many sneering remarks upon his pre-
sent fallen condition. Perkins and his com-
panions, much embarrassed, tried to change the
subject, and elude his inquiries by seeming
inattention; but he still persisted, whnh Burr,
rising up to his ltll height and fixing upon the
landlord his flashing eye, said, "I am Aarion
Burr! what is it you want with me ?" Bevin,
as if thunderstruck, fairly cronched beneath
the withering glance; and during the remainder
of their stay could hardly summon courage to
ask their commands, though most obsequious in
his attentions.

As the party drew near to the confines of
South Carolina, Perkins caused his prisoner to
be more sarefully guarded. Col. Alston, who
had married Burr's only child, resided in this
State, and Perkins feared lest some attempt at
a rescue should be made. Burr, also evidently
had some hopes of such an eveit, and was pre-
pared at any time to take advantage of it as
was proved by an incident which wgtake from
Mr. Pickett. In passing through the county
town of Chester District, the party passed near
a tavern, before which a crowd of men were
assembled. Seeing the collection of men so near
him, Burr threw himself from his horse and ex-
claimed, in a loud voice, "I am Aaron Burr,
under military arrest, and claim the protection
of the civil authorities !" Perkins and several of
his comppios at ones dismounted, and the for-
mer ore th prisoner to remount. Burr, in a
most deia t manner, said, "I will not ."' deing
unwilling to shoot him, Perkins threw down his
pistoles-both of which he held in his hands-and
seizing Burr around the waist, thre* him into
his saddle Thomas Malone caught the reins of
the horse, slipped them over his head, and led the
animal'apidly on. The astonished citizenssaw
a party enter their village with a prisoner,
heard him appeal to them for protection in the
most audible and imploring manner, saw armed
men immediately surrounding him and thrust
him into his saddle, and then the whole party
vanish from their presence before they could re-
cover from their confusion.
Soon after this incident, Perkins obtained a

gig, and in this Burr passed, without further
adventure, the remainder of his journey to
Fredericksburg, where dispatches from the Pres-
ident caused Perkins to take the prisoner to
Richmond.

Here he was arraigned and tried, first for high
treason, then for misdemeanor, both of which
charges he was acquitted. The gravest charge
proved against Burr was that he had written a
letter in cypher, avowing his design of seizing
Baton Rouge as a preliminary measure, and
then extending his conquests to the Spanish pro-
vinces. But this, be it remembered, was proved
upon the evidence of len. Wilkinson, whose own
skirts were not entirely free in this case.

We do not wish to be regarded as an advocate
or an admirer of Aaron Burr. While we respect
his genius, we find much in his private charac
ter to contemn. But we must believe that the
severe censure which public opinion heaped
upon him, was, to say the least, over hasty ; and
has thrown too much odium upon his once fair
name. There is some truth in the sayings of a
gredt man that " Republics, at best, are un-
grateful." "The evil that men do" is too apt
" to live after them," while " the good is (too)
often interred with their bones." In contem-
plating the " traitor," and the destroyer of
Hamilton, we have forgotten the man of di -
tinguished talents and abilities-the Irgislator,
who has leftitpon the laws of our Empire State,
the impress of mind, the useful U. S. Senator
and the Vice President of our Union. We
have carried his virtues with his vices and con-
signed him to eternal obloquy The historian's
motto should rather be, "Fiat .justitia, celum
ruat !"
The conclusions of Mr. Pickett, as tO the

causes of Burr's great unpopularity, seem to us
quite just and-impartial, we therefore close this
article with an extract from his interesting
work.

"One of the great secrets of his political mis-
fortunes lay in the malevolence of politicians
and fanatics Somebody heard General Wash-
ington say ' Burr was a dangerous man;' there-
fore the world set him down as 'a -dangerous
man.' He killed Hamilton in a duel because
Hamilton abused him; thereupon the world said
he was ' a murderer.' He was a formidable rival
of Jefferson's for the Presidency; thereupon the
majority of the republican party said he was
' a political scoundrel.' He had opposed the
federal party : for that reason the federal party
hated him with exceeding bitterness. A blun-
dering, extravagant man, tnmed Herman Blan-
nerhussett, sought Burr while be was in the
West, eagerly enlisted in his schemes, and in-
vited him to his house; thereupon Wm. Wirt
said, in his prosecuting speech, that.Burr was
the serpent who entered the garden of Eden.

THE FIRSTFLAG OP IsDEPENDENCE.-The first
flag of independence hoisted in Texas was
thrown upon the breeze at Goliad, in December,
1835, by the gallant and patriotic Captain Phil.
Dimmitt and his intrepid little command, who
had just captured the Mexican fornress at that
place. The flag indicated an unfaltering pur-
pose to carry the war " to the knife;" or achieve
the independence of Texas; and was truly sig-
nificant of the character of the man who caused
it to be made and proudly wafted on the wind.
It bore crimson and white stripes, and an up-
lifted arm with the hand firmly clenching a
blood-red sword. On either side, on the centre
white stripe, were the words, in crimson letters,
"Liberty or Death!" This flag was hoisted
amid the most enthusiastic acclamations of that
little band of determined patriots; and they
mutually pledged themselves, over enlivening
potations of bad brandy, to never falter in the
noble cause they had just then espoused, until
it should be gloriously consummated. [Galee-
ton News.

VI, the young foonder of their ashoel; and thecharity school girls of the eity wear the plain

bh-cap and long whitegloves of Quee.Anne or
the earlier Georges The shoulder-kagt of the
s•idern footmen was once the badge of high
military rank. The stage smuggler struts in
the common sailor's dress of the William of
Orange era. The blue coat of the butcher re-
minds us of the distinctive dresses of the old
guilds. The University dress of the present
year varies little from that worn soon after the
Reformation, except that the square cap has
stiffened and widened, and the falling collar has
been clipped into traditionary bands. The
Judge's coif is a curious absurdity borrowed
from the silk cap worn by monkish lawyers to
preserve their shaven heads from the draughts
of theeourts. The wigeintroduced from France
by Charles II are retained by the same judges,
by our barnisters and coachmen. Our footmen
still exult in that powder which gaves height-
ened lustre to Reynold's beauties. The gipey
hat of the same period is worn by the market
women in the west of England. Laborers shw
wear the deep flapped waistcoats and knee
breeches of George Ill, and the smock of a very
early age; and one is sure to meet in a day's
walk in London, the Hessian boots or tight
pantaloons so fashionable during the youth of
the Regent. The Beefeaters at the Tower wear
the costume odlHenry the Seventh's body-guard,
and our grooms the doublet of James I.
Though we have been always borrowers of

other nations' fashions, even we sober English
have run strange lengths. Look at the topping
Richard the Second, in Polish shoes with toes a
yard long, tied up to the knee with silver chains;
and then in IHnry the lighth's time, the broad
shoe widened again to half-a-yard, slashed and
padded like a small cushion. In Henry the
sixth's time it was considered "the thing" to
wear forests of feathers nearly three feet broad
and sweeping to the ground; and a littleearlier
dresses were party per pale, of two colors,-a
favorite attire which died out very slowly. Then
came sleeves jagged at the edges like leaves, and
reaching from a man's wrist to the groand.

The diseases of kings have been the origina-
tions of fashions ;--a bald.king rules and all his
people shave,-a gouty monarch establishes the
beauty of wide shoes. Scandal does say an un-
fortunate princess ingeniously invented hoops.

The most picturesque period of chivalry was
the golden reign of Edward the Third, who him-
self realised half the dreamswof knightly q
mances. The rich steel armor glancing thro

-
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embroidered surcoats, the silken wreath twisl"
round the helmet or streaming behind it, the
bright feathers, the jeweled belt, sword-hilt,
and dagger-sheath,--the gilded housings of the
charger,-the colored pennon tluttering from
the lance, must, when seen in thick squadrons
have been a gorgeous sight:-and never were
utility and splendor so thoroughly blended in
the same attire.

The Vandyke dress comes next in point of
picturesque grace and capabilities of contrast.
The broad Spanish hat, with its rich jewelled
band, its clasp of precious stones, or it tring t
of pearle--the cloak, capable of a tuissand
variations of brightness and shade, from a mass
of broad, rippling daylight to a Spagnoletto
gloom-the doublet fitting the form without
ridiculous compression-the rich lace collar,
rather feminine to our ey.s, did not the polished
steel of the breast-piece gleam through its fret-
work-the full Spanish hose and the small shoe,
with the rosette of ribbon, constitute a dress
that delights the painter and the poet.

The nations of Europe have always shunned
the rich flower-bed of colors in which their
Asiatic kinsmen delight. The Turkirejoiees in
the primitive colors-rich beds, blues, and yel-
lows-the Englishman in insipid neutrals-
lilacs, buffs, and browns. The warmer the
country the richer the taste for colors-very
observable in Venice, so Eastern in its aseocia-
tions, where houses, people, and buildings form
a bright mosaic of intermingling hues, relieved
by the deep harmonious unities of the sky and
the sea. We were gay as butterflies in Charles
the Second's time. To what hape we now fal-
len, when a solemn, dull undertaker-like black
has clouded every hue, and we walk about in-
carnations of iron necessity and remorseless
utility!
